It was a splendid
sight to see our men advance——our batter-
ies pouring their iren hail and shell among
the rebel ranks, leaving great gaps, and
blowing up their caissons, killing their
horses and putting all to route. The bat-

It wae
jndeed a perfect thunder. Shortly afier
our skirmishers advanced, and a couple of
regitnents supporting them drove the reb-

els directly in our front more than iwo

I am able 10-day to set up for a short
time and so thought to writs a few linet
i regard to the latebattle. I am not sble
to write much as T cannot sit up very long
and I bave only the use of one arm, I
will not give you any discription previous
to the engagement as Capt. Galpin has
done 5o, I was one of the unfortunate
ones and was wounded as well as taken
I did wot hear the order to fall
back, aud upon gazing around, I saw no
obe near me and upen turning to ses whete
they were [ was hit in the center of the
back of tke neck. The hall came out jusy
in front of my ‘left ear. After I feli,_' as
the force of the ball knocked me down, T
suddenly recovered and found I was in &
very dapgerous piace,as the balls and pice-
es of sbell wers fulling all around me, 1
pot up-on iy knees and, upoi looking in
front of me, T saw Lt. Forp. I locked at

him a few moments, but from some canse
could not speak; so I crawled on a little
further and then got npon my feet, When
looking around I saw several of our boya
Iying dead and dying npon the ground

[ was goingup tospeak wilh some of them
‘when a rebel camo up ard said I had bet-
ter go with him, I told hiw, if-he would
give me some water and lead me I would
go, for I had bled so much I was quits.
faint and the blaod dried upon my face and
I conld scarcely see, 8o he unclasped my
cartridge belt for me and relisved me of
my koapsack. It was but % short distance
to where the rebs had esiablished a hospit-
al. To this place they took me, where I
lay until about 8 o’clock when the prison-
ers who were not wounded began fo coma
in. T remeined there until morning whea .
T was removed with otbers to their Gener-
al Hospital about three miles from the bat-
tle field. T stayed there two days, when I
wag removed to what is called Salem
Church, It rained the day I 'wentto the
Church, and the next day, but tke 31 day
after I went out to look after the dead ns
they had not yet besn buried. Amon
the dead I found Warren D. Spenger, I{
H, Harrington, Oliver {, Grapsbury, Fred-
ick Brarring and John Brasamby, all of
