Dear Pamewrs :—1 veceived your iotler of the

{o postpose it uotil I returned.  Our company
came in yesterday minug three men, which were
taken prisoners by the rebels. Qur compsoy
went under Ensign Neill.  One plaloon was sent
out on the Alexaudrin and Aeccotink pike. Tt
iz n road rupning (rom Alexandria, hetween tho
Mount Vernon road and the rviver, and esnrnreig
with the Mount Verpon road about six mika
