Family readiness groups, schools, youth and civic organizations, churches and
interested individuals at home are collecting materials, creating care packages and sending them to us
by U.S. mail. Here, the donated items are sorted, organized and stored in metal storage containers for
the next humanitarian assistance mission. We can’t take cash or anything that has a religious message
or icon. But for those who are interested here is a list of things that are needed and appreciated.
