WHAT IS THE NEW YORK NAVAL MILITIA?

It is the naval component of New
York State’s military forces. As part of the
New York State Division of Military and
Naval Affairs, the Naval Militia
complements the Army and Air National
Guard programs, as well as the New York
Guard. We provide support for natural or
man-made disasters, technological
disasters, and homeland security.

In support of the U.S. Coast Guard commercial vessel
inspection program.

Largely made up of current and
former New York Reservists of the U.S.
Coast Guard, Marine Corps or Navy, the
New York Naval Militia provides an
additional dimension to patriotic military
service, military training opportunities and
community service.

Naval Militia members are eligible:

To perform State Active Duty.

For Thruway, toll bridge and tunnel
passes for federal or state drills, annual
training and official Naval Militia business.

For up to in-state SUNY/CUNY per
year in education grants for college tuition
through the Recruitment, Incentive and
Retention Program. (This only applies to 1%
Bachelor’s degree for drilling Reservists in
the USNR, USCGR and USMCR)

Many employers allow members to
use their Military Leave for State Active
Duty.
