REMAIN ON BORDER?

Empire State at Least Ready
For Soldiers” Vote If We
Stay in Texas

FULL RESULT OF LATE PRIMARIES

(Special Dispateh to The Rio Grande
Rattler by Frederick T. Cardoze.)

Albany, Oct. 5,~New York State’s
troops on the Border, if they are still
on the Border on November 7Tth, will '
drop their votes into the ballot boxes
which will be forwarded from Albany
within the next week. H. G. Adams,
the Law and Election Deputy in the
Secretary of State’s office, will supers
vise the election in the various camps
on the Border. He will call upon Ma-
Jjor General O’Ryan to furnish a foree
of election inspectors, elerks and wateh-
ers, who will superintend the details of
the voting.

Tmmediately following the election,
the ballots voted and one of the poll
books will be hurried back to Secre-
tary of State Hugo. A duplicate poll
baok will also be sent to Governor
Charles Whitman.The work of counting
the soldier’s vote and properly eredit-
ing the same will involve zonsiderable
additional labor. As soon as the bal-
lots are received by Secretary Hugo,
i the state Chairmen of the two princi-
pal parties will be notified. The en-
velope containing the ballots will be
compared with the poll books before
representatives of both parties. That
portion of the poll book referring to
any particular county will be copied
and 'the eopy with the envelopes and
ballots will be sent to the bosrds of
election or county elerks, They in
turn will take the copy of the poll book
and make a copy for each election dis-
trict and send the same with the bal-
lots to the board of inspectors of the
particular district. They will proceed
to canvass the vote and later return
the same to the county board of ean-
vassers who will forward it to the
State Board.

The results of the eount will be wir-
ed to division headquerters as soom
as compiled in the offiee of the Seere-
tary of State in Albany.

The Primaries campaign ended two

As will be seen from the above tables
the chief contest was in the Progressive
Primaries. As a matter of fact, with
the exception of the Bacon-Calder con-
test in the Republican Primaries the
Progressive nomination "fur Governor
was the only nominatiuu over which
the big fight was conducted. In that
Primary and in the Tndependenee
Leave Primary the Republiean and
Democratic candidates for Governoe
waged a bhand to hand struggle. Pro-
minent Progressives were aggréssively
supporting boih candidates. 'Colonel
Theodore Roosevelt issued a statement
a few days before Primary Day in
which he declared that any Progressive
that voted for Seabury wras helping the
cause of President-Wilson and he insist-
ed that po Progressive should cast a
vote in any contest whieh would in any
way aid President Wilson. Mr. Goerge
W. Perkins issued . several  statements
and letters which were sent to every
Progressive voter following the same
line as the Colonel’s & 'ament and
driving . home  the points about the
Whitman administration which he con-
sidered justified the support of the Pro-
gressive party.

John J. O’Connel, the chairman of
the New York County Progressive or-
ganization, fought equally as hard for
Mr, Seabury. Hamilton Fish, Jr., sup-
ported Seabury, but sinee Primary Day
he has announced that as the Progress-
ive Primary selected Governor Whitman
as the Progressive ecandilate, he in-
tends to support Governor Whitman.

THE MAJOR GENERAL

A Few Facts Ahout the Head

of the N. Y.
Division

GENERAL O'RYAN A REAL SOLDIER

(By an Enlisted Man.)

Back on Dugty Park Row, where the
only real newspapers of tlie world are
published and the greasiest restaurants
in the world offer rest, there i a saying
that everybody on the staff gets a rest
but the Editor.
Office boy may oversleep, cub report-
er may slip away for the week-end and
the star headquarters man may take
a day off for the ball game. But the
city editor’s work never lets up.
An army is like a big newspaper,
The furthér up you go in the organiza-
tion the less freedom the position gives
you.
Did you ever consider that perhaps
vou, an enlisted man, have more liberty
than does the Major-General?
Of course you’re a busy men—yes,
we know that. Of course you are an-
swerable to a lusty woiced corporal,
and a deep toned sergeant, and a top
and three ecommissioned officers, and
all that. When you make a mistake
you get hell, and that ends it. But
how would you like to have for a boss
the whole state of New York, the
{ whole War Department at Washington,
and the officers of the Southern De-
partment, including your old friend,
General Funston first of all.
The men who know the Major-Gen-
eral believe he is the hardest worked
man in the whole Division. Ask his
chauffeur if you don’t believe it.
Before ‘a single troop or company
left camp on a hike, the Commanding
General followed over the proposed
line of march, studying out camp sites
and noting water supplies and that
sort of thing,
You didn’t know that the Command-
ing General fqllowed every day’s march
of your hike, that he directs practical-
ly everything in your day’s program
and sees that you get your three square
meals a day—or sees that somebody
else sees that you do, which amounts
“0 the same thing.
New York is the only State capable
of placing an entire division of 22,000
men in the field. With Pennsylvania,
it’s the only state allowed to have a
Major-General.
To gain this post, -Major-General
O’'Ryan has worked up through every
stage of the ladder, beginning with a
term as a private in the 7th Infantry
for three years, ending November 22nd
1900. He .was then 26 years old.
On that date he ‘was transferred to
the 2nd Battery as 2nd Lieutenant, be-
| eoming 1st Lieutenant four years later,
and Captain of the 1st Battery three
vears after that. On January 1st, 1911
he was appointed Aide de Camp to the
Governor. The following year he be-
came Major in the 2nd Battalion of
Field Artillery. His appointment
Major-General of the N. Y, Division
ted May 1st, 1912,
Perhaps some of those names look a
little unfamiliar to you now, and they
| should. Not only the rames but the
organization and aature of many of
New VYork’s detachme have been
entirely remolded dutinz the term of
the present Division Comwander.
In 1914 General O’Ryan completed a
course in the U. 8. Army War College,
which training puts him on a plane
with the Major Generals commanding
divisions of the regular army. He has
