Smr—The Adjutant General has the honor to submit the
following report of the organization, strength and condi-
tion of the militia of the State, and of its volunteers now
- in the service of the General Government. ;

At the date of the previous report from thls Department
the aggregate number of volunteers ralsed was 120,316.
Of these 106,033 had been placed in service, and 14,283
were included in complete and incomplete organizations |
which had not yet left the State.

The labor of this Department up to the first of May was
devoted to the preparation of the incomplete force and its
transfer to the field. It had meanwhile been somewhat
increased by enlistments, so that when turned over to the
General Government it presented a total.sti'ength of 19,003
officers and enlisted men. ‘
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The following table shows the organization by regiments:

The departure of these regiments, which were for the

most part formed from fractional organizations, left the

State without troops.

When, therefore, the retreat of

General Banks to the Potomac in May, and the rapid
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advance of the enémy fhrough the valley of the Shenan-
doah, rendered it necessary to provide for the defence of
Washington, there was not a single regiment of- volunteers
remaining to answer the requisition of the Government.

- In this emergency your Excellency decided to call out

the organized regiments of National Guards, and orders
were immediately issued that they should i)repare to march,
and between the 26th of May and the 4th of June twelve
regiments, completely armed and equipped, and averaging
seven hundred men each, were sent forward. It is proper
to add, that in addition to the regiments which were
accepted, a number of others tendered their services
through their commanding officers, but the danger having
been averted, the Secretary of War, on the 27th of May,
telegraphed that no more regiments would be received for
three months, and they were therefore relieved from duty.

The following is a list of the regiments of National
Guards sent forward between the dates mentioned. Tﬁ,ey
were all mustered into the service for three months, the
Tth agreeing to- serve for that perlod although only called’
out for thirty days.

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The promptness with which the Natioh_al Guard responded
to the requisition of your Excellency at this time, is worthy
of notice. Composed mainly of citizens engaged in active
business pursuits, it involved no light sacrifice. It will be
recollected that most of these regiments had volunteered
under a similar exigency in 1861, and the value of their
services was fully appreciated and acknowledged by the
Government. On this occasion their presence at a critical
period was no less opportune ; and although through a mis-
apprehehsion of orders, and as to their term of enlistment,
difficulties arose which for a time created embarrassment,
and placed several of the regiments in an unpleasant‘ posi-
tion; these were subsequently removed, and the Secretary
of War recently expressed his approval of the alacrity with
which they moved to Washington, and his sense of the
importance of the service thus rendered to the Government.

On the 28d of May, enlistments for three years, which
had been suspended after the completion of the regiments
already mentioned as having left the State in March and
April, were again commenced. Without any general or
formal call, your Excellency was advised in a dispatch from
the Adjutant General of the Army of May 21, that an addi-
tional force of three years’ volunteers would be accepted,
and the plan of organization was at once decided on, and
promulgated in General Orders No. 31, issued on the 23d.
‘Owing, however, to the great demand for Jabor in the field
and workshop, no great progress was made; and on the first
of July, more than a month after, although one hundred
and fifty authorizations had been issued to raise companies,

the "aggregate of the enlistments did not exceed 3,000

[
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men. There was nothing of that eagerness to enter the
service which had been manifested at previous periods, and
- it appeared as if the people had fallen into an apathy fro_xﬁ
which only an extraordinary effort could arouse them.
Meanwhile the most important events were transpiringi,
The losses sustained by our army in Virginia from sickness
and in the sanguinary engagements which had taken place
on the Peninsuh, had reduced it to a defensive attitudé,
and rendered its reinforcement or withdrawal a matter of
necessity. In the west, notwithstanding the success of the
military 6peration’s which terminated with the occupation
of Corinth, the waste from disease and battle, and the neces-

sity of occupying strategic points had so much reduced the

force available for field operatioms, that the Confederates,

with numbers greatly augmented through a rigorous con-
. scription, were preparing to assume the offensive in a series

of movements, which sﬁbsequently» brought them to the

banks of the Ohio and the Potomec. o ‘

. Such was the condition of affairs when, on the 28th of
June, the Governors of the loyal States, at the suggestion

of your Excellency, united in the following communication

to the President:

“To the President :

“The undersigned Governors of States of the Union, im-
pressed with the belief that the citizens of the States whick they,
respectively represent, are of one accord, in the hearty desire
that the recent successes of the: Federal arms may be followed

up by measures which must insure the speedy restoration of the
Union, and believing that in view of the important mzlztarg!
movements now in progyess, and the reduced condition of_ our
effective forces in the field, resulting from the usual and unavoid-
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able casualties of the service, that the time has arrived for prompt
and vigorous measures to be adopted by the people, in support of
the great interests committed to your charge, we respectfully re-
quest, if it meets with your entire approval, that you at once
call upon the several States for such numbers of men as may be
required to fill up all military organizations now in the field, and

- add to the arms heretofore organized such additional numbers

of men as may, in your judgment, be necessary to garrison and
hold all of the numerous cities and military positions that have
been captured by our armies, and to speedily crush the rebellion
that still exists in several of the Southern States,thus practically
restoring to the civilized world our great and good Government.

« All believe that the decisive moment is near af hand, and
to that.end the people of the United States are desirous to aid
promptly, in furnishing all. reinforcements that you may deem
needful to sustain our Government.”

In reply to this communication, which received the assent
of the Governors of seventeen S‘tates, the President was
pleased to exi)ress his determination to call for an addi-
tional force of 300,000 volunteers, and on the 2d of July,

orders to that effect were issued. The quota of this State

was fixed at 59,705. ,
The plan of organization adopte& was published in Gen-
eral Orders No. 52, on the Tth of July, and was intended to
iencourage the formation of regiments in contiguous coun-
ties or districts, which had been found to promote enlist-
ments in former levies. The State was divided into mili-
tary districts following its civil subdivisions, and a place of
rendezvous established in each. Arrangements were made
for transpdrtation, quarters, subsistence and clothing, which

obviated, as far as practicable, difﬁ(’:ﬁlties which had been
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~previously encéuntered. The plan of granting authoriza-
tions to recruit, which had been already attended with suc-
cess, was continued and found of advantage by enabling this
Department to exercise a more complete control over the
organization than would otherwise have been possible.
Another arrangement which had an important bearing .
‘on the general result, was the formation of a military com-
mittee in each district. It was apparent from the outset
that unless the people could be made aware of the dangers
which threatened the country, and leading citizens could
be induced to lend their active aid in the work, the efforts
of the military authorities would fall short of that success
which it was their determination to achieve. Thesge com-
mittees were formed on the 5th of July, and on the same
day, by direction of your Excellency, the Adjutant General
addressed them in a circular letter, stating briefly but
without disguise the condition of the’army, and soliciting
their ¢o-operation in raising the additional force apportion-
ed to this State. The response was what might have been
anticipated from men, who whatever may have been the
difference in their political views, were earnestly desirous
of supporting the Government, and ready to devote to that
‘objeét their means and influence; and the rapidity with
which the quota of this State under the call of July 2d,
was organized and placed in service, is due in a great
measure to their unremitting, gratuitous and well:directed
efforts. ' o , ‘
. As a further means of encouraging enlistments, your
Excellency after mature deliberation decided to offer a
State bounty of fifty dollars, in addition to the bounty"and
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- advance pay offered by the Government. This was an

important measure, rendered necessary by the position of
affairs at' that time. It will be recollected that the army
of the Potomac had retreated to a defensive position on
the James, and the question of withdrawing it from the
Peninsula altogether was under consideration. The calls
of the Government for reinforcements were peremptory
and could only be met by stimulating enlistments through
such means as seemed best calculated to accomplish that
object. The effect of the bounty was immediate, and
enabled your Excellency to send to the field previous to
the first of October a force of over 35,000 men.

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It should be understood, that in the above list is includ-
ed the force transferred to Major General Banks, to whom
your Excellency was directed to turn over such troops as '
were then in the State. The regiments ordered to report
to him were the 155th, 156th, 159th, 160th, 161st, 164th,
165th, 173d, 174th, 175th, 177th, infantry, togethgr with
the 18th, 21st, 25th, 26th and 27th batteries of artillery.
The. 118th, 135th, 188th and 129th regiments of infantry
have, since entering the service, been changed into artil-
lery, and are known as the 6th, 7th, 8th and 9th regiments
of New York volunteer artillery.
 The arming, ‘cloéhing and equipping of this large force,
has been a labor second only to that of i-ecruiting and
organizing it. Under the provisions of General Order No.
75, the Government officers were directed to turn over to
the State authorities from time to time the supplies neces-
sary to prepare the troops for service, and the issues were
made to them through the State Quartermaster and Com-
missary General of Ordnance. It is due to General C. A.
Arthu:, Quartermaster General, to say that the complicat-
ed duties of his department have been conducted with
signal ability, and the promptness with which all requisi-
tions have heen met, has been of most essential aid in
hastening the movement of regiments to the field: In the
Department of the Commissary General of Ordnance, the
duty of providing and issuing arms has been eﬁiciently and
faithfully performed, at a time, too, when, from the extent
of the demands on the Government, it required constant
care to provide for the troops as they left the State. It
should be mentioned he're, that about 10,000 Enfield rifles,
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the ,p,rbperty of the State, remaining on hand of the pur-
chases made in 1861, were sold to the Government, and
used in arming the first regiments which were raised under
the call of July 2d.

Irrespective of the new regiments, the general recruit-
ing seryice under the able management of Major J. T. |
Sprague, U. S. army, has furnished a large number of
recruits for regiments in the field. It may be stated here,
that whilst this branch of the service has, since the com-
mencement -of the war, been under the control of the
General Government, it does not appear to have received
at the start that attention which its importance demanded.
Up to the close of 1861, no full and comprehensive system
had been adopted for supplying the losses of regiments in
service, and their depletion had proceeded too far before a
proper remedy was applied. In December of that year a
plan was decided on by the War Department, and publish-
ed in General Orders No. 105. This placed the whole sub-
ject under the direction of a General Superintendent of
recruiting appointed for each State. Recruiting parties
reported to the Superintendent on their arrival in the
State, and made their returns to that officer, through whom
also the recruits were furnished with clothing and trans-
portation to their regiments. ‘

These orders, subsequently modified so as to permit

officers to recruit for their own regiments instead of at

. large, only remained in force until April last, when the

recruiting service was discontinued, the officers detailed
for that duty ordered to join their regiments, and the
Superintendents directed to close their offices.
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Whatever may have been the causes which led to the

‘suspension of recruiting at this time, it was clearly pre-

judicial to the interests of the service. The new regi-
ments, mentioned in the previous report of the Adjutant
General as still in the State, had been completed and turned

over to the Government. There was consequently no com-
- petition to be feared, and a broad field was opened for the

general recruiting service, which if it had been properly
improved would have done much to restore the wasted
strength of the old regiments. It was not, however, until
the 6th of June that recruiting was again commenced,
since which time, although affected by the competition of
the large number of additional regiments authorized under -
the oall of July 2d, it has furnished more than 15,600 men
to those in the service.

The efforts of this Department, in connection with this
branch of the service, have been necessarily confined to
such regiments as could receive companies, or parts of com-
panies with their officers. No- inducement could be held
out by the State authorities to persons raising companies of
volunteers, other than that of position, and this precluded
any disposition of the men which would deprive the offi-
cers of their places. Owing, however, to the fact that in
most of the old regiments, the reduction in the number of |
enlisted men has been much greater than in officers, the

~ plan of filling them with compdnies could only be resorted

to in isolated cases. . To obviate this difficulty, it would
have been necessary to consolidate the incomplete regi-
ments, discharge the supernumerary officers, and then

11 the wacant company numbers with new companies.
. [Assem. No. 49.] 2 '
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Such a proceeding, involving an exercise of power over
troops in the service of the General Government, could oaly
be carried out under the authority of the Secretary of War,
whose attention was called to the subject. Further reflec-
tion, however, has convinced the Adjutant General that
the scheme is incompatible with the rights of officers,
many of whom have earned their positions by meritorious
conduct in service.

Another difficulty arose from the superior attractions of

the new regiments, and the reluctance of persons raising

companies to take out authorizations for the old. As has,

been already remarked, the recruiting service was closed
on the 3d of April last, and partially opened in May by
General Orders No. 49. On the issuing of this order, which
permitted Governors of States to fill up regiments in ser-
vice on the requisition of Department Commanders, the
Adjutant General was directed to express to the War De-
partment your Excellency’s approval of the plan, and your

readiness to give it your cordial support. Arrangements

were made to issue authorizations for that purpose, and

they have been in force since. - But notwithstanding every
encouragement has been given calculated to promote the
object in view, out of an aggregate of three thousand com-
pany authorizations granted since May, only one hundred
and fifty were for old regiments. This result is to be re-
gretted; but it should be borne in mind that no general
plan of consolidating incomplete regiments has been
adopted by the War Department, and whilst it is doubtful
whether any plan susceptible of general application could
be devised, consistent with a due regard to the rights of

.
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officers, it is certain that,-’witl;out- it, the idea of filling up
the old organizations with new companies cannot to any
great extent be realized.

The number of recruits that have been sent to the old regi-
‘ments since the date of the last ‘report from this Depart-
ment, including those raised under State aixspices and those
furnished by the general recruiting service, will not fall
below 20,000. This estimate is made on the basis of the
State bounty, since J uly 17th, the date of the Proclamation,
and previous to that time, on data gathered from the
records of this Department and the office of the General
Superintendent of recruiting. ‘

The following table is a recapitulation of the foregoing, |
and shows the number of volunteers, for all arms of the ser- -
vice, furnished since the date of the previous report from

this Department.

Such are the results of the organization of troops in this
State during the past year. They show an aggregate force
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organized and sent to the ﬁ:;ld of over 116,000 men. With
reference more particularly to the call of July 2d, there
have been raised since that time 89,212 volunteers, thus
completing the quota of the State of 60,000 under that
call, and leaving a balance of 29,212 over and in excess of
it. It should be recollected, also, that this force is composed
almost wholly of three years’ men. Whilst other States
it is believed early availed themselves of the pfivilege of
raising nine months’ men, enlistments for that period were
discouraged here until very recently, your Excellency be-
lieving that the interest of the Government required that
as large a force as possible should be raised for the long
term of service. What has been accomplished cannot but

" be gratifying to the authorities at Washington, as it affords

the best proof of the untiring energy of your Excellency,
on whom the chief responsibility has rested, in support of
a cause in which centre our highest hopes and our most
steadfast efforts.

Excepting the power over promotions and appointments
grémted by act of Congress, the authority of the State
ceases on the transfer of a regiment into the service of the
United States. This is necessary to enable the Govern-
ment to maintain its paramount control over the military
forces of the country in service, and prevent the evil
consequences that would flow from a divided authority.
Within the limited sphere in which they could act, however,
the military authorities of the State have endeavored to
'promote the welfare of our volunteers, to reward merit and

to alleviate suffering. In the previous report from this

Department, the Adjutant General had the honor to submit,
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for the consideration of your ;Excellency, the principles:
* which in his judgment should govern in promotions and
appointments, and having in their general features been
approved, tfley have formed the rule under which these .
important functions have been exercised. These principles
were substantially, that each regiment should be considered
for this purpose a distinct body, and that prometions within
the regiment should proceed in regular order, except in
cases where meritorious conduct might fairly overbalance -
the accidental advantages of position. - Under this rule
there have been made during the past year nearly four
thousand promotions and appointments to regiments in the
field, and where there has been a departure from it, there
have been reasons and evidence in each case, that at the
time appeared to justify it. The chief difficulty has been
to act in the midst of conflicting recommendations, and to
distinguish real merit from mere pretension. With fegiw
ments scattered through several geographical departments,
the cases have been exceptional where your Excellency
could act on your own knowledge, and as a consequence, a
- most important and responsible duty has devolved on com-
manding officers. It is believed that with few exceptions
in recommending subordinate officers for promotion, they
have been governed by a desire to encourage and reward
those most deserving such a distinetion. - It would be re-
marka,ble,' however, if instances should not have oceurred
where the privilege to recommend was perverted, and made
. use of to subserve unworthy motives ; but whilst the service
may have been -injured by such a course, and incompetend
~ men elevated to responsible positions, it has destroyed
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confidence in the officers practicing it, and induced a cir-
cumspection which has prevented its repetition. It should
be stated in this connection, that in May last your Excel-
. lency detailed an officer of your staff to proceed to the army
of the Potomac, then engaged in the operations on the
Peninsula, for the purpose of observing the condition of the
regiments from this State, and the standing of their officers,
and recommending such measures as might be taken to
- promote their efficiency without trenching on the para-
mount authority of the Government. In the performance
of this duty, Colonel Rotch had every facility extended to
him by General McClellan and his subordinates, and his
reports were of essential aid in enabling your Excellency
to discriminate between conflicting claims for preferment,
and bringing to your notice deserving officers who had
before been overlooked. On the whole it may be said that
promotions and appointments are now governed by fixed
rules, which are only departed from in exceptional cases,
and that their observance, whilst it has lessened the doubt
and uncertainty of officers on a subject of superlative inter-
est to them, will, it is hoped, foster a spirit of emulation
which cannot but be advantageous to the interests of the
service. If in addition to the rules at present in force, it
should be directed hereafter that all recommendations for
proinotions made by commanding officers should be ap-
proved by the General of Brigade or Division, it would
check any tendency to favqritism and enable the appoint-
ing power to act with more certainty. The Adjutant Gen- .
eral, therefore, respectfully recommends that in future such

approval be required.
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At the commencement of the peninsular campaign, it was
evident that the arrangements of the medical department
were inadequate to the wants of an army exposed to the
influences of a malarious climate, as well as to the usual
casualties of war, and it was at once decided by your Excel-
lency, that, so far as it could be done without interfering
with the Government, the resources of the State should be
applied to the relief of our volunteers. The Legislature
had previously appropriated the sum of $30,000 to this
purpose, and it only remained to direct its expenditure, in
such a manner as would best promote the ohject in view.
Under the able(direétion of General S. Oakley Vanderpoel,
Surgeon General, extensive hospital accommodations were
prepared here and in the city of New York, and on the
20th of April, that officer was directed by your Excellency
to proceed to the army of the Potomac, to superintend the
transportation of our sick and wounded to the more invigor-
ating climate of the North. Meanwhile the General Gov-
ernment had extended its arrangements, and on application,
the State Hospitals were turned over to the care of the
medical department of the army. The Park barracks alone

“were retained under the control of the State, and with the
energetic supervision of Colonel George Bliss, Jr., were an
incalculable benefit, over 14,000 cases having been treated
there during the months of May, June, July and August. '

The act of April 23, to provide for the enrollment of the
militia, the organization and discipline of the National

_ Guard of the State of New York, and for the public

defense, repealed all former statutes on the subject, and

" took effect immediately on its passage. Relating to é)»skgb-

£
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ject of great public importance, its progress was watched
with interest, and its provisions were carefully examined
both in committee and on its passage. Thoﬁgh not free
from imperfections, it establishes a military system much
“more comprehensive than that of any other State, and
with less expense than was at first thought to be cdmpati-
ble with any extended and effective plan of training and
discipline. It is to be regretted that through some misap--
prehension no specific tax was imposed to meet the appro-
i)riation made in the act; as under these circumstances the,
- Comptroller doubted his authority to furnish the means, it
was necessary to confine the administration of the law to
* such of its provisions as could be put in force without ex-
pense. The enrollment directed to be made by section 4,
was undertaken on the personal responmsibility of your
Excellency, but the thorough reorganization and increase
“of the National Guard contemplated in the act, the purchase
of uniforms and equipments, and the assembling of the
troops for instruction, involving expenditures of money,
have necessarily been left unaccomplished.

The necessity of arms for the militia was stated in the
previous report from this Department, and a bill was intro-
duced into the last Legislature for this purpose which failed
to pass that body. A sufficient supply of serviceable arms
and equipments is the one thing needful to call into exist-
ence a National Guard, ample for all pﬁrposes of home
defence, and capable of rendering timely aid to the National
Government in any sudden emergency. Without such pro-

‘ vision, all other measures to build up a large, useful, and

reliable home force, will prove unavailing, The organiza-
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tion of the able-bodied men of the State into companies,
regiments, brigades, and divisions, will be a paper organi-
zation, unless the men included in it are supplied with the
necesgsary arms and exercised in their use. The attention
of the Legislature has been frequently called ¢o this sub-
ject, and it-is hoped that the time has arrived when its

‘importance is fully appreeiated, and that the necessary
steps will be taken to carry the measure so often proposed
into effect. »

By paragraph 14 of the Militia law, all persons enrolled
and liable to military duty who did not ‘attend the annual
parade of the ununiformed militia, on the first Monday of
September, are subject to a fine of one dollar, to be paid to
the county treasurer, on or before the Ist day of De-
cember. o '"

- It was made the duty of the boards of superv1sors of the
several counties of the State to prepare a list of the delin-
quents who had failed to pay the fine, and annex it to the
assessment rolls of the several towns and wards of the
county, and to direct the collectors and receivers of taxes
to collect the amount remaining unpaid. .

It is apprehended that the boards of supervisors of some

~of the counties of the State have neglected to fulfill the duty
thus imposed on them, and that a portion of the funds
intended for the support of the militia may thus be lost to
the State. - , -

By paragraph 19 of the law, the several civil officers
charged with any duty under its pro¥isions, are declared
guilty of a misdemeanor for neglect, and it is made the

" duty of the district attorney to prosecute them therefor.
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As the success or failure of the whole militia system of
the State depends upon the execution of the provision of
law above referred to, and upon the collection of the fines
of delinquents, it is urged upon the commandants of regi-
meénts and the public prosecutors to take the necessary
steps to enforce in all cases the penalties prescribed by
law, on the officers who may have neglected the important
duty devolved upon them.

The people of the State and of the country have had an
opportunity to learn the importance of a well organized
militia since the beginning of the present war; and the
yvalue of the militia system as an education for the duties
of officers, is illustrated by the fact that a very large pro-
portion of the volunteer officers received a preliminary
training in the ranks of the National Guard. It has been
stated on g(;od authority, that one single regiment has fur-
nished seven hundred officers of volunteers, another regi-
ment five hundred, and it is believed that a large majority
of the volunteer officers have held commissions in the mili-
tia, or served in its ranks.

By  the annual report from thls Department for the
year 1861, submitted January 15th, 1862 the organized
portion of the militia comprised

~On the 4th of August the Pres1dent issued h1s Proclama-
tion calling out 300, 000 of the militia of the loyal States,

for nine months, Congress having previously passed an act
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lengthening the term of service to that period, at the dis-
cretion of the President. On the Tth of the same month,
the War Department issued General Orders No. 99, which
directed the Governors of the several States to proceed
forthwith to furnish their quotas of the force required, and
prescribed the manner in which the draft should be con-
ducted in States where no laws existed on the subject, or
Where such laws were in any manner defective. In this
State, by the act of April 23d, provision had been made for
a draft of the militia into the service of the Government,
and the question which the military authorities had to de-
termine at the outset was, whether the rules and regula-
tions under which it was therein provided a draft should be
made were defective within the meaning of the act of
Congress and the orders of the War Department, and for

- that reason to be considered inapplicable. In determining

this question, the following considerations could not be over-

‘looked, asthey could not fail to have an important influence

on the decision. : ,
1st. At the passage of the act of April 23, the organized
militia of the State did not exceed 20,000 men. The
strength of regiments had been seriously impaired by en-
listments in the volunteer service, and in many rgf the regi-
mental districts the organization only existed on the records
of this Department. It was in view of this fact that your
Excellency was empowered by the act to reorganize the
whole force, create new regimental districts, and increase
the active force denominated National Guards, to 128 regi-
ments. The causes which prevented this great measure
from -being carried out, have already been referred to. They
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effectually prevented any action on the part of your Excel-
lency in that direction, so that at the date of the orders for
the draft, the organized militia was not more than equal to
one-third the force called for. It was impossible, there-
fore, to answer the requisition of the Government in the
manner indicated in section 301 of the militia law. The
draft could not be met by organizations, because they did
not exist. To have attempted to create 'them after the

orders had been promulgated, would have requiréd, as was
* then believed, much more time than to proceed in conform-
ity with the Government orders. The first objection then
" to proceeding under the State law was, that it provided for
a draft for Government service by organizations, and such
organizations had no existence beyond omne-third of the
force required. ' '

2d. From the commencement of the war to the call-of —
July 2d, the relative proportion in which different counties
- have furnished volunteers has been unequal. Whilst many
of the civil subdivisions of the State have furnished alarge
number of men, others have not done so well, and others
still have scarcely‘ made an exertion. This disproportion
was not and could not well be a subject of complaint as
long as the principle of voluntary enlistments was adhered
to‘; but on the first intimation of & draft, popular sentiment
set unmistakably in favor of an equalization which should
rectify these irregularities and disttibute the burthen
equally aangst the different counties, by providing that
credit should be given for all volunteers raised from a cer- |
tain period in the war. This demand appears to have been

urged on the attention of the Government, for on the 14th
’ -
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of August, an additional regulation was adopted, to form a
part of the order for the draft, by which it was provided
that such allowance should be made. Suchan arrangement,
however, was incompatible with the idea of a draft by or-
ganizations, since a company or regiment might, and in
many cases undoubtedly would, be drawn from a district
which had already furnished a larger humber of volunteers
than its proportion. The difficulty, therefore, of recon-
ciling a draft by organizations, with the demand for a gen-
eral system of credits throughout the State, formed another
objection to proceeding under the State law.

8d. A necessary basis for the organization of the militia
of the State is an enrollment of all persons liable to bear
arms. This was provided for in the act of April 23d, and
the Commander-in-Chief was directed to cause it to be
made immediately on the passage of the act, and ag often
as once in every ten years thereafter. The act gives
explicit directions as to the manner of the enrollment, the -
persons who are to perform the duties of enrolling officers,
and-the time at which the work is to be completed and the
books filed. The attention of your Excellency was early
directed to this important feature of the law, and the
Adjutant General was instructed by you to take the neces-
sary steps to carry it out. But the same difficulty which
has prevented any administration of the general provisions
of the act, want of the necessary means, prevented the
accomplishment of this first and preliminary step. After
some delay, what was required to complete ‘the enroll-
ment in the city of New York was procured, as has been
previously stated, on the personal responsibility of your
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Excellency, and the work commenced. In the interior of

the State, owing to the fact that in a majority of the com-
~ pany districts there was no organization, and consequently

no commandants of companies to act, it was necessary to

appoint special enrolling officers. In many instances their

duties were either partially performed or neglected alto-

gether. The result 'was an imperfect enrollment, the
~ aggregate number enrolled being less than 850,000 in the
whole State, from which was to be deducted the persons
declared exempts. ' ~

At this time the proclamation of the President of the

4th of August, calling for 60,000 of the militia of the
State, was received. The imperfections of the enrollment
just made, rendered it valueless as the basis for a draft,
and whilst there were no means with which to defray the
expenses of another attempt, under the act of April 23d,
Government had undertaken to pay for the enrollment
ordered under General Orders No. 99.

- The inadequacy of the organized militia to meet the requisi-
tion of the government, the impossibility of drafting organiza-
tions, had they existed, and at the same time satisfying the pub-
lic expectation in regard to an ollowance to towns and counties
for volunteers previously furnished, which allowance the govern-
ment had directed to be made, together with the necessity of «
new‘enrollment, rendered it impracticable to proceed under the
act of April 23d, and decided your Excellencyi to adopt instead,
Sor the purpose of the draft, the orders of the War Department.

On the 13th of August the regulations of the War
Department were adopted and promulgated in General

Orders No. 67, and the work of enrollment commenced by
[Assem. No. 49.] 3
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the appointment of the enrolling officers, and the prepara-
tion of the necessary books and blanks. In anticipation of
a draft, every citizen who was himself enrolled felt at once

a personal interest in the completeness of the work, and
| instead of offering impediments to its prosecution, natu-

rally desired that every person within the preséribed ages

should be entered on the lists. ’

In the counties of New York and Kings the enrollment °

was placed under the immediate direction and control of

General Wm. H. Anthon, and to his perfect arrangements,

and the care with which they were carried out under his

supervision, is due the success which has been achieved in

those two counties, containing more than one-fourth of the
"whole population of the State. In the remaining counties

the enrollment was made under the direction of Colonel

Duncan Campbell, Assistant Adjutant General, in charge

of thé Militia Department, with equally satisfactory -
results. Out of over one thousand townships into which

the State is divided, only three have failed to file copies of

their enrollment in this Department, and these will proba-

bly be soon received. This success is particularly gratify-

ing, nor can its importance be well over-estimated. It

gives an aggregate of over 750,000 persons between the

ages of 18 and 45, and deducting all exempts, the number

subject to military duty exceeds 550,000. The following

table gives the result of the enrollment by counties. The

average ratio of the number enrolled to the population is

‘On the 14th of October, the enrollment being then
nearly completed and the books filed, the commissioners
and surgéons were appointed to hear and determine on

| claims for exemption, and assigned to duty in the different
 counties. The large number of persons claiming exemp-
tion on the ground of physical disability, rendered the duty

"of the surgeons an arduous one, and consumed much more
time than had been anticipated. In a majority of cases it
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is believed that their decisions have been impartial and
free from any charge of favoritism or other improper
motive. A few instances have occurred where their action
has been the subject of compléﬂmint,‘ The numerous appli-
cations for exemption on other grounds were brought
directly before the commissioners, and involving, as was
frequently the case, the settlement of new questions, their
decision was a work of much labor and responsibility. It
is due to the commissioners to say that they have per-
formed their duties with intelligence and ﬁde]\itjr, and that
_ but few cases have come to the kno'wledge of the Adjutant
General where the correctness of their action has been
seriously questioned. The average ratio of exempts in the
counties where the commissioners have made their returns,
is 1 to 5.5 of the whole number enrolled. The details of
the reports of commissioners on this subject are of suffi--
cient interest and value to justify their arrangement and
publication hereafter. ' L

Another important preliminary to the draft was the
determination of the number of volunteers previously
raised by counties and towns. This duty was assign-
ed to the committees in each military dis‘trict, the re-
cords of this Department not furnishing evidence of the
place of residence, which it was decided should be the
basis of credits instead of the place of enrollment. At
the outset a question arose as to the date to which credits
“should be carried back. The eighth additional regulation
for the draft, published by the War Department August
14th, provided “that in filling all requisitions for militia,
the quotas of the several States should be apportioned by
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the Governors among the several counties and (when prac-
ticable) among the subdivisions of counties, so that allow-
ance should be made to such counties and subdivisions for
all volunteers theretofore furnished by them and mustered
into the service of the United States, and whose stipulated
term of service should not have expired.” Literally con-
strued, this provision would have defeated a draft altogether,
as the sum of the credits to counties for volunteers already
furnished would exceed the quota of the State. Construed
in accordance with what is presumed to have been the
intention of the Government, it would still haxlre been .
necessary to extend the calculation back to the commence-
ment of the war, which would have been impracticable for
want of -data on which to found it. It was, therefore, de-
cided that the allowance should be for volunteers furnished |
“since July 2d, of which satisfactory evidence could in most
cases be obtained, and the committees were thus instructed.
In deciding upon the number of men for which a county
was to be credited, the chief difficulty was to detect and
settle the claims of two or more towns for the same person.
This has, in most instances, been accomplished through the
district committees, who were authorized and directed to
adjust all disputed claims of this kind arising in their
districts. Where the same names appear on the returns of
counties in different military districts, the error can only
be detected and rectified by an examination and comparison
made on the return of the lists to this Department. It is
believed that in the interior of the State the number of
. volunteers claimed is not in excess of the number actually

enlisted, though, in view of the fact that the payment of
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town bounties has induced desertions, and that a large num- |
ber of recruits have been rejected on the final muster, it is
no doubt in excess of the number that have actually entered
the service. In the counties comprising the first seven
districts, however, the difference between the number of
volunteers claimed and the number known to have actually
entered the service is so great as to render the reports
from these districts unreliable as a basis for establiéhing
their deficiencies. There is no doubt that the authorities
have paid bounties to a very large number of men who have
. subseqﬁen_tly deserted, and indeed who never had any
intention of entering the service. So'far from this there
is good evidence to believe that there has been an organ-
ized scheme through which large sums of money have been
" drawn from the authorities, and by persons who have at
once disappeared, perhaps to repeat the operation in ano-
ther locality. There is now at large in the districts men-
tioned a large number of persons, who have deserted under
these circumstances, and it is a question of importance to
determine how far the counties are to have credit for them.
It is claimed that the hounties have been paid in good faith,
and on evidence of enlistment and muster which appeared
to justify it, and that having furnished the men, and turned
them over to the military authorities, the counties cannot
thereafter be fairly held responsible for them, unless they
~were rejected on final muster. The answer to this is, that
while the military authorities are responsible for desertions
a,risihg from ordinary causes, they cannot undertake to pro-

. vide against it where the enlistment is part of a scheme-
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to obtain money injudiciously offered, after the liberal
donations made by the State and General Government.

It had been determined to make the draft on the 10th of
November, as provided in General Orders No. 79, but in
consequence of the failure of a number of counties to furnish
returns of the number of volunteers raised, the deficiency
for which the draft was to be made could not be ascertained.
In the case of other counties where the deficiency was not
large, the committees were desirous of a further extension
of time to enable them to fill up their quotas and avoid a
draft altogether. The arrangements for the quarters, sub-
sistence and clothing of the drafted men had not been
entirely perfected, and it was necessary to communi-
cate with the Secretary of War on that subject. The
failare of the draft in other States where it had been
attempted, admonished your Excellency of the necessity of
great caution, and complete arrangements to avoid such a
result here. Added to these considerations it was deemed
of the utmost importance that a sufficient number of officers
should be appointed and vested with the powers of Provost
Marshals, to enforce the orders qf the Commissioners of
the Draft wherever resisted, and that such modifications
should be made in the general plan of the War Department
as would obviate as far as possible any danger of conflict
with the Courts. For these reasonsthe draft was suspended,
and the Commissioners directed to await further orders.
The Adjutant General has now the honer to report that
the arrangements, so far as they rest on the State authori-
ties, are substantially completed.

The delay which hasoccurred in answering the requisition
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of the Government, under the call of August 4th for nine

months militia, has not, it is believed, been on the whole pre-

judicial to the interest of the Government. It has resulted

in increasing the force of three years’ volunteers much be-

yond what it would have been, had the draft taken place

in September as directed in General Orders No. 108. At

that time the quota of this State, under the call of July 2d,

 for threé years’ volunteers, was not complete, and to have

resorted to a compulsory levy would have at once stopped

enlistments. The wise use made by your Excellency of
the discretionary power with which you were invested,

in delaying the draft and promoting enlistments for three
* years, has enabled your Excellency not only to complete

the quota of the State under the first call, but to turn 6ver‘
- to the Government nearly 30,000 volunteers for the long

term of service to apply on the second. It is believed if
the war should be protracted that this excess over the first

call, will be of more service to the Government than double
the number of nine months’ men. It should also be stated.
that the delay has enabled a large number of counties to
fill their quotas, thus freeing them from all apprehension of
a draft, whilst, in respect to them, it has relieved the State

authorities from the duty of imposing it.

The following table, condensed from a statement in detall
of quotas and credits, shows the present deficiencies by
counties and the aggregate in the State. In cases where
there have been enlistments subsequent to the date of the
returns of the committees, they willhave to be corrected be-
~ fore the orders for dranting are transmitted to the Commis-

sioners, or the Commissioners themselves will have to be
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instructed to make the deductions. The aggregate number
of volunteers claimed to have been enlisted exceeds the
number known to have left the State since July 2d-; but
the difference can readily be accounted for when it is con-
sidered that the offer of bounties by towns and counties
has induced enlistments merely as a means of obtaining
money. The desertions consequent on such a system,
and prompted by it, have reached an alarming extent and
defied all ordinary means of prevention. Nor has thig
tendency been confined to New York. It has prevailed in
every State where an unhealthy competition between towns
and counties has encouraged it. It should be stated here

that the credit to the city and county of New York is based "

on the actual r.etufns filed in this office, but it is believed

to be less than the number of volunteers furnished :

In connection with these statements, the Adjutant Gen-~

eral respectfully submits the following general reflections:
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The loyal States, with a population of 22,000,000, had
furnished, up to January, 1862, an aggregate of 556,000
volunteers, and if to these be added the levies under the
recent calls, it will reach 1,000,000. Of this number New
York alone, with a population of 4,000,000, has furnished
over 220,000. These results are remarkable, and if we
compare them with the efforts of European Governments,
at epochs in their history when it was necessary to call
out their utmost strength, we, shall find nothing to equal

" it. The levies made in France in 1793, Carnot being then

Minister of War, amounted to 1,300,000, but it is doubtful
whether two-thirds of that force took the field within the
year, and it was apportioned on an aggregate population of
over 30,000,000. The conscription of 1813 amounted to
over 1,100,000, distributed over a larger population, as the
dependehcies and conquered provinces came in for their
share. ‘

But however remarkable the spectacle of 1,000,000 of
our citizens responding to the call of the Government, and
voluntarily enlisting for periods of two and three years,
such a drain on the population liable to bear arms cannot
but have a sensible effect in the future. Indeed it was ap-
parent in this State at the commencement of the organ-
ization under the call of July 2d, and the large force raised
since that time is due in a great measure to the extra-
ordinary exertions that were made, and to the means taken
to stimulate enlistments. Without these efforts, aided as
they have been by local committees, these results could
not have been achieved. In stating this belief, the Adjutant
General does not wish to be understood as implying any
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decline in the patriotism of our citizens, or in their views
and feelings on the subject of the war. If the principle
of voluntary service cannot be relied on in the future as it
has been in the past, it is owing to other causes. The
absorption of a large proportion of the arms-bearing popu-
lation in the regiments that have been already placed in
service, whilst it has brought on a state of comparative
exhaustion, has caused a scarcity of labor in the field and
workshop, and thereby enhanced its value. In all the
departments of industry the wages of oi)eratives has
greatly advanced, and the disposition to volunteer has been
counteracted by the certainty of steady employment at
liberal prices at home. It may be observed further, that
in future the burthen of supplying recruits will fall on a
class in the community engaged in fixed business pursuits,
with little inclination for the militaty service, and fully .
aware that, as long as the presen}, system is adhered to, the
question of their entering it is to be decided by each indi-
vidual for himself. - It may be stated further, that no pro-
tracted war in modern times has been conducted without a
resort to the principle of conscription in some of its forms,
and we have thus the experience of the "past as a guide in
. the future. The volunteers who followed the standards of
Custine and Dumouriez, were only a few years later suc-
ceeded by the cbnscrip’gs who carried the French eagles
over the Rhine and Alps.

An examination of the composition and organization of
the present military forces of the United States shows that
they are made up of the regular army which existed at the
commencement of the rebellion, and of the volunteers who
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have been accepted into the service since that time. The
President, by his proclamation of May 3, 1861, and pre-
vious to any legislation on the subject, had called for 40,000
volunteers to serve for three years, and had also authorized
an increase of the regular army; the call and plan of
organization to be submitted to Congress for its approval
as soon as assembled ; and the act “to authorize the em-
ployment of volunteers,” approved July 22, and the act
“to increase the present military establishment of the
United States,” approved July 29, were intended as an
authorization of his previous action, and invested him with
additional discretionary powers. Under the series of enact-
ments, commencing with those of July, 1861, and including
the orders of July, 1862, for an additional levy of € 300,000
volunteers,” the present military force under the control
of the General Govetnment has been raised, organized and
placed in service. * In all essential particulars, and especi-
ally in respect to the exclusive control of the General
Government, the acts referred to constitute it, volunteers
and  regulars, one homogeneous force, governed by the
same rules, organized on the same principles, entitled to
the same privileges, and subject to the same penal code.
From the time they enter the service, the authority of the
State over them ceases, and they remain subject only to
the Government of the United States. The only function
left to the States is that of promoting and appointing the
officers up to a certain grade. This, however, is a conces-
sion and not a vested right. It was incorporated in the
laws of Congress reférred to, on grounds of policy, and to

promote the organization of volunteers, and can be with- -
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‘drawn whenever the interests of the service shall demand

it, through the action of the same power by which it was
conferred. » ;

Of the present strength of this force, this Department
has no definite information ; but the returns of regiments

from our own State, with which a more direct communica-

‘tion is maintained, ‘aﬂ'ord data for approximate estimates.

The past three months have been a period of active and
harassing duty, and when it is considered that within that
time several general erigagements have occurred, it is pro-
bable that the aggregate losses sustained by the old organ-
izations more than counterbalance the recruits tbey have
received. As has been mentioned in another place, the
number of recruits sent to the old regiments during the
year amounts to 20,000, and most of these were enlisted |
subsequent to July 2d, under the encouragement of the
State and Government bounties, which were continued to
them after they had been stopped in respect to new regi-
ments. The same causes which have reduced the strength
of regiments from this State in service prior to July 2d,
have no doubt operated to an equal extent throughout the
army, and althéugh ®arge additions have been made by new
organizations raised under the recent calls, those which
took the field in 1861 are far below the full standard, and
their efficiency is seriously impaired by it. .
The enormous expense of keeping uI.) these skeleton
regiments with their full complement of field and staff
officers, will render it necessary to adopt some plan to fill
them up other than the means afforded by the general re-
cruiting service. The opinion has already been given that
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although consolidation may be resorted to in exceptional
cases, its adoption as a general rule would be no less at
variance with the interests of the Government than with
the rights of officers. In an uninterrupted service of a
year and a half, many of the old regiments have earned

" the title of veteran troops, whilst their officers have ad-

vanced to a practical knowledge of the duties of their pro-
fession and a familiarity with danger and privation, which
can only be learned in the field. As schools of instruction
for recruits they would be invaluable, and it is the opinion

of the highest military authority that if restored to their

former strength they would be more than equal to double
the number of new troops. These considerations cannot
have escaped the attention of the Secretary of War, and it
is presumed that for the future it will be the policy of the

Government to discourage the organization of new regi-

ments, and maintain the strength of those now in service.
When it is considered that if raised to the maximum
strength they would present an aggregate of over 1,000,000,
the propriety of this course will be admitted, and the im-
policy of increasing the number of organizations apparent.
On this assumption, the question ofwthe future policy of
the Government in respect to the means through which
the work is to be accomplished, is one second in import-
ance to none that can claim its attention. Nor is it less a
matter of interest to the States. Whatever may be the

- plan adopted: the force required must be drawn from their

population liable to military duty, on which the 1,000,000
of volunteers hitherto sent to the field has already made

serious inroads. They have moreover a common interest
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with the General Government in such ‘an. application of
their military resources as shall render them most effec-
tive for the purposes in view, with the least possible waste
and with as little hardship to the community as is consiste
ent with the requirements of the public safety. The Ad-
jutant General has already ventured the opinion that
‘although the payment’ of a liberal bounty will enable the
Government to command the services of a considerable
number of volunteers, the largest number that can be reck-
oned. on hereafter will fall much short of the ahnuazlf
depletion, and that resort must be had to compulsory - ser-

" vice.' It remains to examine briefly how far Congress has |
power to institute the system, for the purpose here in-

e Amongst the enumerated powers of Congress is that

mentioned in art. 1, sec. 8 of the Constitution, “to raise
and support armies.” This power had never been possess-

ed by the Confederation, which could only act through the

agency of the State Governments. R_equisitions were ap-

portidned, amongst the States, and if a State failed to -
furnish .its quota, there was no remedy. Perhaps there

was no single ‘provision in the Articles of Confederation

which was the subject of more \freque-ﬁt or -Well—fpunde(i

complaint, and - the -effect of its operation more than once

brought the country into extreme perﬂ But notwith:.

standing thebevi]s of the system had bn felt and were

admitted, it was not without great opposition. that the

Constitutional Convention enlarged the powers of the
General Government over the subject, and, divested thé

States of all control. The ground on which the opposition

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to the provision chiefly rested, was fear of a centralization

~ of power, which would endanger the liberties of the States,

and enable the General Government, through its military

féorces, to trench on, perhaps to destrpy, their reserved

rights. But a government charged with the duty of the
common ‘defence must necessarily be invested with means
adequate to the end in view, and the inconsistency of
clothing it with the most important functions, and at the
same time denying it the necessary requisites for their
proper and efficient diéc}lxarge, did mot escape notice and
comment. It was observed on the subject, in the Federalist,
that f"wketb,er there ought to be a government intrusted with the
tommon defence is a question in the first instance open to discuss
sion ; but the moment it is decided in lhe aﬁirmative, it will
follow that - the Government ought to be clothed with all the .
powers requisite to the complete execution of its trust. ~And un- |
less it can be shown that the circumstances which may affect the
public safety are reducible within certain determinate limits, un-
less the contrary of this position can be fairly and rationally
disputed, it must be admitted, as @ necessary consequence, that
there can be no limitation of that authority which is to provide
for the defence and protection of the communily, in any matter
essential to its efficacy, that is, in any matter essential to the
formation, direction or support of the national forces.” The

‘completeness oﬁthis view cannot well be disputed ; nor at

this day is thefe any doubt as to the power of Congress
“to raise and support armies,” independent of the States, -
and with no other check than the provision that ¢ no ap-
pfopria‘tion’ of money to this use shall be for a longer
period than two years.” ' '
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If the power to “raise and support armies” is conceded,
it inus,t carry with it the right to use- all necessary means
to give 1t vital force and effect, and these means may vary
with the exigencies of the occasion which calls for their
exercise, and must be determined on and adopted by the
Government. The force may be either increased or di-
minished, the terms of enlistment for a longer or a shorter
period, end:the. service either voluntary or ‘EOmpulsory. On
these, us well as on all other matters which constitute the
means by which an army is raised, Congress is the sole
judge; nor would an attempt of the States to interfere with
the exercise of the power, in the Wa,y in which the condition
of public affairs at a particular period necessitated and de-

~manded, be any less prejudicial than a denial of the power

itself. It was an act of wisdom in the Convention to leave
the means by which the power was to be carried out to
the discretion of Congress; for to have established rules
and regulations applicable under all circumstanees alike,
would have been as impossible as to shape and control the
course of events, or to perpetuate an existing order of
things in the affairs of the world. It may indeed be
assumed that the right to use whatever means are necessa-
ry for the full and complete exercise of the power to “raise
and support armies” is the natural coincident of the power
itself, as that is deducible from the dut);' with which the
Government is invested to provide for the public defence;

.and these means must include the principle of conscription or

compulsory service.
Such was the opinion as to the powers of Congress over
our mlht&ry resources, held by Mr. Munroe whilst Secre-
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tary of War, and expressed with much force in the follow-
ing extract of a letter to the Chairman of the Committee
on Military Affairs of the House of Representatives ‘in
1814: | a
< It would be absurd to suppose that Congress could not carry
this power (that is, the power to raise armies) into effect other-
wise than by accepting the voluntary service of individuals. It
might happen that an army could not be roised in that mode,
whence the power would have been granted in vain.” '

© “ The idea that the United States cannot raise an army in any

other way than by voluntary enlistments is believed fo be repugncmt.

to the uniform construction of all grants of power, and equally so
to the first principles and leading objects of the Federal compact.
An unqualified grant of power gives the means necessary to carry
it into effect. 'This is an universal maxim which admils of no
exception.  Equally true is it that the conservation of the State
is o duty paramount to all others.  The Commonwealth has &
right to the service of all its citizens. In support of this right in
Congress, the militia service affords a- conclusive proof and stri-
king example. The organization of the militia is an act of public
authority, not a voluntary associotion, and the service must be per=
formed by all under penalties which delinquents pay.”

-« The limited power which the United States have in organi-
zmg the militia, may be used as an argument against their right

to raise regular groops in the mode proposed. If any argument

" could be drawn from that circumstance, I should suppose that it
would be in favor of an opposite conclusion. The power of the
United States over the militia has been limited, and that for rai--

sing ‘regular armies gramted without limilation. There was

doubtless some object in this arrangement. The fazr znference

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seems to be that it was made on great consideration ; that the lim-
station in the first instance was intentional, the consequence of the
unqualified grent in the second.””

“ But it is said that by drawing men from the mzlztza service
into the regular army, and putling them under regular officers,
you violate a principle of the Constitutz'm, which provides that the
militia shall be commanded by their own officers.

tion, that I have ventured to trouble the committee with any
remarks on this part of the subject.”’ | :

Assuming the general correctness of these views, ﬁhe
following conclusions may_' be deduced therefrom: =,
- That the present military force now in service, is.a' force

“such as was contemplated and authorized in the clause of the
Constitution wkz’ék gives to Congress the power to hraz'.s:e and
support armies ; That it is essentially a force under the control
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of the General Government, and that whatever authority the
States may have, or shall exercise over it, is to be considered in
the nature of a concession which was granted to promote its en-
listment and organization, and which can be recalled at any
moment: That al’thougk-the principle of voluntary service was
adopted at the outset, and has been altended with the most
remarkable success, the choice of means rests with the Govern-
ment, and Congress can substitute that of conscription whenever -
it shall appear to be necessary: That in adopting this means,
Congress may or may not act through the authorities of the
‘States ; bul as a question of power, and with respect to a force
coming within the meaning of the clause, ‘fo raise and support
armies,” it can act directly on the individual citizen and sub- -
- fect him to military service, and through the agency of its own
officers : That, in short, the power, and as a necessary sequence,
the means for its proper execution, is limited only by the require-
ments of the public safety, and until these can be reduced to fizxed
and deﬁm'te proportions, it would be useless to attenipt to set
bounds to those measures of protection and defence which ﬂw
wisdom of the Convention left broad enough to meet every exi-
gency as it might arise, and which has armed the Government
for the storms of war and revolution, as well as for the sunshine
of peace. _

The authority of the General Government under the
power to raise and support armies, will, perhaps, be looked
on now with the same distrust and apprehension with
‘which the proposition to confer it was at one time regarded.
Nor is it altogether improbable that an attempt to exercise
the power may be met with disaffection similar to that

which Monroe’s plah of maintaining an army on the prin-
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elple of wmpulsory service encountered in: 1814 and which
in' some of the States found expression m resolutions
recommending the adoption of measures to protect the
people against the effects of any act of Congress, sub-
jesting the militia or other citizens to forcible. drafta,
eonseriptions or impressments not authorized by thg
Constitution of the United States. These proceedings
caused much embarragsment, but the conclusion of peacg
soon after averted the grave consequences which would
otherwise have resulted f,mn\:g them, leaving only ’,thg'gv,inl
of an extreme doctrine as to State rights, which they recog-
nizgd and defended. Thus the undoubted power of the
Government to hold the individual citizen to military ser-
vice, as a means of maintaining its armies, was not brought
to the test, and it has lain buried up and alinost forgotten
- amongst the more positive provisions of the Constitution,

until an exigency has arisen which may necessitate a resort

- to it, and on a.scale of magnitude never before witnessed.
It would be useless to speculate further-on the gpiri}
awith which an enforcement of the principle of compulsory
service by the Government would be received in the loyal
States, or on the means at its disposal to carry out the
decrees of Congress on the subject. * There is one consider-
_ation, however, which must operate with controlling force

on the great mass of the population, and no less on the State

Administratiops—the delermination at all events to main-
tain the Union. Whether this is altimately to be accom-

plished by negotiation or by force of arms, lies buried in .

~the womb of the future; but on either supposition, the
necessity of prosecuting the war with unflagging energy is
\ , A ; k
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equally appdre‘n‘t. If this is not done, it must sooner or
later reduce our armies. to a defensive attitude, whilst the
Confederates, with the most absolute eontrol over the mili-
tary resources of the rebellious States, would advance to the
line of the Potomac and the Ohio. In this relative position
of the belligerents, no settlement would be possible except
on the basis of a dissolution of the Union, and the acknow-
ledgment of a rival Republic. The idea of a separate |
Government is strongly cherished at-the South, as is that
of the Union at the North; and with these antagonistic
purposes, all efforts to bring back the seceding States, in
a posture of affairs which would demonstrate their ability
to hold and protect the territory over which the new Gov-
ernment was to have sway, would be to the last degree
futile and unavailing.

It will be proper in this connection to refer briefly to
another element of the military resources of the country,
its militia, over which the Constitution gives to the Gen-
‘eral Government and the States, respectively, a concurrent
jurisdiction. The diversity of opinion which prevails as
‘to the authority which is to control these resources, and
the means through which they are to be called out for the
public defénce, arises from the want of a proper apprehen-
sion of the distinction between a force called into exist-
ence by Congress under the power ‘“to raise and support
armies,” and a militia, which never wholly loses its dis-
 tinctive character of a State institution, and which, when
in service under a proclamation of the President, or a law
of Congress, may be considered as a contingent of State
troops furnished to the Government for a specific purpose
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and for a short term of service. This view will gain

strength if we come to analyze the composition of a militia,
and consider the limitations which the Constitution im-
poses on the control of the Government over it. One of.
the powers of Congress is that of providing for ““organizing,

arming and disciplining the militia, and for governing such

part of them as may be employed in the service of the United

States, reserving to the States, respectively, the appoint-
ment of the officers and the authority of training the
militia, in the manner prescribed by Congress;” The
President is made conimander-in—chief of the militia, but
only “when called into the actual service of the United States.”
So long as their services are not required, they remain -
under the execlusive control of the State, subjecf only to
the rules for training and disciplining them prescribed by
Congress, and commanded by officers in whose appointment
the General Government has no voice. The whole pro-
ceedings of the Constitutional Convention on this subject, -
show a reluctance to divest the States of their émut-hority
over:them, beyond what was required to prevent the evils
of a divided command, when in actual service, and a want
of uniformity in their disciplining and training when at
home. - This was apparent on .a pfo’positio‘n to limit the
right of the States in the appointment of officers, by adding
to the passage as it niow stands the words, ““ under the rank
of general officers,” and in the amendments which were car-
ried, conﬁmn% the authority of the Government within
certain fixed and determined limits. i ‘

Tt will be evident from what has been said, that the
militia of the States and a force such as’ now ‘constitutes
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the army of the United States are wholly unlike in respect

to the authority which controls them, and they are no less

80 in respect to the manner in which they are to be raised
and transferred into the service. Whilst the one is the
sole creation of the General Government, and can be called
out without any other agency, and maintained on the
principlé' of voluntary enlistments, or, if necessity re-
quires, by conscription, the other can only be organized
through the State authorities, and transferred into the ser-
vice by some action on their part. -

By article 1, section 8, of the Constitution, Congress is to
provide for “ calling forth the militia to execute the laws
of the Union, suppress insurrections and repel invasions.”
This passage is the sole reference to the subject contained
in the instrument, and we are at once referred to the laws
enacted by Congress, to ascertain in what manner the

power is to be exercised. The act of February 28, 1795,

- which repeals a preceding act, passed May 2, 1792, con-

tains various provisions relating to the circumstances under
which the militia may be called out, and to their govern-
ment when in service. By section 1, the requisition is to
be made by the President on such officer or officers as he
shall think proper.”. The act of July 17, 1862, amend-
atory of the act of 1795, lengthens the term of service ‘in

the discretion of the President to nine months, and pro-

-vides that “if by reason of defects in existing laws, or in

the execution of them in the several Statesgor any of them,

it shall be found necessary to provide for enrolling the

militia, and otherwise putting this act into execution, the

President is authorized in such cases to make all neces-
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--sary rules and regulations, and the enrollment of the
militia shall in all cases include all able-bodied citizens
between the ages of eighteen and forty-five, _aﬁd shall be
apportioned among the States according to representative
population.” The laws of 1795 and 1862 are the only en-
actments which refer to the manner of proeedure in “call-
ing forth” the militia; and whilst the passages which have
been cited from them are far from being comprehensive,
there is nothing which militates against the general scdpe
of those clauses of the Constitution which relate to the
subject, and which clearly give to the States a general con-
trol over them. The act of 1862 recognizes it, and it is
only in cases where State laws are defective, or where they
are not carried out, that the President is directed to cause
an enrollment to be made, and otherwise to provide for
“ putting this act into execution.” It needs no argument
to show that to this extent the action of the Governmeint
is necessary and proper. There would otherwise be no
‘remedy in case of the refusal of a, State to act, or of such
defects in its laws relating'to the subject as rendered them,
to all intents and purposes, inoperative, and with an aggre- -
gate number of more than 3,000,000 of men liable to bear
arms, it might be impossible to bring a single regiment
- into the field. Such a state of things would effectually
thwart the purposes of the Government in providing for
the public defence, except through a force under its exelu-
sive a.uthvority' and by making a resort to the militia un-
certain, and their transfer into the service an act depending
~ solely on the States, it would afford an excuse for a large
-regular army as a permanent establishment—a result mach
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more to be deprecated than the interference of the Govern- .

ment in the contingency just mentioned. _ ,

. The policy, however, of drafting a militia force under the
circumstances in which the country is now placed, is open
to serious objections. The present organizations in ser-
vice, if filled up and maintained at the maximum strength,
would form an aggregate -of 1,000,000 of men, a number
equal to any exigency likely to occur. What is needed is
a system compulsory, if necessary, through which this can

be accomplished. For such a purpose the militia cannot
‘be made available.. Their right to choose their own offi-

cers is beyond question, and this would preclude their be-

ing used except as separate and distinct organizations,

which, although in conformity with law, would not meet -

the requirements of the public-safety. As an auxiliary
force to be calle;.d out to quell a sudden insurrection, or to
repél an invasion, they must always be formidable; and had
they been thoroﬁghly organizéd throughout the loyal States
at the commencement of the rebellion, they might have

been employed with effect to suppress it. Butin a contest

" which has already assumed the féatures of a protracted

war, with a power whose firm grasp on the military re-
gources of a population of 8,000,000 has resulted in the
formation of an army highly formidable in numbers and

discipline, the case is different. What is here demanded is

.aforce under the undivided control of the Government, en-

listed or drafted for a long period of service, and subjected
to all the restraints required to transform the simple citi-

zen into the veteran soldier. An examination of the char-

acter and condition of the militia will demonstrate that it
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‘possesses none of these reqmsltes, nor can they be found
except in a force such as that contemplated in the power
devolved on Congress, “ to raise and organize armies.”.

From this reference to the militia, as distinguished from a force
raised by and under the exclusive control of the General Govern-
‘ment, it will not be difficult to recognize its leading features.
These are, that it is peculiarly a State force. That in the ap-
pointment of its officers, in its discipline and training, when not in
service, and in the manner of its transfer into service, zt is exclu-
sively under the control of the State authorities. That, however,
the jurisdiction of the General Government is so far concurrent,
that it prescribes the rules governing its dz'scz'plz'né ; that when
in service it is for the time under the control of the General Gov-
ernment, and that on failure of a State to furnish its militia on
the requisition of the Presidert, he has the power to call them out
in such way as he shall deem proper.

The proceedings which have been taken in this State,
" under the order of the President of August 4th, have
already been referred to, and it has been explained that, in
8o far as they depart from the provisions of the law of
April, 1862, it is to be accounted for on the ground of the
| 1ncompat1b1hty of that enactment with the system of
eredits which public opinion demanded, and which the
orders of the War Department directed should be carried
* out, and with the conditions of the organized militia at the
time these orders were issued. This, however, is not to be -
‘considered as an admission of the control of the General
Government over it, beyond what has been already conce-
ded, but rather as a waiver by the State of the right to im-
pose the draft under our own laws, in consideration of the
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peculiar circumstances then existing. If objection should
be made as to the power of the military authorities of the
State to decide whether our laws were or were not ina]g;pli—,
eable for the purposes of the draft, thé answer is that
their original jurisdiction over it could not well have been
avoided. A How far it may remain exclusive, must be deci-
ded by the course of future events. ‘

- In the application of the principle of compulsory service,
‘much can be done to mitigate its hardship, and to distribute
its-burthens fairly throughout the community. The prin-
ciple itself is founded on the duty of every citizen to sup-

port the Government by performing military duty when-

ever a coercion of laws proves ineffectual and the course of
events renders it necessary to resort to the arbitrament of
the sword. This is a well-established doctrine every-
where, as it is the basis of those constitutional provisions -
which have already been referred to, and which the Con-
vention left broad enough to meet every case where the

public interests may demand that they shall bé called into

action. In reaching the individual citizen, however, withdrawing

him from his peacéful pursuits, and compelling him to do military

duty, justice no less than sound policy requires that there should

be few exemplions within certain specified ages, except for physical

disability ; that within those ages there should be a division of
the population into classes ; that the class first called out should

comprise - persons whose withdrawal from their accustomed avoca-

tions would be the least likely to disturb society or leave families

without the means of support ; that the right of substitution should

be conceded, and that the conscription should be so regulated as to

draw from the active class a fixed annual number, leaving the
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classes held in reserve to answer in any sudden emergency and for
a shorter period of service. |

There is perhaps nothing which so m1htates agamst the
justice and impartiality of a draft as the exemption of
classes ; and the provisiohs in the orders:of the VVar
Department exemptmg all persons. released from military
service by the laws of a State, as well as all exempted
under the laws of the United States, created a wide-spread
diééatisfactioh These prlvﬂeges were granted at a time
when their practical value was not well understood and
indeed it is doubtful whether, in any case, it was ever
intended that they should extend to more than a release‘
- from the ordinary service required of a militia on a peace
establishment. But however this may be, the altered
circumstances of the courtry require that ‘they should be
withdrawn; and where a constitutional provision renders
this impracticable, that the exemptioh from beéring arms
should be “upon such cond1t1ons as shall be prescribed by
: statut'e the terms to be so graduated as to create a realiz-
ing sense of the value of a release from mllltary service
in time of war. The same prmmple should be applied to
all professional classes without any dlstmctmn, and the
hardshlp would be less in their case than in that of the
\' great body of the community, inasmuch as the means of
substitution would be more within their control. In short,
the whole subject of exemptlons should undergo thorough
examination by the Government, and in view of a draft of
the militia under State laws, by Legislatures; the,govern-
'ingrrincip'le being the paramount duty of every _citizen,ﬂ
within certain prescribed ages, and not physically incapa-
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ble, to render pérsonal service whenever the public safety
requires it. » |
" The division of the arms-bearing population into classes,

according to age, is a provision found in the military codes

~ of other nations, and its adoption in the orders of the War

Department of August 9th, would have' been an improve-
ment. It is not pretended that the obligations to pe'rform
military service increases or diminishes within c'ertain
ages; but it is at the same time evident that the drafting
of the man of forty, with family ties to bind him to
his home, has a different influence dn society from the
drafting of the citizen of twenty, who can go with much
less inconvenience to himself, and with much less hard-
ship to others. The mission of war, in any event, is to
disorganize the social relations, and to create wide-spread
destitution and misery ; but this is an additional reason
why its effects in these directions should be avoided as far as
possible, and its ravages confined to the narrowest circle.
The division of the people into classes, and the selection in
the first instance from those who can be spared with the least
detriment to the community, would appear to be a measure
calculated in some degree at least to promote that object ;
and its adoption by govei'nments whose histories are the
records of wasting contests, and whose efforts have been
directed to mitigating their direful results, affords addi-
tional evidence in its favor, drawn from the experience of
the past, which should not be overlooked. ;

‘The right of substitution is recognized in the military
rules and regulations of other governments, and has been

allowed here in the few instances which have occurred

where it has been necessary to draft. It was inéorpbrated
in the French law for recruiting of March 31st, 1832, and
the relation of pr1nc1pals and substitutes minutely defined.
In 1855 Napoleon made it a State affair, and any person
drawn on a conscription could be exempted on payment of
a certain fixed sum to the government. The price fixed
in 1855 was 2,800 francs, reduced in 1857 to 2,‘300 francs,
and subsequently to 1,500 francs. The fund raised from
exemptions was appropriated by the government to the
payment of bounties for volunteers, generally compbséd of
soldiers who had completed their term of service. The
bounty was, in 1855, 2,300 francs, gnd in 1857, 1,500. Dur-
ing the first year after this i'egulation took effect, there
were 86,576 voluntary enlistments, and the number of
persons liable to military duty who were exempted on
payment of the sum fixed by the government was 23,636.
Whether this plan has any peculiar advantages cannot be
determined without a closer examination than can be
given it here; but under a milit_ary government, where the
great number of soldiers who have served their term con-
stitute a class from which re-enlistments can be counted
on under the encouragement of a bounty, it is evident that
it affords, to a éertain extent, a means of substituting tried
soldiers for Taw recrults, and in so far must benefit the
service.
The number of recruits required to keep up the strength
of an army when not in actual service, can be estimated
- with some degrée of certainty, as the loss arises from causes,

the effects of which can be made a subject of calculation.
- [Assem. No. 49.] ‘ 5 o
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In the field, the case is different. Climate, the nature of
the service, the character of the sanitary arrangements and
loss in battle, all go to make up the sum total of the waste,
and as the extent to which these will operate cannot be
foreseen, so it is impossible to estimate their effects in
advance. This, however, does not militate against the
propriety of a fixed annual levy, based on a liberal estimate
of a probable decrease ; and if the whole number raised in
any one year should not be requifed, a portion could go to
form a reserve, the want of which has been seriously felt
on more than one occasion‘ during the war. On the other
hand, if the levy is made after the exigency arises, such an
unwise use of the resources at the disposal of the Govern-
ment may defeat the dccomplishment of the most important

‘enterprises. If one-half of the force called for in J ﬁly had

been raised six months before, as it could have been, with
equal facility, by the use of the same means, and held as a
reserve, it might have obviated the necessity of the retreat
from the Peninsula and changed the disasters which attend-
ed the military operations before Richmond into a positive
success. ‘ | »
There are other details of importance, relating'to a draft,
and to the duties and responsibilities of officers charged
with conducting the proceedings, which will no doubt
receive the attention of the Government, should the pro-
longation of the war render it necessary to apply the prin-
ciple of compulsory service to keep up and maintain the -
armies now in the field. In referring to the subject, the
design has been mefely to show the nmature and extent of

the powers vested in the Government for such a purpose,
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and the probability of their being called into action at no
distant day. The suggestions that have been made beyond
this are applicable to a draft of militia made by the State,
as well as to one ordered by the Government for'the object
just mentioned, and they will not, therefore, be considered
foreign to the proper scope of this report. The whole sub-
ject is one of great importance, nor can it be fairly treated
within the ordinary limits of an official paper embracing
other matters, or without a ca.refui ‘examination of the
military codes of other Governments. :

The a,doption of the system of compulsory service should
be accompanied by a more effective plan for the arrest and
rendition of deserters. That a large‘body of able-bodied
men, away from their regiments without leave, are allowed
to escape with impunity, shows that there is some defect
in the system of apprehension and punishment that requires
correction. The subject was recently brought to the atten-
tion of the War Department by the direction of your Ex-
cellency, and it is hoped that something may be done to
remedy an evil which is highly prejudicial to the service.
By General Orders 140, current series, provost marshals

- were to be appointed, charged especially with the duty of
arresting and returning deserters, but these appointments
have not as yet been made. There should be a marshal
for each county, or at least one for each Congressional dis-
trict, and they should be selected with a view to a proper

_exercise of the important duties which would devolve on
them. There are cases in which the rendition of a deser-
ter would be of no benefit to the Government, and numer-

ous instances have occurred where, through a want of dis-
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cretion in making these arrests, the persons arrested have,
after being taken to their regiments, been discharged, either
because they were never mustered into the service or for
physical disability incapacitating them for military duty.
These irregular proceedings would be obviated by the

-appointment of provost marshals acting under definite

instructions, and invested, to a certain extent, with discre-

tionary powers. At a time when the State is called on to

‘furnish an additional number of its citizens under the draft,

it is important that deserters and absentees should not be
permitted to escape, and their prompt ayrest is dictated no
less by policy than ‘by the necessities of the service.

In the transaction of the large amount of business pass-

ing through this Department, it was found that without

" some change it would be impossible to preserve a full and

complete history of ‘subjects of importance, or to have a
ready and certain reference to a cdrrespondence which has
averaged, during the past year, not less than two thousand
communications each month. Taking advantage of a
period of comparative leisure, the Department was reor-
ganized by adopting a more perfect classification and sub-
division of its business and correspondence, and a more
certain system of recording. The new plan went into
effect on the first of May; and the greater facility with
which the varied transactions of the Department have
been disposed of since that time, is of itself a sufficient
compensation for the labor required in its preparation.
But with all the aid derived from a more perfect sub-

division and classification of work, the accumulation of

‘business could not have been disposed of with that prompt-
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ness which the public service required, without the most
cheerful and intelligent co-operation on the part of officers
and assistants. To their unremitting labors, through pro-
tracted hours, and without respite, is due, in a great degree,
whatever measure of success may have attended the opera-
tions of the Department, and in acknowledging the obli-
gations under which they have placed him, the Adjutant
General considers it his duty to recommend that their
services receive some appropriate recognition at the hands
of the State. ‘

It is desirable that suitable provision should be made for
the security of the records and documents filed in this
Department. They include the muster rolls of most of the
regiments which have left the State, the enrollment of the
militia just completed, and the official correspondence and
books of record, forming a mass of documents and papers
of great value, the loss of which would be irreparable. It
is suggested that a fire-proof room be constructed for their
‘preservation, and that the Legisléture be asked to make
an appropriation for that purpose.

In this connection it should be mentioned that, for the
purpose of perpetuating some record of the services of our
volunteers, an additional bureau has been established in
this Department, td be called the Bureau of Military Sta-
‘tistics. Under the direction of Colonel L. L. Doty, who
has been placed in charge, a mass of information will be
collected and preserved, which is now buried up in the
general files and forgotten. Every fact mentioned in the
official correspondence relating to our regiments, their his-

tory since they left the State, the actions they have been
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engaged in, and the distinguished conduct of individual
officers and privates, should be eliminated from the mass
and preserved for future purposes in an available form. In
addition to this source of information, the reports and
orders of general officers, which are not usually sent to this
oiﬁce: should be sought for and notes made of such portions
as relate to regiments from this State, their services and

gallant conduct in the field. In the rapid progress of events,

’facts and incidents connected with the volunteers of this

State, although of but momentary interest now, will be
of increased and lasting value in the future, and they
should be preserved, not only for this reason, but as an act
of justice to the patriotism, the bravery, and the sacrifices
of the dead, no less than of the living.

"In closing this his last official act, the Adjutant General
cannot refrain from expressing to your Excellency his deep
gense of the unmerited distinction which placed him in a
position of so grave responsibility, of the forbearance
which has been extended to his inexperience, and of the
uniform kindness and confidence which have encouraged his
efforts and lightened his duties. Brought from his official
position into daily intercourse with your Excellency, he
has known and realized more fully, perhaps, than any other
officer of the .general staff, the great responsibilities you
have had to assume, the difficulties and obstacles you have
had to encounter and overcome, and the ceaseless labors
you have had to perform. It will be a source of satisfac-
tion to him through life to reflect that it has been his pri-
vilege to co-operafe with your Excellency in the great

~ work which has been accomplished. Never before has the
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moral and material power of a great nation been so unhesi-
tatingly and unselfishly interposed in defence of a govern¥
ment. The part which New York has borne in the
"struggle, and the zeal and-sagacity with which her resources
have been marshaled by your Excellency in the public
defence, are but imperfectly described within the restricted
limits, and in the brief terms of a military report, but
they will be perpetuated in the history of a contest which,
when we consider the magnitude of the military forces it
has called into existence, and the patriotic sentiment under
which they have been raised and supported, has. no
parallel. ' .

Sir—I hereby report that on the 29th and 30th days of May,
last, at Cooperstown, I caused to be held the meeting of officers
required by the regulations. The system of tactics was illus-
trated and explained. .

At said meeting measures were taken to cause a full and
correct enrollment to be made as required by the law of 1862.
And I also report that the enrolling officers in this division
under the supervision of the commandants of the regiments
made a full and correct enrollment, and fearlessly performed
their duty. And I also report that accompanied by my staff I
reviewed the 43d regiment, under the command of Col. John B.
Wheeler, at the village of Afton, Chenango county, on the 1st,
2d and 3d days of October last. '

This regiment has increased in numbers since last year, and.
greatly improved in discipline.

Col. Wheeler has been untiring in his efforts to perfect the
organization and discipline of his regiment. From the reports
received from the several regimental drills in this division, I
have the pleasure of stating, that notwithstanding the obstacles
they have had to encounter they have increased in numbers and
efficiency, and have no doubt when the law of the last session
becomes fully understood and carried into effect, the Empire
State will then be proud of her State Militia.

Having full confidence that the incoming Administration of
the State will lose no time in fostering and encouraging the

Brigadier General Chas. B. Spicer and staff were inspected on ,

~ . the the 27th day of October, with the Tlst regiment, and were

. found to be fully uniformed and equlpped according to the State -
regulation.

The 7T1st regiment, under the command of Lieut. Col. Chas.
H. Smith, was inspected on the 27th day of October, in the
several company drill rooms of the regiment. The review and
inspection was ordered to be held on the Washington Parade
Ground, but the weather on that day was altogether too incle-
ment, and there was not sufficient time to appoint another day.
The weather also had an unfavorable effect on the number
present, as the members thought the order would be counter-
manded. The regiment inspected ten companies of infantry,
with a total number of rank and file present, 429; total absent
269; making the numerical strength of the regiment to be 698
men, : \ , :

This fine regiment is recruiting very fast, and will soon number
1,000 men; and I would suggest that a new stand of arms be
~ given to them, as they have at present only 469 muskets, of which
133 are of the old smooth-bore pattern, and of the total number
" §0 are unfit for service. A
- The 1st regiment, under command of Colonel Walter. W. Prlce,
was inspected on Tompking’ Square, on the 28th day of October,
and made a very good appearance in a new uniform recently
adopted. The reviews and a few battalion movements were
executed, showing little improvement since last year; but now
“being under command of a new.colonel, better discipline will
be demanded, both by the officers and privates. It is the inten-
tion of the colonel to have more field days, hoping by spring to
remedy the deficiencies that manifested themselves at inspection.
The strength of this regiment, as proved by the inspection, was
198, rank and file, present, and 112 absent; total 310. The
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regiment is composed of seven companies of cavalry; and all
sabres, pistols and horse equipments were in good condition; but
a larger number of pistdls are required to give the men the pro-
per complement.

The 3d regiment, under command of Colonel 8. B. Postley,
was inspected on the 28th day of October, on Tompkins’ Square,
and the reviews and several battalion movements were executed
with promptness and steadiness, showing a good state of dis-
cipline, both in the officers and privates. . All the sabres, pistols
and horse equipments were found to be in good order; but a-
larger number of pistols is also required by this regiment, and T
hope they will soon be furnished by the State. The strength of
the regiment, as proved by the inspection, was 291 present and
181 absent ; total 472 men. » '

The 73d regiment, under command of Colonel Ray Tompkins,
was inspected on the 29th day of October, in the regimental drill
room at Tompkinsville, Staten Island. The regiment is tom-

~ posed of six companies—four of infantry, one rifles and one

artillery. Of these, only two companies appeared for inspection,
and inspected 55, rank and file, present, and 115 absent; total
170. The non-appearance of the other companies was accounted
for from the fact that nearly all the officers and privates had
lately enlisted in one of the State volunteer regiments for the
war. As this is a large district represented by this regiment, a
full regiment can soon be raised, if the State will allow 32 men

“to be drafted into it from the ununiformed militia, and four new
' companies be formed. Application to carry out this measure has

been made to your Department, and I trust the necessary aid and
permission will soon be given. The arms belonging to this regi-
ment are in a very unsafe condition, and others should be soon

" furnished.

The 2d. regiment belonging to this brigade was not inspected,
being now at the seat of war, and known as the 82d New York
volunteers.

Sir—The report of the several commandants of regiments of
this brigade will exhibit their relative strength and equipment.

The uniforms of the 5th and 6th regiments having been worn’
out during their period of United States service; and the 12th
regiment having been for a period of about four months the
second time in the United States service; there has been but one
" parade of the brigade this year, or of such parts of it as were
equipped and not on duty at the seat of war.

The officers and privates of the 5th and portions of the 12th,
have at their individual expense procured new uniforms. All
the regiments have however paid great attention to drills by
squads, companies and battalions, and are in a very creditable
state of improvement.

I have held recitations on two consecutive occasions in
theoretic instruction as required by the general regulations, at
which various evolutions of the line were illustrated and ex-
plained.

Geverar—I have the honor to inclose herewith the annual
inspection return for 1862 of the 2d brigade National Guard 8.
N. Y., under the command of Brigadier General Charles Yates.

This brigade comprises the 4th regiment of artillery and the
5th, 6th and 12th regiments of infantry.

The first inspection, that of the 4th regiment artillery, Colonel
Edward Hincken commanding, took place on the 23d October, at
the division arsenal, corner Elm and White streets. Several of
the companies have recently had numerous accessions in the way
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of recruits, who are yet ununiformed. *The veteran corps, (Co. G,)
under Captain Raynor, having procured new uniforms, looked
exceedingly well; its numbers were large. The entire regiment
was soldierly in appearance, the men for the most part being
neat and well equipped. The sabres of company B were old and
the blades badly hacked; they are only serviceable for drilling;
they should be replaced. The officers were mainly in full dress.

The uniforms of the color sergeants were found to be not in
accordance with the regulations, and were ordered to be made
conformable. - .

The inspector was unable to do more than to inspect the side
arms of the men, as the regiment is now without pieces. Their
guns were taken from them during the past year for the National
gervice. It is to be hoped that this fine regiment will not long
be left without its appropriate arm, as the continued want of

“their pieces must materially affect their standard in drill and

their general prosperity.
The 5th regiment light infantry was inspected, at Tompkins’
Square, at 3 P. M., October 24th, Colonel Lounis Burger in com-

" mand. -The regiment presented very full ranks. The men

appeared in a new uniform, recently adopted by this corps, of the
State pattern, with some modifications, which were tasteful and
appropriate. It is proper here to remark, that their former uni-
forms were entirely worn out during their period of service in
the United States army. In the absence of provision for a new
uniform, under the act of 1861, the regiment, at the expense of
its individual members, has procured its present uniform, which
is highly creditable; and I understand that its numbers have,

_pince the inspection, met with large accessions.

The muskets, though having been used last year by the regi-
ment when in the field, were in excellent order. At the conclu-
sion of the inspection, the regiment was reviewed by Brigadier
General Yates and staff. This regiment need ask but a little
more time for drill and general improvement, under their

- energetic and capable commander, to take a first place among

the regiments of this division. Prior to the review, Gen. Yates
and staff complete were inspected, and found fully uniformed and
equipped according to regulation.

The 6th regiment artillery (doing duty as infantry,) under
Colonel J. W. Mason, was inspected October 27th, at the armory
of the regiment, over Centre Market.
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The officers and men were ununiformed, except in occasional
instances where nondescript uniforms were noticed. The mem-
bers, having worn out their uniforms while in the field during
the past year, have been awaiting some action on the part of
the State or city authorities for assistance in procuring new out-
fits. It seems but just that their appeal should be successful.
The regiment has 221 muskets in fair condition, with the excep-
tion that the guide sights are wanting. These should be replaced
at once. It has also a considerable number of old boxes, belts,
- cap pouches, &c., which are mainly unserviceable. These are

all the private property of the regiment, with the exception of a
few belts, indicated upon my return as State property.

The regiment is in a state of reorganization. Several of the
companies were large, and all reported as recruiting. When the
nmen can be uniformed, it will doubtless compare favorably with
its old standard, as its present officers all appear energetic and
anxious to promote its welfare. o

The inspection of the 12th regiment National Guards was

-made at the division arsenal, on the 27th of October.

A part of the men only were uniformed and armed. This is
accounted for by the fact that companies B, C, D, E, F, H, I, K,
were at Harper’s Ferry during the summer, and at the time of
the surrender, in September last, lost their arms, and their uni-
forms were rendered unserviceable by the campaign. Three of
the companies appeared in the new regimental uniform, consisting
of a dark blue blouse and pants, with light blue trimmings.

Their boxes and belts were also new, of their own device, and
neat and serviceable. These also have been procured at their
individual expense. o '

Company K was found to be only composed of volunteers
who joined the regiment when if left in June for the seat of war.
As these men had never been mustered'into the State service, the
company, with the exception of its officers, was not inspected.
The commander of this company expects to recruit a large pro-
portion of the men who were under his command the past sum-
ier into the State organization, and promises to appear in full
force at the next inspection. The arms of the regiment, which
were not at Harper’s Ferry, were found to be in good order. When
this regiment shall' be again thoroughly.organized, with the expe-
rience in the field of its popular commandant, Col. W. G. Ward, it
.must speedily resume its superior position among our State forces.
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Submitting the above report and accompanying return to your

Sir—Pursuant to orders, the 11th and 22d regiments of this
brigade assembled at East New York on the 31st ult., for annual
inspection and review. :

The 69th regiment was excused attending, and the 79th was
absent at the seat of war, for which it volunteered.

At my request the regiments present were separately reviewed
by General Ewen, commanding the brigade; after which they
were duly inspected by the undersigned, and the following are
the results : : '

The 11th, although consisting of 10 companies, had only 7
present, which, with a detachment of sappers and miners, gave
“an inspected strength of 494, to which add the field, staff and
non. com. staff of 15, gives a total present of 509. The absentees
were 9 non. com. officers and 139 privates; strength of regiment |
633. ‘

Quite a number of the members of this regiment are volun-
teers in other regiments in active service, and their places have
been more than supplied by a large accession of undisciplined
recruits. Imention this to account, partially, for the manner in
which several of the battalion movements were so miserably
executed by it during the afternoon drill in evolutions of the
line. This fact, and another mentioned by Col. Maidhof, which
was that the companies of his regiment while at Harper’s Ferry
were on detached service, so that it was impossible for him to
drill his regiment, were good and sufficient reasons why it ex-
hibited such a lack of discipline. This however will be remedied

. during the winter, as it is the colonel’s intention to drill his
‘regiment until it comes’up to the same excellence it formerly
enjoyed. ‘

The arms and equipments were in a fair condition ; the former
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. will need the attention of an armorer to replace an occasional
screw, lost* during the three months’ service at the seat of war.

The 22d regiment consists of 9 companies, and an enrolled
strength of over 600 men. On this occasion, but 348 presented
themselves for their second annual inspection ; what they lacked
in numbers was made up in efficiency, as every movement was
executed with precision and promptness—exhibiting great fami-
liarity on the part of its officers with their respective duties.

The difference between their enrolled and inspected strength,
arose from the want of uniforms that had been ordered, in place
of those worn out in the United States service at the seat of
war—the absentees supposing uniforms absolutely necessary in
order to have their presence recognized.

The operations of this brigade in drills and parades for in-
struction has been interrupted during the past year on account
of the “great rebellion,” which has made it necessary for its
several regiments—not already in the field—to be ready for
marching orders, which the 11th, 22d and 69th have once re-
ceived and complied with, rendering important service to the
country.

.. GenerarL—I have the honor to transmit to you, this, my annual
report for the year 1862. On the 1st day of December, 1861, the
brigade under my command comprised sixteen,k hundred and
twenty-seven enrolled members, of which nine hundred and six-
teen were in the active service of the United States. Since that
time it has increased in strength, and has furnishnd a large num-
ber of efficient troops to the various organizations in the field.
In May last, the several regiments of the brigade were ordered
to proceed to the seat of war, without delay, and the demand was
met with a prompt and patriotic response. The orders to the
seventeenth and eighteenth regiments were, however, subsequently
" countermanded. Those to the nineteenth regiment were received
on the twenty-seventh of May last, and on the fourth of June
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following, this excellent body of men left home and its enjoyments
to engage in. the struggle against treason and rebellion. Not-
withstanding the ranks of the regiment had been weakened by
numerous transfers to other organizations, yet such was the
activity, energy and patriotism of its officers, that its almost
exhausted strength was recruited, and the regiment on its way to
the field in the short space of nine days. The regiment proceeded
to Baltimore, Md., and after remaining at Mont Clare two days,
was stationed at Stuart’s Hill, in the suburbs of that city. At
this place the duties performed were of the most arduous and
important character. The regiment was placed in charge of the
former residence of the rebel general Stuart, and a portion of the
railroad in the vicinity, and a large and efficient guard was con-
stantly on duty te prevent the rebels from destroying by fire, an
extensive-hospital containing some five or six hundred sick and
wounded soldiers. The utmost vigilance had to be exercised to
save this hospital and the lives of its helpless inmates. From

- Stuart’s Hill the regiment was ordered to Fort Marshal, and

while quartered there, made several successful expeditions, secur-
ing large quantities of arms, equipments, ammunition and other
valuable property, which had been concealed in buildings and
other places, for rebeluse. The next order divided the regiment,
assigning two companies to Fort McHenry, leaving one company
at Fort Marshal and stationing four companies at Fort Delaware,
about forty miles from Philadelphia. At Fort Delaware, the
detachment stationed there, and some two hundred other troops,
had charge of about thirty-five hundred rebel prisoners. After
having been stationed for a short time at Havre de Grace, for the
purpose of guarding the Philadelphia, Wilmington and Baltimore
railroad, and arresting deserters, the regiment returned to New- .
burgh, where it arrived on the twenty-ninth of August last, bear-
ing with it the commendations of all the officers under whom it
had served. It was my privilege to be with the regiment at all

-the places at which it was stationed, except Mont Clare and

Havre de Grace, and I can therefore speak from personal know-
ledge of the graater portion of the services rendered by this

~efficient corps. Col. William R. Brown, who commanded the

regiment during the campaign, is an officer of experience and
superior merit, and his associate officers, and the other members
of the regiment possess all the qualities of the true and patriotic

- soldier. - During the campaign, death removed from the regiment
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six useful men. One was shot, and five died from typhoid fever
and exposute. ' '

Previous to its departure from Havre de Grace, the services of
the regiment were tendered to the Government for a period of
nine months. As serious.doubts existed at the time as to the
power of the Hxecutive of this State to receive volunteers
for that length of time, the order of acceptance was not issued
until the eighteenth of September last. In-the meantime,
under the impression that the services of the regiment would be
declined, a large number of its members enlisted in other organi-
zations already in the field. Immediately upon receipt of the
orders of acceptance, Colonel Brown and his officers, with their
usual energy and promptitude, established a camp in the village
of Newburgh, which they designated Camp Hillhouse, and com-
menced the work of recruiting the ranks of the regiment, in which
they have, thus far, been eminently successful. The regiment
will in a few days, be ready to proceed to the seat of war, with
a full complement of men.

The enrollment under the provisions of the act passed April
23, 1862, was made as full and correct as could be expected.
The preliminary books were required to be filed by the first of
July, and the time occupied in the publication of the law, the
preparing and distribution of the necessary books and blanks,
and the appointment of officers, left but few days for theenroll-
ment. The work will undoubtedly be performed more accurately
next year. ~

In pursuance of paragraph 535 of the general regulations for
_the military forces of the State of New York, on the fifteenth
and sixteenth of SeptemWer last I called together for theoretic
_ instruction, the field officers and brigade staff officers of the bri-

- gade, at Peekskill, Westchester county, N. Y., and presided at
the meeting, which was well attended.

On the twenty-first day of October last, the seventeenth regi-
ment, Major Isaac Pye, and eighteenth regiment, Colonel James
Ryder, paraded at Verplanks Point, Westchester county, N. Y.,
and were reviewed by myself and staff, and inspected by Major
S. Emmet Getty, the brigade inspector. The parade was highly
creditable and the evolutions were well performed. The attend- '
ance was small, as a large number of the’members of each regi-
ment had enlisted in other orgamzatmns, and were actively
engaged in the service of the United States. ~Colonel Ryder is
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one of the best officers in the brigade, and is devoted to the inter- .
ests of his regiment. In consequence of the absence of the colo-
rel and lieutenant-colonel, Major Isaac Pye has had the command
of the seventeenth regiment for nearly a year past, and has
discharged the duties of the office with zeal and fidelity.

On the twenty-uinth day of October last, the nineteenth regi-

~ment, Col. Wia. R. Brown, paraded at Camp Hillhouse, in' the-

village of Newburgh, N. Y., and was reviewed by myself and
staff, and duly inspected. The regiment made a fine appearance,
having been supplied with new uniforms and superior arms and
equipments. The manual of arms and several evolutions were
performed with precisicn and skill, and the result of the parade
afforded additional evidence of the military proficiency and indus-
try of the officers in command.

By virtue of general orders No. 86 from the commander-in-
chief, and bearing date November 7, 1862, I was detailed to the
command of the volunteers and drafted men of the counties of
Orange, Westchester, Rockland, Putnam, Dutchess, Ulster and
Sullivan; the camp or rendezvous to be established at Yonkers,
N. Y. Iimmediately assumed the command and still retain the
same. The following companies of the national guurds have been
detailed for service pursuant to the aforesaid orders, viz.:
company A, seventeenth regiment, Captain John J. Sauvan; com-
pany F, eighteenth regiment, Captain Colin Tolmie, and company
H, twenty-first regiment, Captain H. H. Hustis. Of this detail,
companies A and H are now on active duty at the camp.

The evolutions, and manual of arms, which I have seen of both
the regiments, are, if not perfect, yet as good as can be reasona- v
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bly expected, conmdermg the short time the new recruits had in
practlce

Their progress and the splrlt of the men are such that 'ere the
winter will elapse, they will constitute good and efficient soldiers
for any emergency.

The arms are of the old style; flint muskets altered to percus-
sion, and are inferior to the present improved fire arms. The 6-
pounders too, have likely soon to make place for the improved
12-pounder, and others of heavier calibre now much used in the
field.

The general accoutrements are good. -

No parade of the 42d regiment, commanded by Col. James
Whitford, has been ordered this year, and I have received no in-
spection returns from the colonel or commandants of companies.

Several new companies have been organized the past year for
the regiments of this brigade, but the officers have been unable
to obtain commissions from the Commander-in-Chief on account
of interference being made with the draft in prospsct.’

For general information then as to the condition of this
brigade, I can do no better than to refer you to my inspection re-
turns and report for the years 1861 and 1862, aud published in
the report of the Adjutant General.

Dear Sir—In obedience to paragraph 527 of the general
regulations, the undersigned has the honor to report:

That he has not received from the commandants of regiments
of this brigade the reports contemplated in said paragraph.

That the 24th regiment paraded for officer drill on the 21st
day of October, and for inspection on the 28th day of October

1862.

That the regiment was in command of Lieut. Col. William H.
Lawton ; Col. Crandall baving accepted a position as Lieut. Col.
in the 125th regiment of volunteers.

The undersigned was present at the drill held on the 21st; and

some of his staff were present at the parade on the 28th for
" inspection.

I was much pleased with the perfect familiarity exhibited by Lt.
Col. Lawton in going through the minute details of the different
movements, and found it impossible to particularize in the con-
duct of the line officers and their commandants, as each was at-
tentive, and performed his duty with promptness.

The regiment turned out in numbers full as well as I could
expect, for the reason that within the last year and a half the
regiment has had two colonels—Carr and Crandall—the brigade
major and many other prominent officers, including three tull
companies and three company oﬂicers have enlisted in volunteer
reglments for the war.

" The undersigned has not ordered any parades for the 29th and
30th regiments under his command for the present year, for the
reason that these two regiments have been so cut to pieces, in
consequence of many of their field officers, and officers and mem-
bers of the several companies having enlisted for the war, of which
reports will probably be made by the commandmg officers to the
Adjutant General.

The 29th regiment commanded by Col. C. T. Peck, as I have
been informed, are entirely without arms and equipments.

The 30th regiment now commanded by Col. William H. Robert-
son, formerly by Col. John 8. Crocker, now in command of the
98d regiment of volunteers, have a few arms and equipments in
their possession, but in very bad condition, and but very few, if
any, fit for service.
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The arms and equipments of the 24th regiment are all ina
migerable condition, none of them fit for actual service. About
one hundred and fifty of the arms have been used by the volun«
teer regiments quartered at this place for gmard duty, which
have been rendered entirely useless.

There have been organized within the last six months, four new
companies in the 24th, three in the 30th, and three applications for
organization in the 29th regiment, which have not yet been .
organized ; all of which have elected to be furnished with uni-
forms and equipments at the expense of the State ; none of which
have yet been furnished.

GeneraL—In compliance with orders of Brigadier General
Jesse C. Smith, and pursuant to statute and regulations, I have
the honor to report that the entire strength of the eleventh
brigade is 1,733, as follows:

- 23d regiment, under command of Colonel Wllham Everdell,
Jr., had present at inspection 441 officers and privates; absent
126 officers and privates; total 567.

47th regiment, under command of Col. Jeremiah V. Meserole,
had present at inspection 362 officers and prlvates absent 64
officers and privates; total 426.

52d regiment, not having uniforms and newly orga.mzed was
not inspected. The colonel, Matthias W. Cole, reports that the
strength of the regiment is 360 officers and privates.

56th regiment, not having their uniforms and equipments, was
alse unable to inspect. Colonel D. M. Talmage reports that the
strength of the regiment is 380 officers and privates. :

I respectfully call the attention of the Adjutant General to the
" unugual celerity of the organization of the eleventh brigade.
The brigadier general, Jesse C. Smith, received his commission
December 31st, 1861, and immediately set about the arduous task
of organizing the eleventh brigade. How admirably he succeeded

my report I think will show.

The 23d reglment composed of our very best citizens, When

[Assem. No, 49.] ’ 9
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but partially organized, eagerly and patriotically offered its
services to the Federal Government, under the call for three
months’ trc‘)ops by the President of the United States last spring.
Their offer was accepted, but to their great disappointment, the
order for their acceptance was countermanded, on account of the
multitude of troops offered in other localities. The former
lieutenant colonel of this regiment, Edward L. Molineux, a
thorough soldier, is now in command of the 159th regiment New
York volunteers. The 23d regiment is well drilled and officered.

The 47th regiment volunteered, under the call for three months’
troops last spring, was accepted, and left home May 27th, 1862,
about 500 strong. They served during their term, doing garri-
son duty at Fort McHenry, Baltimore. The regiment was com-
plimented in general orders by Major General Dix; and are now,
though a new regiment, veterans in military discipline and drill.

" The lieutenant colonel of the regiment, George Sangster, is still

in the United States service, and on special duty at Annapolis.
More than one-half of the members of this regiment have re-
turned to the war in three years’ regiments. Though but a
young regiment, it has a bright and patriotic record.

The 52d regiment, but recently organized, is now recruiting
for nine months’ service.

The 56th regiment is composed of good material, and when
they obtain their uniforms and equipments, which they are now

- about receiving, will make a first class regiment.

The enrollment of the ununiformed militia, under Laws of
1862, chap. 477, has been thoroughly made in the eleventh
brigade district. The result is as follows:

To tke Adjutant General of the State of New York:

- 81r—No orders for “ inspection and review” have been 1ssued
for the military year, 1862 ; nor for encampments, and therefore
the undersigned hasbeen prevented from rendering the ordinary
inspection returns, as required by the statute in such cases pro-
vided.

But little can be known of the present condition of the brigade
by reference to my report so far back as the fall of 1860, since
which time no reviews and inspections or encampments have been
ordered or held.

Whatever changes may have taken place since that time you
‘are probably informed of by commandants of the several depart-
ments, provided they have performed their several duties.

‘ The Military law of the State of New York” as passed, April
23d, 1862, has caused great satisfaction with all the skillful and
well-informed with whom I have met since its promulgation.

‘Its merits, however, are thus far only seen upon its face. It is
nevertheless hoped and believed that it will operate even better,
on a thorough trial and use of it, than a first readmg of it would
indicate. '

Had this system been adopted years ago throughout all the
‘States, and fully lived up to, who can deny but that we should
have had such a formidable “standing army” of citizen soldiers
as to have been amply sufficient to frown down rebellion; or oth-
erwise end it by the force of the means thereby instantly existing, -
and so instantly needed? The lack of the ready force referred
to has occasioned serious and grievous delay; however much ac-
cusers may complain that, from other causes, we are worse off
now than when rebellion began. It is generally and ardently
hoped that the State authorities will render additional and im-
mediate facilities, in carrying this new Military laW of “the K I]m-
pire State” into perfection.

To do so, this one thing, more than many others, ought to be
rigidly adhered to—and fka¢ is not to commission any man who
comes with mere *“political influence” as his recommend, nor be-
cause perchance he may come recommended by a predecessor
who has had the luck to transfer his old uniform to the appli-
cant, ‘‘ provided the thing worked.”

The undersigned saw a little service by being called out to do
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militia service during “the fremtier disturbances” in 1838, occa-
gioned by the revolutionary movements in the British provinces,
and has held commissions of different rank from that time; and
has studied the theory as published in the different works on
each arm of war force and tactics; and thereby concludes that
. merit, combined with praetice and theory, should be the basis of
passport to promotion, even from corporal to general.

Add to these qualifications, expert horsemanship, celerity in
the use of the revolver and carbine on horseback, and skill in
the use of the sword and sabre, both as cavalry and foot-officer, and
that vast number of commissioned “ freshmen” would have led the
hosts of our patriotic rank and file to far more glorious victories,
notwithstanding the many indirect obstacles during the rebellion.

‘Let New York carry the present militia system into full effect,
and we then shall have imitated that most warlike people of the
German nations—a power which possesses the most perfect
militia of Europe, and has more well trained soldiers, in propor-
tion to its population, than any other country in the world.
For in that country, (I refer to Prussia,) every man from the
Prince downward must serve seven years in military training—
consequently the whole population are soldiers. - Hence it is,
that that little State has been able to hold its own in the very
heart of Europe since Frederick the Great.”

The maxim, that “ knowledge is power,” applies with great
force in military matters and in the art of war. Hence Taylor
with only . his five thousand against fwenly thousand at Buena
Vista knew he was not whipped, when Santa Anna thought he was.

"To an army, knowledge of duty and the art of war, adds power,
prowess and success. :

True indeed, it is, that some “ raw recruits” fight well ; but is
it not with that kind of desperation with which a man fights
when “driven into a close corner,” not knowing how he is going
to get out? The officer who is incapable of instructing a squad,
is unfit to command either company or battalion; and far less
fit to command brigades or divisions.

Shame on the Yankee sharks, pimps and sneaks, who care only to
make money ; and will make fun of the militia when they « train 1"

The militia is the “standing army” of our republic and must
be encouraged and respected. '

To the Adjutant General of the State of New York :

Str—In compliance with brigade general orders No. 8, the
45th regiment commanded by Col. L. J. Gray, appeared for drill,
inspection and review, at Utica, on Monday, October 20th; tne
46th regiment commanded by Col. R. G. Savery, at Rome, on
Tuesday, October 21st; and the 53d regiment, commanded by
Col. J. L. F. Addington, at Clinton, on Wednesday, October 22d ;
and considering the unpleasantness of the weather, and the large
numbers that have volunteered for the war from each of these
regiments, the parade ‘was highly interesting and creditable. In
all the regimental districts in this brigade, new companies are
being formed in compliance with the provisions of the new law,
which will add much to our strength; they should be uniformed
and equipped as soon as possible. ‘

I beg leave to call your attention to the practice of the
National Guards, in wearing fancy uniforms of all varieties 5 it
- would add much to the effectiveness, and certainly to the appear-
ance of the military, if they were strictly confined to the neat
and simple regulation uniform, and there should be no provision
for any other.

To Brigadier General Tromas HrLinousk, :
Adjutant General State of New York: _

Sir—In compliance with paragraph 527 of general regyie-
tions, I have the honor to transmit to you the report of the com-
mandants of the several regiments of this brigade, as required
by the above paragraph. :

I'also beg leave to report that mo brigade officers’ drill has
been had daring the past year, a negligence owing only to the
fact that a large balance of the officers had or were daily
volunteering their services to the Federal Government, thereby
leaving many vacancies; and from the time and energy every one
felt called upon to spend in filling the quota of July 2d, and the
subsequent draft, I deemed it inexpedient to urge any drill more
than by regiments. '
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On the 15th of September last, I issued general order No. 6,
requiring the several regiments to rendezvous for drill, inspec-
tion and review, as follows, viz : ' ‘ .

The 45th at Utica, October Tth; 46th at Rome, October 8th;
538d at Clinton, October 9th.

On the 29th, by the request of several officers, I issued general
order No. 8, postponing the parades of the regiments respectively
to October, 20th, 21st and 22d, and notwithstanding the inclem-
ency of weather, the order was cheerfully and promptly obeyed. -

Accompanied by Major Campbell (acting Brigade Major and
Inspector,) and Major DeGeorgi, Brigade Judge Advocate, to-
gether with several officers of regiments now in the ‘'service, I

reviewed the regiments, at the time and in the order named

above. . Great credit is due to both officers and men for the
gsoldier-like manner in which they performed their respective
duties ; and it is a fact worthy of note, that no cases of intoxica-
tion came to my knowledge, or any breach of military rules
sufficient to warrdnt an arrest ; no one disgraced the wuniform he
wore or his flag. '

. T4 is difficult to single out any one of the officers as worthy of
special merit where all are thus ambitious to conduct themselves
as becomes an officer and a soldier; but without disparaging the
merits of any one, I feel constrained to return my thanks to
Colonel Savery of the 46th, Colonel Gray of the 45th, and
Lieut. Taylor of the 53d, for the promptness in which they have
obeyed and promulgated all orders, as well as the respect and
courtesy extended to me at all times.

I refer you to the report’of the acting brigade inspector for
the number connected with the organization, as well as to the
nppber and condition of arms in their possession. ‘

In closing this report, Iam proud to say, that a large majority
of both officers and privates, who were members of this brigade
two years ago, have answered the call of the Executive, and
volunteered to defend our nation’s flag, now in the time of its
peril. Scarcely a company but what has been called upon to
drape their armory in mourning for a comrade fallen in battle,

~ or who can point to some of their members who are now leading
. companies and regiments against the encmy.

All of which is respectfully submitted.
