His Excellency, Governor A. B. CorneLL, Commander-in-Chief :

Sir. — I have the honor to submit the following as the report of
this department for the year ending the 31st of December, 1882 :

ORGANIZATION.

On the 1st of January, 1882, the National Guard comprised
12,495 officers and enlisted men. There have been no organiza-
tions added to the Guard during the current year, but the follow-
ing have been disbanded pursuant to your directions, namely : ,

Thirteenth Separate Company of Infantry, Wyoming county.

Twenty-sixth Separate Company of Infantry, Orleans county.

Thirty-fifth Separate Company of Infantry, Madison county.

No other change has occurred, except the retention in the serv-
ice (as the Thirteenth Separate Company) of the Fourth Separate
Company of Chantauqua county, the muster-out of which had been
included in the disbandments ordered in December last, leaving
the aggregate — inclusive of general head-quarters — 11,608, The
Guard -—divided into four Divisions and eight Brigades — now
consists of seven Datteries of Artillery, fifteen Regiments, one
Battalion and forty Separate Companies of Infantry.

In this connection, I beg to quote the following remarks from
my last Annual Report, as they are still pertinent and applicable :
- “The reorganization of the National Guard has become,

then, in this State, one of the practical questions of the day.
* * * * * *

there are of infantry thirteen regiments in New York and Brook-

lyn, and two in Buffalo and in the rest of the State, excepting in

the city of Albany, where there is a battalion of four companies,

there are forty-two separate companies. In the matter of military
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organization this certainly presents an absurd showing, but one
necessitated by the present Code, as it is impossible under this
law to commingle separate companies with those which are the
debris of disbanded regiments and battalions; nor is it possible to
assemble this debris into battalions, there not being a sufficient
number of such companies left in any one city to combine them
into such organizations, since the Code established the battalion at
not less than four nor more than seven companies. The only
recourse then, was, as a temporary expedient, to reorganize these
companies into what is termed separate companies and attach
them to brigades, until the Code should be modified so as to admit
of two companies being the minimum limit of a battalion, and
until the regiments, excepting those of the cities of New York
and Brooklyn, could be authorized by law at three battalions of
four companies each as the maximum limit. These amendments
to the Code, and such as shall abrogate the separate companies,
being secured, the solution of the proper military reorganization of
the Guard in the bulk of the State could be achieved. A regi-
_ mental head-quarters then could be established in one of the cities
on the Hudson river, the companies in such city being its First
Battalion at minimum strength, the four contignous companies
being organized as its Second Battalion, and three other contigu-
ous companies as its Third Battalion. This will exhaust all the
companies until Albany is reached. In that city place another
regimental head-quarters, its First Battalion of four companies
being now in existence as the present so-called Tenth Battalion,
the Second Battalion of this regiment to comprise the ¢hree com-
panies at Troy and the one at Cohoes, and the company at Sara-
toga and the two at Schenectady to comprise its Third Battalion.

In this manner proceeding through the State, exclusive ot
New York and Brooklyn, the now separate company material
could all be absorbed and compacted into regiments.”

UNIFORMS AND EQUIPMENTS.

At the time of submitting my last Annual Report, the Board of
Ofticers convened for the purpose of determining upon a suitable
service uniform for the National Guard, pursnant to special orders,
No. 185, dated November 23, 1881, from these head-quarters, had
not then submitted the result of their deliberations. Since then,
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however, the Board has made its report, recommending and describ-
ing, in comprehensive language, a service uniform which, in its
judgment, would prove, under all circumstances, well adapted to
the National Guard. The report of the Board was approved, as it -
conformed generally to the models submitted to it; and the uni-
torm recommended was adopted and promulgated by general
orders, Nos. 6 and 21, current series, from these Head-quarters, as
the service uniform of the Guard. It is a source of congratulation
to the Guard that at last a serviceable uniform, common to the
whole Guard, has been established; and it is to be hoped that
among the earlier acts of the incoming Legislature there may be
one passed providing the means and the method for the immediate
supply of this uniform to every enlisted man of the Guard.

As pertinent to this subject, I beg to refer generally to my
remarks under this head, and to reiterate especially the following,
made in my last annnal report:

“The national guardsman certainly needs, quite as much as the
soldier, in campaign a convenient and serviceable uniform and
equipments — one which has been found under all circumstances of
stress and weather to be best adapted to the preservation of the
health and efliciency of the man. But as at present uniformed, the
guardsman — simply a civilian unusued to hardship and exposure —
steps from his office, from the desk, the counter or the shop, and
clothing himself in densely-padded and tightly-fitting swallow-tail
coat, with his abdomen now more exposed than when wearing his
habitual sack or frock-coat, with his tightly adjusted cross-belts
and an hermetically-sealed hat, starts out on a parade of ceremony
in which for miles he is obliged to march in the cadence step through
the stifling streets of a sweltering city, under a raging sun, with the -
thermometer at ninety degrees, and he thinks he is indeed a soldier
and must therefore discharge the duty before him manfully, regard-
less of the sunstroke, or other ulterior consequences to his general
health. * * * * * *
Certainly it must be apparent that the citizen soldier, totally
unused to these severe strains, needs more than the veteran to be
less hampered with everything which tends to the impairment or
prevents the full and free exercise of his physical power. Let us
remember that an army is made up of men of flesh and blood, and
whose power is limited to the condition of the material, and that
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every sensible commander knows right well that the good health
of the men and, as far as possible, their comfort, are the conditions
precedent to his snccessful strategy and the delivery of battle, and
that consequently his efforts are ceaseless in this direction.”

The remarks in your last annual message to the Legislature on
this question of uniform are so pertinent that a quotation of them
in this report cannot be but appropriate. You say:

“ The present mode of providing uniforms for the members of the
National Guard is needlessly expensive and wholly unsatisfactory.
It entails an undue expense on the men, and fails to provide such
equipment as the needs of the service require. A service uniform
provided by the State, that can be procured at a much smaller
cost than the men are now able to obtain a less desirable article
for, would prove far more usetul in every respect. * *

* * * * * *
The appearance of the troops of several of the other States, on the
oceasion of the military demonstration at Yorktown, in honor of
the centennial celebration of the surrender of the British forces
under Cornwallis, could not have failed to impress all interested
observers with the advantages and desirability of a uniform dress
for the militia.”

No steps have been taken in the matter of improving the 2ccou-
trements for the infantry than the i)rocm'ing of certain sample
devices which, though possessing many points of utility, are, unless
considerably modified, not deemed desirable for a force constituted
as is the National Guard.

ARrMs.

It will be remembered that the difference in the calibre of the
rifle with which the Guard is armed, and that carried by the troops
of the Regular Army, necessitates the storage by the Chief of
Ordnance of 650,000 cartridges as a sacred reserve to be used only
in the event of insurrection. As the State has no magazines, the
storage of this reserve is not only hazardous but inconvenient, and
would be unnecessary excepting to the extent of a few thousand
cartridges, were the calibre of the State rifle the same as that of the
TUnited States, inasmuch as in a few hours time all the ammunition
needed for the emergency could doubtless be procured from the
magazines of the General Government in New York herbor.
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This recourse comes to be the more desirable in the experience of
the failure of the last Legislature to provide for the purchase of
this reserve.

It may be pertinently inquired why all of this was not thought
of at the time of the manufacture of the Remington rifles for the
arming of the Guard. But it was thought of, and the State mili-
tary authorities at that time requested information of the proper
department of the General Government as to the likelihood of the
calibre of the United States rifle being changed, which was then
fitty -hundreths of an inch, and they were informed that there was
no such likelihood, and were recommended to use the same calibre.
This, of course, determined the calibre for the State arm at fitty-
hundredths of an inch, while it might just as well have been forty-
five-hundreths, the calibre of the present United States rifle. It
is manitestly of equal importance to the General Government and
the State that the National Guard and the Regular Army should
use the same ammunition, and I submit that, in view of the cause
of the divergence, the General Government should, in common jus-
tice, adapt at its expense the State Remington rifles to the use of
the Army ammunition by the substitution of new barrels of the
forty-five-hundreth calibre, or it should exchange the Remington
for the same kind of rifles it supplies to its own troops, namely,
the Springfield rifles. As this matter is one of State importance
it would seem to be proper, and, as a method which might compass
the object, for the Legislature to memorialize Congress on the sub-
ject, and by a joint resolution direct the Senators and request the
Representatives from this State to secure, by all proper means, the
passage of a law which shall relieve the State of its embarrassment
in this regard.

RirLe PraAcrICE.

Rifle practice by the organizations of the First and Second
Divisions, and by the various separate organizations of the National
Guard, has been pursued generally, and in some instances with
more than the usual zeal, owing to the international match shot at
Creedmoor during the past fall. For the more detailed account of
which, and of the practice, I would refer to the accompanying
report of the General Inspector of Rifle Practice.
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ARMORIES.

During the current year the State Armories at Albany and
Buffalo have been assessed, by the local civie authorities, certain
sums as the State’s proportion of the cost of improvements effected
by such authorities either contignous to or in the vicinity of these
armories. The assessments not being paid, these armories have
been sold. In the uncertainty as to the legality of the sale of
State property under any tax, levy or assessment, you have directed
a reference of those cases to the incoming Legislature for its dis-
posal of them.

The Legislature of 1881, appropriated the sum of $15,000 for
the erection of a ¢ Military Store-house” at Binghamton. A
suitable site therefor having been selected, purchased and donated
to the State by the county authorities of Broome county, and the
title thereto having been approved by the Attorney-General, the
Commissioners — the ‘Adjutant General, Inspector General and
Chiet of Ordnance — under whose supervision the * Military
Store-house” is to be erected, have, during the past fall, com-
menced their duties in connection therewith.

For the condition of the armories generally throughout the
State, I invite your attention to the report of the Chiet of Ord-
nance herewith submitted.

InspEcrioN AND MuUsTER.

The inspection and muster of the organizations of the Guard
as required by law, was made during the summer and fall. Of the
whole force, as mmstered, 8,675 were present and 3,025 absent,
making a total, present and absent, of 11,700, as follows:

The work executed in this connection is comprehensively stated
in the report ot the Inspector-General, herewith submitted, to
which, and the recommendations therein made, attention is respect-
fully invited.
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War Crams.

I take great pleasure in inviting attention to the accompanying
report of Colonel J. B. Stonehouse, Acting Assistant Adjutant-
General. This officer, as nsual, has been assiduous in the discharge
ot his duties as the State Agent in matters of war claims against
the United States Government. He has, during the year, gotten
together a considerable amount of proof, which it is believed will
prove satisfactory to the Government as the base of further allow-
ances. There has been received and paid into the State Treasury
through the efforts of the State Agency, and especially through
the able and indefatigable exertions of Colonel Stonehouse, during
the past thirteen years, the sum in cash of $910,459.07, which,
together with the further sum of $1,158,371.11 paid on account in
the year 186% by the Government on the first and second install-
ment of claims filed by the State with the Secretary of the Treas-
ury, makes a total of cash of $2,068,830.18. In addition to the
foregoing, allowances have been made on these claims since 1867
amounting to $1,880,683.89, which sum has been applied to the
canceling of counter-claims of the Government against the State,
~ as more specifically shown in the accompanying report of Colonel
Stonehouse, making the total amount allowed on the war claim of
the State $3,949,514.07, and leaving an unsettled balance in favor
of the State of $1,074,405.42,

Burrav oF VOLUNTEER RECORDS.

Colonel Frederick Phisterer, Acting Assistant Ajutant-General,
has for the past three years been charged with the detail manage-
ment of the Bureau of Volunteer Records. Colonel Phisterer’s
fine abilities, coupled with his high sense of honor, and his
extended experience as an officer of merit in the Regular Army
during and for several years subsequent to the Rebellion, not to
speak of his indefatigable industry, have relieved me of all soli-
citude in connection with this Burean.

The work in it is complicated and at times very difficult. Dur-
ing the past three years about 10,000 applications for information
have been received, which may be classified as follows:

First. Inquiries from the War Department, the Departments of
the Interior and of State of the United States.

Second. Inquiries from Volunteers, widows and children of such,
or from claim agents in the interests of the former.
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T kird. Inquiries from societies and persons interested in the
record of organizations, officers and volunteers. )

The nature of the inquiries are as follows : Requests for records
of soldiers; for date of enlistment, discharge or death ; for copies
of the medical examinations of volunteers; for date and fact of
commissions of officers; for name and address of officers and
enlisted men ; requests for certificates of service in lien of dis-
charges lost, to enable soldiers to derive as such the benefits of the
homestead law, to gain admission to soldiers’ homes or to show
service rendered, and for copies of commissions, claims for bounties,
State, county and town, and information in rvegard to such;
inquiries regarding the fact of enlistment or re-enlistment of men,
to which locality they were credited, drafted men, ete.

Every effort has been made to furnish in each case the required
information, but it is to be regretted that the records of the volun-
teer organizations of this State on file in this office are so very
incomplete that in many instances information desired could not
be furnished. The records of no organization are as full and com-
plete as they should be, and endeavors to remedy these defects
have proved unavailing.

Bureav or MiLirary StaTistics.

The Bureau of Military Statistics is still located in the dormer
_story of the New Capitol, where the accommodations assigned to it
are of a nature inadequate to the satety or the proper display ot
the battle flags and the large collection of other interesting relics of
the rebellion. The bureau is, in fact, a museumn requiring as a
necessity an abundance of convenient space, which, I regret to say,
so far as the experience of the past year will permit me to judge,
is not likely soon, if ever, to be allotted to it in the New Capitol.
Perhaps in the not distant future, public opinion, reinforced by a
spasm of patriotism, may demand another and better location for
the Bureau and succeed in its demand ; meanwhile, faithful efforts
are made by the keeper of the Bureau, Mr. Harrison Clark, and
its janitor, Mr. James V. B. Putnam, to securely preserve the
interesting relics intrusted to their charge.

State CaMmp oF INsTRUOTION.

The present year, it is believed, will be memorable in the annals
of the National Guard, through the occurrence of two important
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events, namely : the inanguration of the State Camp of Instruction,
and the establishment of a service unitorm common to the whole
Guard. The accomplishment of these two tacts has been the chief
inspiration of this department for the past three years, but such
has been the opposition from one source or another that a success-
tul culmination has been relegated to the terminal year of your
administration. This year, however, witnesses the two facts accogl-' ,
plished. Early in the spring of the year, as scon as the ground was
sufficiently freed from snow, an inspection of a number of suggested -
sites for this camp was made along the banks of the Hudson river,
but none were found so suitable in all respects as the one-
selected on the easterly side of the river, near Peekskill, West-
chester county. The site is almost a plane on a high bluft
elevated some hundred feet or more above the river, along the
base of which, but well out in the river, passes the Hudson
River Railroad. It is surrounded on the west, north and east
by high hills covered here and there by stretches of timber, leaving
its southern side open to the river, affording from that front of
the camp a magnificent view, hardly surpassed by any on the
Hudson, save, perhaps, that at West Point. This opening to the
south is a happy fact, as in that locality the prevailing breezes in
summer are from this direction, thus tempering the heat arising
from the plain, which otherwise might prove excessive. On its
westerly side the camp is bordered by a fine stream which has its
source in one ot those small lakes, or perhaps, as a better expres-
sion, large ponds so common on the mountain tops in this section of
the State. On the easterly side flows Peeks creek, quite a sizeable
stream as it debouches into the Hudson, separating the camp from
its other shore by a distance of perhaps 500 feet, and from that
shore to the Hudson River Railroad station in the village by possi-
bly an cighth or a quarter of a mile. Access from the camp to the
lower part of the village at this point is secured by swall boats
across the creek and thence by an omnibus, but the approach all of
the way by land carriage is accomplished by the main highway and
bridge some mile and a-half up the creek. The site is part ot a
farm belonging to what is known as the McCoy estate, of which
about ninety-seven acres were secured to the State by a lease for
one year from May 1, 1882, at $1,000, with the privilege of two
more years at the same annual rental, and of the purchase of the
fee for $13,000 at any time within the term of the lease. Upon the
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completion of the legal preliminaries, which consumed some time, as
the signatures of 2 number of heirs were required to perfect the lease,
work for the adaptation of the site to the purposes of the camp of
instruction was commenced under the directions of the Civil
Engineer, Mr. W. 8. Egerton, of Albany, assisted.by Mr. M. E.
Deegan, of the Ordnance Department, on the sixth day of June.
The ground was intersected by massive stone walls, subdividing it
into numerous parcels for farm purposes, all of which had to be
removed, together with a number of trees likely either to impede
the movements of troops or interfere with the location of the
tents. A large part of the ground had to be worked over where
there were irregularities, and the site generally graded, and a sub-
stantial road of easy grade was to be built leading from the main
highway at the foot of the bluff to the rear portion of the site, as
the farm road found on the premises was far too steep, narrow and
dangerous to be used. A steam force-pump, with the necessary
iron pipes and wooden tanks to deliver the water from the moun-
tain stream on the west of the grounds to the kitchen, and to the
various streets of the camp, was to be provided and arranged. A
wooden structure for a kitchen with its kit of ranges, boilers,
utensils, etc., a wooden platform 180 by 50 feet, and an immense
tent to erect over the same as a mess hall, and something over 400
wooden tent floors all had to be provided, the tents to be pitched,
the contractor with his stores for the supply of rations on hand,
and all to be in readiness on the morning of the first day of July
for occupation by the Twenty-third Regiment, the first one of the
regiments ordered in succession for service at the camp. All of
this, 1 am happy to say, was successfully and most satisfactorily
accomplished in time, thanks to the Chief of Ordnance, who, almost
continuously on the grounds, gave his personal attention to the
matters in hand under the general supervision and direction of the
Adjutant-General.. And likewise I may justly say thanks to
Lieutenant Colonel W. G. Burton, and to those faithful and effi-
cient non-commissioned officers, sergeants Abm. Spencer and M. F.
Ross, both of the Ordnance Department.

It was thought that the territory leased for the camp was suthi-
cient to amply include a rifle range, but when it came to be occu-
pied it was apparent that additional area was needed, and the Gen-
eral Inspector of Rifle Practice was therefore instructed to lease a
sufficient amount of the adjoining land to accomplish all that was
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required for a complete and satisfactory range, which he did at an
annual rent of $500. Ably seconded by his assistant, Colonel
J. G. Story, he was thus enabled to construct and equip an
admirable range with a skillful adaption of means to the end, per-
sonally creditable to him and his department.

With a view especially to this camp, and generally to the syste-
matic development of the infantry arm of the Guard, an order was
promulgated from the General Head-quarters on the twentieth day
of February, of this year, dividing the tactics of the arm into three
parts, the parts to be studied and practiced annually in their order,
under the supervision of the Department of Inspection, thus requir-
ing three years for the systematic completion of the tactics. Regi-
ments sufficiently progressed not being limited, however, to the
course for the year, but such course at least to be completed. Also, on
the twenty-fourth day of April, an order (General Orders No. 12,
c. 8.) was promulgated from the General Head-quarters, imparting,
tn ewtenso, a detailed knowledge of camp guards and the correct prac-
tice of guard mounting, by which every officer and enlisted man of
the Guard could obtain a thorough comprehension of his own specific
duties in connection therewith. Also a new form of the “ Morning
Report” blank and a new form of ¢ Pay-Roll,” to be daily kept
current with the morning report, and a mew form of * Guard
Report”” were issued to the Regiments ordered to the camp. All
of these preliminary steps, it is not too much to say, proved largely
conducive to the grand success of the camp. While the camp
grounds were in a state of preparation, it occurred to me that if
one of the regiments ordered to the camyp could be equipped in the
State service uniform, it might be productive of much good in
the direction of fostering the high -military esprit on which the
‘camp was based, to the development of which throughout the
Guard, has always been the aim and eftort of the present head
of this Department, and especially as it aftorded an admirable
opportunity, under most favorable circumstances, of introducing to
the inspection of the Guard and the citizens generally who might
gather at the camp, the recently promulgated State service uniform.
I resolved to avail myself, for this purpose, ot the balance in the
hands of county treasurers, standing to the credit of disbanded
organizations of the Guard, which the Adjutant-General, by chap-
ter 92 of the Laws of 1879, is authorized to draw in and expend
for the benefit of the National Guard, having received from the
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Attorney-General, in response to my application therefor, his
official opinion, in writing, that I was authorized “to use and
apply the balances therein referred to, to the benefit of the
National Guard, in such manner as you (I) may deem best.” I
thereupon proceeded to draw in the same, and informed the com-
manding officer of the Twenty-third Regiment — the first one to
occupy the camp —that I would aid the regiment in procuring the
service uniform, at the rate of twenty dollars per man, for 600
men of the regiment. Notwithstanding the best efforts of its
Colonel among the various tailors in New York, it proved, how-
ever, that the time was too limited to admit ot the men being
measured and fitted by the first of July. The uniforming of this
regiment was therefore deferred.

The Eighth Regimeut was under orders to be at the camp on
the nineteenth of July with two separate companies — the Second
trom Auburn and the Eleventh from Mount Vernon —to make
up the regiment’s strength to ten companies. This date it was
believed was sufficiently in the future to enable the accomplish-
ment of the uniforming of these organizations. The commanding
officer of this regiment was informmed that twenty dollars per man,
for 350 men of his regiment — it being a small one — as were also
the commanding officers of the two separate companies, that the
same amount per man, for fifty men of each company, would be
given by the State in aid of their procuring the service uniform.
Subsequently, being informed by the Chief of Ordnance that
speculators were purchasing up the limited supply of the cloth
requisite for these uniforms, and as the time was very short,
and as two of the organizations are located out of New York,
I directed him to make contracts «t once for the uniforms
for these organizations and to the limit above stated, but upon
further reflection I was satisfied that whatever the hazard it was
more the consistent course to conform to the method for the
keeping up of the uniforms as provided in the Code, namely,
through boards of audit and the county treasurers. I therefore
countermanded the instractions to the Chief of Ordnance, and noti-
fied the commanding officers of these organizations that the requi-
site sums as above stated, would be placed with the respective
county treasurers to the credit of their respective uniform funds,
for the procurement of the service uniform for each organization.
By this means the Eighth Regiment, with the two separate com-
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panies, as above stated, were enabled to march into the State
Camp of Instruction, fully equipped in the State service dress, and
thus add greatly to the eclat of the camp and of these State troops,
who were the first to have the honor of wearing the regulation
uniform. (For a detailed knowledge of the disbursal of the funds
in the hands of the Adjutant-General, above referred to, as far as
it has been used, reference is invited to the account contained in
Appendix “ A.”)

The organizations ordered to the camp, and their terms of service
thereat, were as follows :

The Twenty-third Regiment, from Jualy 1 to 8.

The Twelfth Regiment, tfrom July 8 to 14. ~

The Eleventh Regiment, from July 14 to 19.

The Eighth Regiment, Second and Eleventh Separate Companies,
from July 19 to 24.

The Forty-seventh Regiment and Seventeenth Separate Com-
pany, from July 24 to 29.

The Twenty-second Regiment, from July 29 to August 4.

Happily, through the able management of the Chief of Ordnance,
as Acting Quartermaster-General, these organizations were enabled
with military precision to arrive at and depart from the camp as
ordered by the General Tlead-quarters, without the slightest mis-
hap or confusion. So, also, thanks to the Paymaster-General, who
gave to the discharge of his departmental duties in connection
with the camp, much personal labor and supervision; and to his
assistant, Colonel W. G. Rice, and to the indefatigable Post-
Adjutant, Colonel Frederick Phisterer, of the Adjutant-(zeneral’s
Department, in his care that the pay-rolls should be kept running
pari-passwu correctly with the morning reports, the organizations
to a man were promptly paid off in full on their respective days
of departure, without in the least interfering with the military
procedure of the day, the payments being effected while the troops
were on the steamer chartered for their transportation. Indeed,
not a mowent of the required official duty was lost at this camp.

The daily programme of procedure as laid down in the orders
for instruction — General Orders No. 5. ¢. s. — was, save occasion-
ally in some of the minor points, faithfully and loyally carried out
by the various regiments on duty at the Camp, and the manceuvres
and ceremonies therein enjoined were for the most part creditably,

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and in some instances, as in the cases of the Twenty-second and
Twenty-third Regiments, most admirably executed. The officers
were painstaking and laborious in the discharge of their duties,
and the men seemingly actuated by a common desire to reap all
the benefit possible from this rare occasion, and, impelled by an
earnest spirit of emulation, sprang to their tasks with an alacrity and
zeal commendable in the extreme. Indeed, throughout the dura-
tion of this Camp the air of earnest military decorum for which
it was distinguished was unquestionably due to the high character
of the material of the regiments more than to another commend-
able fact, namely: the implicit obedience to the orders from the
General Head-quarters forbidding the use of intoxicating beverages
of any nature at the Camp.

To the able management of the Hospital Department, under
Major Joseph D. Bryant, surgeon of the Seventy-first Regiment,
detailed for service at the Camp as Post-Surgeon, aided by that
excellent hospital steward, Julius Imgard, who had charge of the
dispensary, and by the officers of the medical department of the
regiments for the time the same were on duty, together with the
favorable location of the Camp, in point of hygiene, may be
ascribed the very satisfactory condition of the health enjoyed by
the troops during the whole period of the duration of the Camp,
from July first to August fourth, both inclusive. Over twenty-six
hundred men, in one capacity or another, were on duty there, and
during the period not a death occurred, nor was there a single case
of serious illness or accident. It should be mentioned in this con-
nection, that during some seven days absence of Major Bryant at
the sick-bed of a very near relative, Surgeon E. A. Lewis, of the
Twenty-third Regiment, who had given evidence of superior pro-
fessional skill while his regiment was in Camp, was detailed by special
orders from the General Head-quarters to act as Post-Surgeon,
and it is gratifying to say that the selection proved in all respects a
happy one.

The annual inspection by the Inspector-General’s department, of
the organizations ordered to the camp, took place as prescribed in
the orders from the General Head-quarters, and I am gratified in
being able to say that the result of these inspections, together with
a comparison of the daily morning reports, utterly refute the hack-
nied idea entertained by a few individuals, officers of the Guard,
that the camp would be a failure, because the men could not attord
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to spare the time, or their employers the men for even a five days’
camp. The large per centage of attendance, however, at the camp
must forever put at rest that idea. In addition to these inspections
the Inspector-General’s department, through Col. T. F. Roden-
bough, Assistant Inspector-General, furnished daily reports which
. kept the General Head-quarters advised in detail of the current
condition of affairs.

In the arrangements for this Camp of Instruction it was never
contemplated.to furnish rations in kind to the troops. The few
days during which the men were to be in camp were too precious
to be employed in cooking. Knowledge of this character is very
soon acquired in campaign, besides it was too important to the wel-
fare and progress of the National Guard generally, that this
Camp of Instruction should be a success, but which would have
been greatly jeopardized had the men been fed on impertectly pre-
pared food, owing to the fevers and camp dysentery nccessarily
resulting therefrom. The troops were provided with cooked rations
divided into three meals per day — breakfast, dinner and supper —
served in a mess-hall under a contract with Mr. Louis Windholz,
a restaurateur of note in the city of Syracuse. I am happy to
report, in simple justice to the zeal, liberality and indefatigable
exertions -— almost night and day — of Mr. Windholz. and to the
industry of his large corps of employes, that the commissariat of
the camp was a pronounced success.

The total expense to the State of the Camp ot Instruction was
$81,253.73; of this sum $19,900.49 was contribated from the funds
in the hands of the Chiet of Ordnance arising from the public
sale, from time to time, of condemned military material belonging
to the State, and $1,000 from the surplus funds remaining to the
credit of disbanded organizations, and the remainder was paid out
of the appropriation for the expenses of the National Guard for
the fiscal year commencing on the 1st of October, 1881. All of
this was effected and the current expenses of the year paid, leav-
ing a balance on hand to the credit of the military appropriation
for the year of $77,635.28, as an addition to the military appro-
priation of the last Legislature for the fiscal year commencing on
the 1st of October, 1882.

The expenses of the Camp of Instruction, sub-divided among its
various needs, are as tollows :

Of the above sources of expenditure, save as to the items for labor,
pay, subsistence and transportation, and a few sundry expenses,
all remains on hand, in charge of the Chiet of Ordnance, either
securely stored at the State camp site at Peekskill, or in the New
York Arsenal, in readiness to renew the camp for the coming year.

It affords me extreme gratification to report the Camp of Instruc-
tion a complete success, at which there can be no doubt was afforded
to the troops on duty there a benefit surpassing what was held to
be of reasonable anticipation. Even the more élite regiments, in
some of the shades of campaign duties which go to the make up
of the alert and sturdy soldier, were found to have made marked
improvement within twenty-four hours of their advent at the
camp. Iu my previous Annual Reports I have earnestly, and at
length, urged the establishment of a Camp of Instruction; now
that it has been accomplished, I ean in no better way enlarge upon
its importance to the National Guard than by a reference to the
accompanying reports of the commanders of the organizations
which had the good fortune to discharge a tour of service there.
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Now that this camp has been successfully inaugurated, I trust it
may not seem inopportune to renew the suggestion of the purchase
by the State of the present site, and to develop the effort in the
direction of a school for the National Guard, to be kept current
during the usual vacation months of June, July and August of
each year, having a commandant of the post, with the rank and
pay of Brigadier-Greneral, with two instructors, having the rank
and pay of Colonel, a Post Surgeon, with rank and pay of Colonel,
and a Post Adjutant and Quartermaster, with rank and pay of
Captain. At this school lectures should be delivered, and the offi-
cers required to study and recite the tactics to be developed in the
field each day as laid'down in the orders of instruction, and no
organization should remain at the school for a less period than
eight days in any one year. It is confidently believed that if the
camp be fostered in the direction of a school, our National Guard
will soon inspire the confidence of citizens as worthily occupying
the plane of an armed magistracy for the preservation of the law
and order of the State, imperilled from whatever cause.

CoNCLUSION.

I cannot close this report without expressing my sincere thanks
to the Assistant and Acting Assistant Adjutants-General, Colonels
John 8. McEwan, Frederick Phisterer and John B. Stonehouse,
and to the corps of clerks who have so diligently and ably dis-
charged the several duties of their desks; to Mr. Edward B. Ten
Broeck, Chief Clerk, whose ability, thorough knowledge of his
duties and industry, entitle him to special mention ; to his assist-
ants, Brevet-Major Horatio P. Stacpole, Lieutenant Hugh B.
MecLean and Mr. George P. Allen, and to the faithful messenger
of the office, Mr. Christian Schurr. :

As this report terminates my official relations with you as Com-
mander-in-Chief, and as well with the National Guard of the State,
I desire to express herein to you personally, with my sincere thanks,
my high appreciation of the trust and confidence you have reposed
in me, with the assurance that throughout my official term I have
striven loyally and faithfully to do my whole duty to you and to
the State. ‘

1. The following named organizations, at the dates respectively
mentioned, are hereby detached from their proper Brigades and
Divisions, and detailed for tours of service at the Camp of Instrue-
tion, established by the State on the east bank of the Hudson
river, near Peekskill, in Westchester county, namely :

The T wenty-third Regiment will proceed to the Camp of Instruc-
tion on the first of July, proximo, and remain there on duty until
the afternoon of the eighth of that month.

The Eleventh Regiment will relieve the Twelfth Regiment at
the camp on the afternoon of July the fourteenth, and remain
there on duty until the afternoon of July the nineteenth.

The Eighth Regiment and the Second Separate Company, Cap-
tain W. M. Kirby, and the Eleventh Separate Company, Captain
J. M. Jarvis, will relieve the Eleventh Regiment at the camp on
the afternoon of July the nineteenth, and remain there on duty
until the afternoon of July the twenty-fourth.

The Forty-seventh Regiment and the Seventeenth Separate
Company, Captain Thomas Miller, Jr., will relieve the Eighth
Regiment, and the Second and Eleventh Separate Companies at
the camp on the afternoon of July the twenty-fourth, and remain
there on duty until July the twenty-ninth.
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The Twenty-second Regiment will relieve the Forty-seventh
Regiment and the Seventeenth Separate Company at the camp on
the afternoon of July the twenty-ninth, and remain there on duty
until the afternoon of the following Friday, the fourth day of
" Angust. ‘ . .

II. As the Regiments arrive at the Camp of Instruction, their

V. The order of duties as laid down in General Orders Nos. 5
and 12, current series, from these Head-quarters, will be rigidly
enforced by the Commanding Officer of each organization while at
the Camp ot Instruction, excepting as to rifle practice, which may
be omitted for this year.

VL. The organizations will be inspected and mustered at the
camp by the Inspector-General and the Assistant Iuspector-General,
at the dates and hours following, viz.: '

VII. Surgeon Joseph D. Bryant of the Staff of the Seventy-
first Regiment, is hereby detailed for service at the Camp of
Instruction as Post Surgeon. He will at once make requisition
upon the Chief of Ordnance, Acting Quartermaster-General, for
such medical supplies and transportations as in his judgment may
be needed at the camp during the tours of the organizations ordered
there, and on the morning of the first of July, prox., he will in
person report at the camp to the Adjutant-General or other Staff

VIII. The Surgeons of the regiments thus detailed will each

Brig.-Gen. Roserr SHAW OLIVER, Inspector-General S N.Y.:

Sir. — In addition to the daily field reports forwarded to your
office during the period of the encampment at Peekskill, I have
the honor to make the following remarks:

It is generally understood that the necessity for a State Camp
of Instruction has long been recognized by the Adjutant-General,
and that upon the failure to procure special and timely legislation
in the matter, it was determined to devote a portion of the money
saved by the disbandment of inefficient organizations toward the
maintenance ot a small camp, the site of which was selected about
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June first, and the preparations to occupy it were made only two
or three weeks before the arrival of the troops.

The location was singularly appropriate. Situated upon a biuff
north of the village of Peekskill, from which it was separated by
a wide creek, it overlooked, on the south, the Hudson river, up
which all supplies were brought by steamboat to the private dock,
connected by an excellent road (running by a temporary station of
the Hudson River railroad) with the camp. ~The communications
with the village were easily controlled, and, excepting for the pur-
pose of instruction, a very small guard would have been sufficient.
Two large springs of excellent water, which was conveyed through
pipes to the head of each company street, and to the kitchen, sup-
plied all need, except that a drought of twenty-five days so far
aftected the flow that it was not deemed expedient to sprinkle
the roads and streets during the last week, when the camp had
become rather dusty. A large pond near by would, however, have
been drawn upon if it had become absolutely necessary. The
entire property consisted of acres almost entirely level, fringed
with a thin growth of tinber, and comprising certain farm build-
ings, which were utilized as a Quartermaster’s storehouse and
stabling for officers’ horses. The soil was very porouns, and
absorbed moisture so readily that during two days of rain it was
not found necessary to ditch at all around the tents.

Under the direction of the Ordnance Department 300 wall-tents
and flies were carefully and regularly pitched and floored. Each
tent was fitted with two cots, two mattresses and pillows, two pairs
red Macinac blankets, two camp stools, wash-basins, buckets, etc.,
for the company officers and wen, while thirteen hospital tents and
extra flies, floored and furnished in a similar manner, were put up
for the use of General and Regimental Headquarters as gnarters
and offices. Suitable provision was also made for the hospital,
guard, telegraph office, officers’ sinks, etec.

About July first, the General Inspector of Rifle Practice was
authorized to construct a range north of the regimental tents, and in
the face of many obstacles in a few days succeeded in erecting six-
teen targets of the bonnet pattern, at which the troops were daily
exercised at all distances up to 500 yards, with excellent results, in
one case a regiment gualifying almost 100 per cent more men than
it had previously done at Creedmoor.
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The arrangements for subsisting the troops were very complete.
Proposals were called for in the usual way and the contract was
awarded to Louis Windholz, of Syracuse, an experienced and
responsible caterer, who agreed to furnish three meals per day, of
specified quality and variety, at thirty-three cents per meal per man.
Daily inspections prove that Mr. Windholz complied with his con-
tract in an exceptionally liberal spirit, furnishing fresh and salt
meats, fish, soup, vegetables, bread, milk, butter, coffee, tea and other
articles of superior quality and in the greatest profusion. The
kitchen was a substantial frame structure fitted up with improved
ranges and utensils. An immense mess-tent was at first erected
upon a wooden platform large enough for 600 men to mess at once,
but on account of occasional high winds a light wooden roof cov-
ered with tarred paper, was substituted. Small adjustable tables
capable of indefinite extension by a simple contrivance, wooden
stools, strong china dishes, and steel knivesand forks completed the
mess outfit ; the luxury of a Japanese paper napkin to each man at
each meal, was an extra attention on the part of the caterer.

Substantial wooden out-houses for men’s sinks were erected near
the stables, but too remote from the tents. These were kept in
good order and were daily disinfected.

The Post Hospital under the charge of Surgeon Bryant of the
Seventy-first Regiment, was supplied with the requisite camp and
garrison equipage, and comprised an unusually well-fitted dispen-
sary, with Hospital Steward Imgard (a well known druggist of New
York city), in constant attendance. '

The Twenty-third Infantry (of Brooklyun) was the first regiment
to arrive. On account of two days rain and certain other draw
backs peculiar to the inauguration of all new enterprises, the eight -
days allotted to this organization were found bardly suflicient to
carry out the programme prescribed. The Twenty-third was suc-
ceeded by Twelith Infantry (six days) the Eleventh, Eighth and
Forty-seventh Infantry (each five days), the Twenty-second Infan-
try (seven days), bringing up the rear. The Second and Eleventh
Separate Companies Infantry were attached to the Eighth Regiment,
and the Seventeenth Separate Company Infantry to the Forty-
seventh Regiment for camp duty. The condition and improve-
ment in these organizations have already been noted in the reports
of the muster and ivspection. The universal sobriety, decornm
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and cheerful and close attention to the prescribed routine of duty
was wonderful. There was, almost without exception, an evident
desire on the part of these officers and men to learn everything
possible during the encampment ; the necessity for a small corps
of instructors was paintully evident. The general health of the
troops was excellent.

The principal improvement noted was in matters of discipline,
military courtesy, guard duties, ceremonies and in field administra-
tion. The tour of duty, short as it was, tested Commanding
Officers, Adjutants, Quartermasters, Sergeant-Major and First Ser-
geants; the opportunity was a golden one for all Non-Commis-
sioned Officers and those who were brought in official contact with

Colonel Phisterer, A. A. A. G. and Post Adjutant, gained invalu-

able information as to their duties; the advice of this officer was
ot great benefit to all the Adjutants and to many of the Command-
ing officers.

Some defects noticed, which were not materially corrected in
camp, are as follows:

Individual set-up of a large proportion of the men ; short, slow
step acquired in the armory ; inability to clean the arms and
brasses thoroughly ; marching men too much at the carry ;” in
certain regiments, heretofore specified, there was a noticeable lack
of competent officers ; in skirmishing there was but little accom-
plished —the time wus too short; in many cases time was wasted
in the “school of the soldier ” over things which should have been
learned in the armory.

The experience gained in the camp at Peekskill has confirmed
my opinion, expressed in previous reports, that a camp of instruc-
tion cannot produce results adequate to the trouble and expense
without a permanent.commanding ofticer and corps of instructors,
with two or more organizations encamped together for at least ten
days; the benefit of mixing commands was illustrated almost
instantaneously in the combination of the Eighth Regiment with
two Separate Companies.

The natural advantages of the camp site recently occupied are
extraordinary, and it can be permanently secured to the State for

‘a comparatively small sum of money ; there are already certain
improvements ready for future use. A strong pressure in favor of
perpetuating the method of instruction for the National Guard
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will undoubtedly be brought to bear upon the next Legislature by
the troops that have experienced its benefits during this sammer.
An appropriation sufficient to purchase the property near
Peekskill, and to maintain it for a month or two annually as a
school of instruction, seems all that is desirable. The details of
its administration, fixing the pumber of instructors, plan of
instruction, ete., should be left epﬁre]y to the Commander-in-
Chief, being matters of regnlation covered by existing laws.

GeNERAL, — In compliance with your order of date, August 11,
1882, requesting “a report of the operations of this department,
and of my doings as Acting Quartermaster-General and Acting-
Commissary-General of Subsistence at the State Camp of' Instruc-
tion,” which was held at Peekskill, N. Y., from July 1 to Aungust
4, 1882 (both dates inclusive), I have the honor to submit the fol-
lowing report :

Upon visiting and inspecting the site which had been chosen, it
was found, as late as the tenth ot June (the earliest date at which
I was able to examine it after receiving your verbal instruc-
tions to do so), that the ground was quite ungraded and uncleared ;
without proper means of approach by road; devoid of a suitable
whart for landing troops and supplies from the steamboats ; and,
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also, without buildings, drinking water, or any accommodation
whatever for the many specific requirements of a military camp
in short, it was a piece of * virgin soil,” upon which, and to which,
practically, everything a camp needed remained to be done for
the shelter and subsistence of troops.

However, with tne valuable counsel of yourself, and the prac-
tical aid of engineer William S. Egerton, the work of grading,
clearing and otherwise fitting the ground for military occupancy
was accomplished within the very limited time of twenty days;
and on the first day of July, as had been appointed, the Twenty-
third Regiment was transported to the camp, and sheltered and
fed there.

Regarding the original lack of suitable means for approaching
the camp, I will say that it was found necessary to construct a road
about three-fourths of a mile'in length, to connect the old country
road leading to Roa Hook wharf with the camp site; the wharf
was also repaired, and made safe and fit for landing. In addition
to these labors a cook-house, thirty feet by fifty feet, was erected,
and supplied with the necessary utensils and appliances; four hun-
dred and eighteen (418) tent floors were laid, and a wooden plat-
form, 50 by 180 feet, for the tent mess hall was constructed. The
expense attendant upon all this could have been considerably
reduced had the time for effecting these works been longer, inas-
much as a smaller number of mechanics and laborers would, in
that case, have been employed, and none would have worked over-
time, as they did in this instance.

The intention of erecting a substantial and permanent mess hall
iv seemed necessary to abandon for this year’s camp, owing to our
limited time and heavy expenditures in other directions. Accord-
ingly a contract was entered into for the manufacture and erection
of a tent in place thereot, fifty (50) by one hundred and eighty
(180) feet, npon the raised platform before mentioned. A brict
experience of its use, however, developed its unfitness. It proved
unable to stand the occasional strong winds of a mountainous
region; and, it being impossible to adequately brace it, it was
blown completely down on the second day after its erection. The
construction of a temporary shed was therefore, under your direc.
tions, at once begun, and it served fairly well for the remainder
of the encampment. I recommend that a substantial building be

S
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put up for a permanent mess-hall, and believe that action will
ultimately prove to be not only the most suitable, but also the
most economical thing to do.

There being no water upon the immediate grounds selected for
the location of the tents, considerable expense for labor and water-
pipes to remedy that defect was necessitated, and it was found,
upon practical trial, that the supply thus secured from a neighbor-
ing streamlet was barely adequate to our needs; although the
quality was good, and there was no scarcity. Further considera-
tion of this subject, with a view to procuring a larger supply, is
desirable, as a tull and constant supply of good water is necessary
to the health and comfort of the troops. The conduit pipes used
this season” have been taken up and painted, and are now safely
stored. They will, of course, be available for the next encampment.

In regard to the shelter of the men, I would state that it was
determined, after consultation with you, to issue tents for six hun-
dred (600) men, together with such property incident thereto, such
as cots, mattresses, stools, blankets, pails, basins, etc., as might be
found necessary for their comfortable accommodation. The trans-
portation of this property was effected by contract ; exclusive use
of a barge for that purpose being secured at a cost to the State of
twenty-five (25) dollars a day, and fifty (50) dollars towage for each
trip from New York to Roa Hook wharf.

In accordance with your wish, that the camp should be “in
readiness at least one week before the opening day,” July first, I
caused the following property to be forwarded to the camp on the
twenty-fifth day of June, viz.:

300 wall-tents for privates.
20 wall-tents for officers.
13 wall-tents for field and staff officers.

5 wall-tents for non-commissioned officers.
24 wall-tents for musicians.
44 hospital tents.
12 ¢ A tents.
1,825 blankets.

750 cots.

800 mattresses.

600 camp stools.
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273 lanterns.

24 rakes (ground).
2,016 washbasins.
2,000 tin cups.

2 12-pdr. Napoleon guns.

24 camp kettles.

1 stretcher,
72 shovels.
24 pick axes.
6 crowbars.
3 wheel-barrows.

12 rakes (hay).

15,000 candles.

1,000 candlesticks.

The labor of pitching the 418 tents was performed by the
employes of this department, under my personal supervision ; each
tent being provided with a wooden floor, raised four (4) inches
from the ground, and all properly trenched. Suitable care for the
health of the troops seemed to render these wooden floors desirable
and necessary.

The transportation of the several military organizations (six
regiments and three detached companies) was effected by contract,
at a cost to the State of three hundred (300) dollars per round
trip; seven such trips in all being necessary between New York
city and Peekskill. The contractors performed their work to my
entire satisfaction (safety and care being conspicuous in their
management), and without loss or injury to any of the troops.

In my capacity as Acting Commissary-General for the camp, I
have the honor further to report that I contracted with Mr. Louis
Windholz, of Syracuse, for the subsistence ot the troops, at the
rate of one dollar a day per man. I was impressed with the neces-
sity of providing as amply as possible, consistently with economy
and the interests of the State, for a supply of food suitable to the
tastes and previous habits of the troops. Any very serious dete-
rioration in the kinds or quality of subsistence was to be avoided,
as likely to be detrimental to health, and therefore to eflicient
service while in camp. In this matter, especially, I feel confident
that my action will be approved. Sick men, or men enteebled by
under feeding, cannot be active or serviceable troops. In further-
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ance of this wish to avoid sickness among the men, the bill of fare
was modified from time to time, to suit the state of the weather
and other conditions: this course being recommended by the post
surgeon. There was no interruption to the regular supply of pro-
visions, except upon the first and second days; the destruction of
the mess tent on the second day causing some little confusion and
irregularity in the service of meals. In securing this general regu-
larity of supply in food, I was much aided by Special Orders No.
99 of the Adjutant-General’s office, placing the whole wmatter of
subsisting the troops in the hands of myself as Acting Commissary
General of Subsistence.

The appliances and utensils for cooking at the camp were fur-
nished by Bramhall, Deane & Co., and proved suitable and suffi-
cient for all requirements; they are still in good condition, well
cared for, and will, doubtless, serve for several vears’ use. Asa
means of facilitating the preparation and service of rations, I
would recommend the use of steam tables hereafter. They would
also prove to be economical,

The breakage and loss in the cutlery and crockery supplies were
small, and those articles were originally contracted for at low
prices. Only a small purchase in those supplies will be necessary
for next year’s encampment.

I beg leave to incorporate in this report the following statement
of expenditures made by me in connection with my duties as Com-
missary General of Ordunance, Acting Quartermaster General and
Acting Commissary General of Subsistence for the camp. . You
will perceive that it comprises the moneys paid for constructing
road, whart' repairs, work to improve and suitably prepare the site
(including grading), furnishing of equipments and supplies for the
camp, transportation of troops and camp equipage, subsistence and
water supply, and various minor needs, labor and supplies:

In- conclusion, permit me to say that the experiment of a State
camp for the National Guard has proved it to be quite practicable
to cheaply, safely and rapidly transport the troops composing it to
the site occupied this year, and also that it is easily within the
capacity of the various departments in which I have had the honor
to act in connection therewith, to properly shelter and subsist
them when there, without injury to their health, or any noteworthy
lack of comfort. The experience gained by this encampment cannot
fail to make it still easier to do so in sncceeding years, and cer-
tainly also with very much less expense to the State.

I refrain in speaking in detail in regard to the effects of the
encampment upon the improvement to the morale, and to the
soldierly qualities of the troops, or upon the addition to their
knowledge of the practical duties belonging to field and camp
gervice, as not being within my department; but I beg, neverthe-
less, the privilege of saying that in all these particulars the benefit
of the camp has been undeniably great, and entirely justifies the
policy of its establishment.

My thanks are due Colonel Frederick Phisterer, of the Adju-
tant-General’s Department, for very efticiently and willingly ren-
dered aid in the matter of accounts for subsistence, and I hereby
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acknowledge my obligations to him with great pleasure. Permit
me also to express my great satisfaction with Colonel Burton, for
his faithful and intelligent performances of the wmany arduouns
duties devolving npon him.

GENErAL—In accordance with your request, I have the honor
to present the following report of the work of the Pay Department
at the State Camp of Instruction :

The Paymaster-General and the Assistant Paymaster-General
were, by Special Orders No. 93, A. G. O,, . s., assigned to duty
at the camp. Lieut.-Col. W. G. Burton, of the Orduance Depart-
ment, was, by the same order, directed to report to me for duty.
His services being required however in the Department of the
Inspector-Geeneral of Rifle Practice, he was, by Special Orders No.
99¢, A. G. O.,c. 5., relieved from duty in the Pay Department.

The first decision to be made in providing for the payment of
the troops was the manner of payment. After careful considera-
tion of the various methods, it was concluded to pay by bank-
checks drawn to the individnal order of each officer and man. It
was also decided, in order to avoid taking any time from the duties
of the camp, to make the payments on board the boat conveying

‘each regiment home.

Requisition, approved by the Commander-in-Chief, was made by
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me upon the Comptroller for funds as they were needed to pay the
troops in camp. .

It was required of the various organizations that the rolls upon
which payments were to be made should be rendered in triplicate.
Upon these rolls, opposite the name of each officer and man, were
recorded the several days for which pay was due.

These rolls were signed by each officer and man, the signatures
witnessed and a certificate as to the correctness of the roll sworn to
before the Colonel of the Regiment by the Company Commandant.
Of these triplicate rolls one was retained by the company, ancther
by me and the third was sent as a voucher to the Comptroller of
the State.

The rate of pay allowed was in accordance with section 165 of the
Military Code. The checks by which payment was made were drawn
upon the Farmers’ National Bank of Hudson. They were also  pay-
able, if desired,” at the Hanover National Bank of New York city.

The plan of paying on board the steamer, on the way from camp,
seemed to be most satisfactory to all. This Department was thus
enabled to pay each Regiment in less than an hour’s time. The
Second Separate Company, of Auburn, Captain Kirby, was paid
at my quarters in camp. ,

REPORT OF THE GENERAL INSPECTOR OF RIFLE
PRACTICE.

Stare Camp oF INsTRUCTION, }
Prexskir, N. Y., August 4, 1882,

GENErAL. — I have the honor to report that on June ftitteenth,
ult., I received from the Commander-in-Chief permission to extem-
porize a riflerange at the State Camp, Peekskill, in order that the
troops ordered there might have at least partial practice, inasmuch
as the demand upon their time for encampment would render it
inexpedient to order them to Creedmoor during the present season.

As the ground secured for the camp proper afforded no availa-
ble location, negotiations were commenced with the Brothers
McCoy, owners of the adjoining farm, for land in the valley abut-
ting upon the north-west corner of the camp. Colonel Joseph G.
- Story, Asst. General Inspector of Rifle Practice, and Lient.-Colonel
Merbert S. Jewell, I. R. P. Second Division, having staked oft
suitable ground, it was, after some difficulty, secured at a rental of
$500, with the privilege of two years more at the same rate. This
included the right to remove trees, fences and all obstacles. The
range site is beautifully located between high hills. It measures
9,550 feet from south to north, and is 470 feet wide. The ground.
is somewhat broken ; but after locating the target pit, good firing
points were obtained at the proper levels for each of the military
distances; 200 yards more can be laid off if desirable, and by
sinking a new pit to the west and rear of the present one an excel-
lent 1,000-yard range is perfectly practicable. The backing of
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hills and absence of houses, roads or cultivated land at the north
affords more than usnal guaranty against casualties. At the shorter
distances, owing to the sheltered situation, cross-winds eannot enter
to perplex the rifleman just commencing practice; but at 500
yards, where the ground is more open, he is compelled to study
the principles of ‘¢ windage,” etc. A fine spring was found near
the 500-yard stakes. Two noble (hickory) trees at the west form
a pleasing feature of the scene. There are other shade trees close
at hand. The cool suuth wind sweeping up the range, even when
the heat is most intense in the neighboring camp, renders it an
agreeable resort at all times.

The question of the style of targets to be used for class practice
was determined after conference with a number of experienced
riflemen and inspectors (including my predecessor, Gen. Geo. W.
Wingate, and Lt.-Col. H. G. Litchfield, U. S. A, in charge of
rifle practice under Gen. Hancock), in favor of the canvass-cov-
ered, alternating frames. These were preferred to iron slabs, by
reason of the promptness with which they could be obtained (as
the time for preparation was very short), because they are more
economical ; because they can be grouped in smaller space ; because
they permit more rapid practice, and because their use is unattended
with danger to the eyes and lives of the markers from “splash.”
Experience has proved that in all these particulars their claims

were not overstated.

By the courtesy of P. Bonnett, Esq., the inventor of this target,
and secretary of the N. J. Rifle Association, I was enabled to
obtain several sets at once from the reserve stock of the Brinton
range. The others were manufactured for me under the super-
vision of Mr. Bonnett, who also gave his personal attention to
their erection and subsequent use for practice. He has made tre-
quent visits to the camp for the purpose, spending many hours
upon the range and laboring with his own hands in the target-pit.
As no compensation can be tendered him beyond the satizfaction
which he feels in seeing his targets in successtul use, I take this
opportunity of expressing my grateful appreciation of his valuable
services.

These targets are arranged in pairs, counter-balanced and run
upon vertical iron rods. While one is exposed its duplicate is in
the pit. The shot having been delivered, the act of pulling down
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the npper frame raises the other, upon which the marker indicates
the value of the shot with a disc, in the usual way, and it is imme-
diately ready for the next, while the marker ‘pastes” the hole
made by the first shot and is ready to shift again. In this way
the targets may be operated more rapidly than the men can take
position. In actual practice during the encampment, at one time,
130 shots on one target per hour were fired. Such extreme rapidity
is not, of course, necessary or advisable, until the men have been
instructed somewhat more deliberately.-

On this range the targets are hung in an original manner. In a
pit nine feet wide, a series ot timber frames, 6x9x7 feet each, inde-
pendent and perfectly rigid, are set at intervals of twenty feet from
centers for the six-foot (No. 2) targets. - These box-like compart-
ments are open longitudinally and lined laterally, each tenanted
by a pair of targets and a marker. In the intervals between the
No. 2 targets now in place, is set another series of boxes, four feet
wide, in which it is designed to place, eventually, as many No. 3
targets. Thus, when the range is completed, so far as the present
pit of 160 feet is concerned, it will accommodate no less than sixteen
pairs of targets or eight of each class. At present one target of
each pair is No. 2 and the other No. 3.

The volley targets were erected near the 400 yards firing point,
and fired at from 500 yards, thus saving the march back over the
range, to the short distance, after completion of individual practice.
The targets are of basswood, and the same as those used at Creed-
moor, except that they are divided vertically in three sections, to
counteract the tendency of an entire platoon to concentrate the fire
on the longitudinal centre of the target.

After unavoidable delays in securing the land and arranging for
labor, ground was broken for the pit on Tuesday, June twenty-
seventh. Great difficulty in digging was encountered, from the
nature of the soil. The paramount necessity of preparation for
the immediate accommodation of troops in the camp also detained
the carpenters. Therefore, when the Twenty-third Regiment
arrived, on July first, the range was not ready, and the blowing
down of the mess tent and consequent necessity of erecting a
wooden structure resulted in depriving that organization altogether
of facilities for rifle practice at the State Camp Range.

On July tenth, two pair of targets being in working order, the
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first shots were fired over the range by Colonel Story, and the
second by Mr. Bonnett. Practice by the troops, the Twelfth Regi-
ment being on the ground, then began at once. Each day the
facilities were increased by the addition of a pair of targets, until
seven sets of six-foot frames and one set of four-foot frames were in
position. Thenceforward, during the continuance of the camp,
the range was in constant use. No accident of any kind took place,
and nothing occurred to delay or impede the practice.

The most approved method of practice, as the conditions were
novel, could only be perfected by experience, and was partially
carried out by the Fortyseventh and Twenty-second Regiments
only. In future encampments I would suggest that the regimental
organizations should be divided into four detachments, as nearly
equal as possible, to proceed successively to the range under
a Field Officer, and each complete, first, general practice, in one
halt day, the men being excused from all other duty for the occa-
sion. This insures the promotion of a large number to the second
class, who are thus made practically familiar with the discharge of
fire-arms, while many exhibit or acquire proficiency at once. The
rest of the time spent by the Regiment in camp can be devoted to
second practice and the qualification of marksmen, without risk
of disappointment as to the main duty, from weather, unexpected
ceremonies or other distractions. In case there is not time tor
firing in ranks on the same day with class practices, it shounld take
place as “ company drill” at the allotted time for that exercise on
the following morning.

The relative proficiency of the troops which have practiced at
the State Camp range is exhibited hereafter in tabulated form and
in the order of merit respectively designated. It should be pre-
mised, however, that in some ot the organizations, owing to cir-
cumstances, full and satisfactory practice could not be obtained,
and therefore the comparison should not be considered as absolute.
The opportunity for voluntary second practice at Creedmoor, in
matches and otherwise, may, of course, modify the figures and
change the relative standing when the full report of practice for
the year is made up.

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I desire to express special satisfaction with the manner in
which the work was done by the Eleventh Regiment, who greatly
improved their record and fully demonstrated their ability to
become a first-class shooting organization.

No regular provision having been made for rifle practice in the
general tour of duty. I am much indebted for the co-operation of
all the Colonels who complied cheerfully with requests emanating
from the department as to hours, details, etc., and evinced a sincere
interest and ambition for the success of rifle practice at the
camp.

My assistants, Colonel J. G. Story and Lieutenant-Colonel Chas.
E. Orvis, have very ably supervised the practice generally, and the
regimental inspectors, Captains Decker of the Twelfth Regiment,
Kneeland of the Eleventh, Barker of the Eighth, Brown of the
Forty-seventh, and C. T. Smith (acting) of the Twenty-second,
have discharged their arduous duties to my entire satisfaction.
I would mention Captains Kneeland aud Brown as worthy of
special comimendation.

Ouly four “ State Scorers” have been on duty, the others needed
having been supplied by details. Chief-of-Scorers J. Frank, a
member of the Twelfth Regiment, has had general charge of the
scoring. But one irregularity in scoring has been detected, both
parties to if being members of the Forty-seventh Regiment. By
order of Colonel Tuttle they were placed under arrest and charges
have been preferred.

The targets were served by competent markers under the direc-
tion of Chief Marker Thomas Brennan.

The assistance ot the employes of the Ordnance Department,
especially Sergeants Ross and Spencer, in the delivery of ammuni-
tion and other supplies, has been efficiently rendered. Sergeant
Spencer deserves especial mention for the masterly manner in
which, at a certain critical period of construction, he took personal
direction of the gang of laborers and »ushed the range to comple-
tion, thereby obviating a delay of several more days.

In conclusion I am pleased to inform you that camp duty in rifle
practice has been, on the whole—and considering the limited facili-
ties and the conflicting pressure of other work—a decided success.
It has proved something more than the “partial practice ” which
it was designed at first to obtain, and, if in any respect less showy
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than the full experience of special days at Creedmoor in former
years, has been practically quite as beneficial to the troops.

Major-General Freprriock Townsexp, Adjutant-General, S. N. Y.:

GexeraL. — I beg leave to submit the following report relative
to the facts of a medical interest bearing upon the New York
State Camp of Instruction :

The ground selected for the camp is a fine plateau, about one
hundred and ten (110) feet above the level of the Hudson river,
which it overlooks, and by which it is bounded on the southerly
side. On the northerly portion a high, rocky hill is seen, which is
somewhat sparsely covered by cedars and the forest trees charac-
teristic of this region. On the easterly and westerly sides are
ravines, into the southerly portions of which flows the tide-water
of the Hudson. Further up they receive the water from the
small highland creeks, which have their origin from the numerous
springs in the valleys to the north, and likewise collect the water
from the sharply defined water-sheds {leading to the ravines.
The easterly, westerly and southerly sides of this platean are
quite densely fringed with a luxuriant foliage of thrifty trees.
These facts, while entirely descriptive in character, exert an
important influence upon the hygiene of the camp. The hills on
the northerly portion, and those forming the ravines upon the
easterly and westerly sides, greatly impede the winds coming from
those directions. The winds must, perforee, come either trom the
southerly direction or from the northerly, down the ravines before
mentioned, and will, in either instance, tend to carry any paludal
influences away from the camp. Its high elevation above the
water level likewise exerts its sanitary influence, while the dense
foliage exercises its absorptive powers upon all miasmatic emana-
tions. The natural advantages of the water supply render it easy
to provide the necessary amount of this important adjuvant to camp
life. The exposed elevation and surrounding hills, while they tend
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to produce hot days, always bring cool and refreshing evenings
and nights. The soil is sandy, and consequently porous, the sub-
stratum consisting chiefly of coarse sand and gravel, thereby allow-
ing easy escape of surface water and promoting good drainage ;
with an ordinary outlay, all kitchen slops and such other fluids as
result from the cooking and preparation of food, and from measures
of cleanliness, can readily be conveyed to a distance that will
render them eutirely innoxious. It would seem that nature has
endowed this spot with all of the natural advantages necessary to
the special purpose for which it has been selected. She has even
treated kindly those objects of historical interest coincident with
the early history of our country, as if to preserve them as objects
to incite coming generations with that patriotic valor which ren-
dered this encampment possible ; also, by their presence, to create
within the bosom of the present generation the will to emulate
the valor of those by whom they were erected. The railroad and
water communications render it easy to convey troops to the camp,
unattended by the exposure and hardships caused by the marching
of long distances by inexperienced troops. Although, while it is
not readily accessible to civilians, it is sufficiently convenient to
invite the presence of all of those who may feel an interest in its
object and success. These communications likewise render it
always practicable to provide the necessary supplies in the freshest
condition and at the least possible expense. The conveniences to
meet the natural demands of men consisted of three (3) sinks;
one for General Head-quarters, one for the officers connected with
the Regiment in camp, and one for the rank and file of the Com-
mand. The one for the use of the men was located in the rear of
a barn, at not less than two hundred (200) yards from the nearest
tent; the barn, together with a rocky ridge, covered with a growth
of small trees, intercepted all possible odors and views from the
direction of the camp. The night-soil was caught in tubs, which
were emptied between the hours of ten and twelve p. M. daily,
after which each tub was scrubbed and cleansed by a strong solu-
tion of sulphate of iron, a portion of which was caused to remain
in the tubs to disinfect the night soil as it collected. At ten A. m.
of the following day, chloride of lime was thrown into each tub
to still further correct the offensive odors; in addition to this, the
seats were scrubbed daily. On several occasions they were washed
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with a strong solution of carbolic acid, to hinder the propagation
of the parasites which commonly infest all sinks and water-closets
_ patronized by a cosmopolitan class. The absence of a urinal was
a serious obstacle to the cleanliness of the seats of the sinks allotted
to the men. ‘One should be constructed ’ere another encampment
be had. This is not suggested in a spirit of criticism, but with
full knowledge of the short time at your disposal for the construe-
tion of the camp, and the subsequent ill luck caused by the demo-
lition of the mess tent by the wind, and the necessary construction
of a mess hall, which absorbed all of the time and most of the
working energy at your disposal. The sinks at General Heaa-
quarters, and those for the use of the officers of the Commands,
were constructed on the trench system ; fresh earth and disinfect-
ants were used twice daily, to destroy offensive odors. Each oune
was provided with proper seats and a proper urinal. The kitchen
and mess hall were ample in all respects to fulfill the demands
of the occasion. All of the garbage, slops and night soil
wae removed from the camp in proper receptacles, and buried
at the expense of the State. It seems that if the neighboring
farmers could realize the amount of fertilizing material and
swill thus wasted, that their knowledge of its worth would lead
them to seek the opportunity to remove it, even at some little
expense to themselves. The waste water was thrown into deep
cesspools, filled with cobblestones; the nature of the soil allowed
it to readily escape into the surrounding earth. This method how-
ever can but be considered a temporary expedient, since good
hygiene demands that all snch fluids shall be discharged beyond
the limits of habitation. This is a matter which can easily and
will, no doubt, be thoroughly remedied before another season.
The style and arrangement of the tents, the tongued and grooved
flooring in them, with the free ventilation beneath it, all added a
most attractive feature, as well as elements of safety and comfort to
the men. The quality, quantity and variety of the food furnished
was at all times sufficiently fresh, ample and varied. The propor-
tionate excess of meat over the cereal element should, in the future,
be avoided. The daily amount of meat consumed by each man
was, no doubt, largely in excess of that usually eaten. Bathing is
an agent of healthfulness, which the natural advantage attached to
the camp can readily admit of, and in a less plebian style than
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characterized its acceptance by many of the members of the com-
mands. A small outlay only will be sufficient to erect suitable
accommodations at a proper distance from camp, and their popu-
larity will, no doubt, convince the most skeptical mind that to the
citizen soldier of this State ‘““cleanliness is next to Godliness.”

Agreeably to your wishes it was the aim of myself to so con-
struct the Medical Department of the Post that no animadversion
bearing upon the quantity, quality, variety and dispensing of the
medicines at all times could arise. With these objects in view it
was thought best to have an extemporized drug store, which should
be presided over by a competent druggist, who should, along with
those who might make requisitions upon the department, be
governed by strict rules which, if carried out, would prevent the
possibility of any abuses on the part of those who prescribed or dis.
pensed the supplies. 1 was fortunately able to secure the services
of Sergeant Julius Imgard, Hospital Steward of the Seventy-first
Regiment, who had long been a practical druggist. The variety
and amount of medical supplies necessary were, on my recom-
mendation, secured by him and properly labeled and arranged to
facilitate easy and rapid dispensing. To the Surgeons of the Regi-
meuts were given a classified list of the drugs arranged alphabeti-
cally, also according to their preparations and actions. You will
readily understand that if a particular drug were required, its
presence could be sought for under its alphabetical heading. If a
variety of the tinctures in stock was desired, the Surgeon had but
to look at the classification of preparations. If he desired an
astringent, tonic, ete., ete., he had but to look at the list classified
according to action. The surgical supplies were listed in the same
book, and so arranged that each could be provided at a moment’s
notice. To the Surgeons were given prescription pads, of which
the annexed is an example :

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Into the book containing the drug list before mentioned were
- legibly inscribed the following rules to Surgeons:

“1st. No medical or surgical supplies will be dispensed unless
ordered by a Surgeon officially connected with this camp, and then
only when the order is written upon the blank furnished for that
purpose, which must be properly filled out and signed by the Sur-
geon so ordering.

“2d. Surgeons of Regiments are requested to notify the Post
Surgeon at once of any inattention or carelessness manifested by
the one in charge of the dispensing department.”

Likewise the following rules were made to govern the action of
the Hospital Steward of the Post :

‘“1st. The Hospital Steward in charge of the dispensing depart-
ment will notify the Post Surgeon at once of any inattention of
other Hospital Stewards, or of the failure of any Surgeon to prop-
erly fill out the blanks, or to otherwise fail to comply with the
preceding sections. (See Directions to Surgeons.)

“2d. The Hospital Steward of the dispensing department shall
notify the Post Surgeon of any orders made upon his department
by Surgeons which he is unable to fill, and also of the impending
necessity of new or fresh supplies.

“3d. The Hospital Steward of the dispensing department, or
some one competent, shall be present at the dispensing department
at all hours of the day and night.” ‘

It will be seen that the prescriptions compounded became the
vouchers of the druggist, and should show the exact disposition
made of the medical and surgical supplies ; not only this, but when
taken in connection and compared with the daily report of the
Surgeons they indicated the uses to which the medicines were
applied, and in this manner served to point to any abuses relating
to their application or dosage. I desire, however, to add in this
connection, that the high order of the gualifications of the Regi-
mental Surgeons rendereq this element of precaution entirely
superfluous. It affords me pleasure to add that the medical depart-
ment worked admirably, not a complaint, so far as I know, was
made ; but on the contrary, frequent and earnest expressions of
satistaction were heard from the various Surgeons commendatory
of the completeness of the supply and promptness of the dispensing.
The large number of prescriptions written would seem to indicate
a large sick list ; but such was not the case, which is readily per-
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ceived when the list of those “ill in hospital,” “in quarters,” and
“ excused on account of illness,” is consulted. The large preserip-
tion list and large number prescribed for arose from the fact that
not the slightest thing, for the most trival complaint or injury,
could be obtained without it were ordered upon a properly filled-
“out prescription blank. The whole number prescribed for in each
organization does not represent different individuals, but is the
aggregate of the number who presented themselves, each day, irre-
spective of individuality. In many instances the same individual
suffered from a multitude of complaints or fancies, each ot which
received a separate prescription. Often it was necessary to repeat
or change the treatment of the same individual during the day,
which accounts for the greater nnmber of prescriptions issned than
persons prescribed for. Your attention is respectfully called to
the classified list of the disorders for which the medicines were dis-
pensed. The temperature record of each day is given, in order to
easily note its influence upon the current disorders. I would
respectfully suggest that in future encampments suitable apparatus
be provided to make a more complete record of the meteorology of
the Post. The supervision of the medical state of the camp, proper
sanitary condition of the sinks, etc., was attended to by the Surgeons
of the regiments in camp. A careful scrutiny of their duties
on my own part served but to confirm, in the majority of
instances, the feeling of confidence I had possessed of their
sincerity and strict sense of duty. If the medical officers of many
of the Regiments had been stricter in their requirements of those
who desired their services and the benefit of the State drug store,
the list prescribed for would have been much less, and no injustice
would have been done them. The practice of allowing men to solicit
their aid and advice, at all times and places, for real and fancied ail-
ments, on their individual responsibility, is to be condemned. The
men should be taught to present themselves at the proper time and
place, and be accompanied by the proper officer; otherwise they
will not receive attention. With but one or two striking excep-
tions, the hospital stewards connected with the various organizations
were graduates in medicine or pharmacy ; this is as it should be.
No one not possessed of the knowledge of the properties and powers
of ordinary drugs should be permitted to act in this capacity.

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An examination of this consolidated report, based upon the daily
reports made by Surgeon Lewis, shows that many men suffered
from the effects of heat during the first three days. This is easily
explained. On the day of leaving their armory, July first, the
weather was hot and very sultry; the distance from the armory to
the point of embarking was considerable, and the men were unused
to exposure and hardships; if to these conditions a street parade
be added while en route, it need not seem unexpected if numbers
of the men suffered from prostration, due to the heat, and were
obliged to fall from the ranks. A little self-denial on the part of
Regimental Commandants will dbviate, to a great extent, all such
dangers. Moreover, an organization will make a much better
appearance, with comparatively little danger to the men, if the
parades be dispensed with until returning home. The disturb-
ances attributable to the exposure to wind and rain, such as colds,
rheumatisms, etc., etc., are to be readily accounted for by consult-
ing the temnperature record at the end of the consolidated report of
the command. The gastro-intestinal disturbances bear a direct
relation to the entrance of the regiment into camp, with its attend-
ant changes in diet, the exposure, different surroundings and sundry
other minor influences, some of which are more problematical than
practical in character.

The contusions, sprains and scalp wounds were caused by the
falling of the mess tent, which was blown down on July second,
7:45 A. M., while the men were at breakfast; also by the overturn-
ing of a carriage containing members of the regiment who were
returning to camp. The case of dysentery noted on the seventh,
which was sent home by request of the Regimental Surgeon, was
entirely of a sporadic nature. All the cases of malaria noted were
of a chronic type. The high per centage of men prescribed for on
the third and fourth was due largely to accidental causes and the
inclemency of the weather; to these may be added the fact that
a majority of the members occupied sedentary positions, or were so
circumstanced at home that medical advice was quite as often a
luxury as a necessity. The physical stamina of the men was com-
paratively good. All matters relating to the medical and surgical
department of this organization were faithfully performed, and its
officers have occasion to congratulate themselves upon the efficiency
of this department.
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TwerLrre REGIMENT.

It will be noticed that no men were reported “ill in quarters,”
or “excused from duty,” on account of illness, while ten men were
reported as having been “ill in hospital.” It seems, therefore, to
have been the practice of the Regimental Surgeons to transfer to
the hospital all such as were unable to perform duty. I cannot too
highly commend this practice. Men who are indisposed enough
to be excused from duty should be placed'where they will not be
subjected to the annoyances and confusion of tent life; not alone
this, but the presence of a comfortably sick man, excused from all
duty, and subjected to no restraint or discipline other thar the
taking of" an occasional dose, has not an inspiring effect upon the
members of a certain class, many ot which can be found in every
Regiment of the National Guard. Had this practice been followed
by many of the other Surgeons their reports would have shown a
far less number “excused from duty on account of illness.” I am
unable to satisfactorily account for the high “ per centage of men
prescribed for daily,” unless in addition to the effect of the heat
and other contingencies of camp life an indulgent Surgeon encour-
aged the belief, on the part of the men, that the novelty of the
situation could be tully appreciated only by active participation.
One man was returned home on the day of arrival, on account of
illness due to chronic malaria.
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EveventE REGIMENT.

The per cent of men prescribed for daily is, when compared with
that of many other regimental organizations which were encamped
under similar circumstances, very striking. This Regiment is
composed almost entirely of Germans, men who, in the large
majority of instances, labor by the week to support themselves
and families. With them soldiering was a duty which was attended
to with that fidelity characteristic of the German nature. They
ate their meals regularly and heartily, worked faithfully, slept
soundly, and eschewed the drug department. They evinced no
disposition to cultivate morbid fancies, and only such as needed
the aid of the Surgeon consulted him. But one man was in the
hospital, and he remained but two days; after which the almost
stereotyped ‘ hospital is empty,” “every man reports for duty,”
was seen on the daily reports of the Regimental Surgeon.

Eienre ReeiMeNnT.

This command while in camp included the Eleventh and the
Second Separate Cotpanies. The per cent prescribed for in this
command is less than that of many others. The most striking
fact, however, is to be noticed when the per cent records of the
Separate Companies are compared with that of the Regiment.
The local conditions surrounding these organizations were pre-
cisely the same. The dietetic, climatic and other influences were
entirely identical, yet it will be seen that the per centage of appli-
cations for medical aid was far less in the country companies
(Second, of Auburn, and Eleventh, of Mt. Vernon) than the asso-
ciated city Regiment. Can this be attributed to a better physical
organization ¢ — for the Second Separate Company was a splendid
body of men; so, also, was the Eleventh. If so, then city regi-
ments should use greater care in enlisting men ; they should, if
need be, subject themn to the careful scrutiny of a surgeon. Can
it be due to the better influences surrounding the men while at
home? Better hygienic advantages? Better habits .of life? If
such be the case, then should steady habits be an enforced requisite
to enlistment. On the other hand, the country organizations
which are in possession of the vigor displayed by the Separate
Companies should be fostered, and when feasible, encourage-
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ment should be given to the formation of similar organizations
elsewhere.

On July twenty-second it was thought best to exclude meat from
the supper list, and the following bill of fare was substituted and
approved in lieu of the former one, on the recommendation of
Surgeon Bruce, of the Eighth Regiment : Corn bread, syrup, oat-
meal, milk, bread and butter, cheese and coffee.

It will be seen that the number of men prescribed for was less
thereafter, but it is probably quite as rational to attribute this to
acclimation as to the partial change in diet, since this supper bill
was not adhered to sufficiently thereafter to form a credible basis
from which to draw reliable conclusions. No objection was made
on the part of the men to this partial change.
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Ewnre Reciment, N. G.
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Evvevents SerarateE CoMPANY.

Disorders for which medicines were prescribed.
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ForTY-sEVENTH REGIMENT.

This Command, in addition to the Regiment proper, comprised
the Seventeenth Separate Company. The oppressive heat which
occurred during its entire encampment made it particularly impos-
sible for the performance of all the duties assigned to it. On the
day of inspection, eleven men were overcome by the heat, and fell
from the ranks. This result, while excited by the power of the
heat, had for its predisposing causes the loss of sleep, due to heat
and guard duty, and was adso too often dependent upon the sky-
larking which had a marked existence in this organization. The
associated separate country company showed a proportionately
lesser sick list than its fellow organization. Too great caution
cannot be enjoined npon those who are exposed to heat in reference
to securing all possible rest at night. Sleepless nights, combined
with a daily exposure to severe solar influences, are certain to be
followed, in most instances, by serious results; fortunately, how-
ever, all the men made a rapid and satisfactory recovery.

TWENTY-SECOND REGIMENT.

This command entered camp under favorable meteorological
influences, which continued to improve during its stay. Nothing
of a special medizal interest occurred to it. Not one was in the
least seriously affe¢ted by any of the disorders incident to camp
life. Its camp policing was superior to that of any preceding com-
mand, and in all matters relating to the sanitary conditions of the
camp and healthfulness ot the men the necessary precautions were
taken. The prescription list, though large, was chiefly composed
ot remedies administered for the minor ailments and fancies of the
men, many of which, had they been engaged in the routine duties
of citizenship, would not have been entitled, in their own opinion, -
to the dignity of being considered worthy of the attention of the
- family physician.
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The following tabulated statement shows the amount of quinine,
whisky, and brandy dispensed to the various organizations :

Hreav-Quarrers TwenTy-rHIRD REGIMENT, N. G. 8. N. Y. }
BroorryN, July 8, 1882.

GenErRAL.— I have the honor to make the following report of
the duty performed by this Command at the State Camp of Instruc-
tion, in compliance with Special Orders No. 83, c. s., from Gene-
ral Head-quarters, S. N. Y.

The Regiment assembled at its armory on Saturday, July first,
at 1.30 p. M., in full dress uniform, with knapsacks containing the
fatigue uniform, and with overcoats rolled thereon, the new State
helmet being worn as the full dress hat in place of the shako.

The total number present was 608.

As directed in paragraph 11, General Orders No. 12, ¢. s.,
General Head-quarters, S. N. Y., a guard was detailed, consisting
of one Captain, ags Officer of the Day, one First and one Second
Lieutenant, as Officers of the Guard, two Sergeants and three Cor-
porals and thirty-seven Privates. ‘

At 2.05 the line of March was taken up for Jewell’s wharf, where
the Regiment embarked on the steamer Columbia, which left the
dock at 3.30 p. M.

During the march twelve or fifteen members of the Command
were overcome by the extreme heat, but by prompt and efficient
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action of the medical department they quickly recovered, and all
but three were able to march from the steamer to the camp ground.

Reaching Roa Hook at 6.30 p. m., I directed Lt.-Colonel John
B. Frothingham to take command, and proceeded in person to
report my arrival to Major-General Frederick Townsend, Adjutant-
General S. N. Y. ,

After a few moments delay, caused by a passing shower, the
Regiment disembarked, the guard in advance, and marched to the
the camp, which had already been pitched; the guard proceeded
at once to its post, and the Regiment was dismissed without cere-
mony, to prepare for supper, the call for which was sounded at
715 ». m. The lateness of arrival rendered it necessary to dispense
with the ceremouny of dress parade.

Tattoo was sounded at 9.45 and taps at 10.30 ». M.

Sunpay, July 2.

Reveille sounded at 5 A. M. Guard mount at 8.30 A. M.

Religious servicessat 11 A. m., the Regimental Chaplain, Captain
Charles H. Hall, officiating. In consequence of the mess tent
being blown down, as herein noted, the services were held in the
open air.

By special request the ceremony of dress parade was permitted,
which was executed at 7 p. M., together with escort of the color.

Tattoo sounded at 9.45 and taps at 10.30 ». M.

The rain of Saturday had caused a shrinkage of the tents and
guy ropes, and as they dried out this morning they became very
slack. No attention being paid to tightening them up, the strong
wind blowing from the north caused the mess-tent to fall just
after the Regiment had sat down to breakfast, demolishing some
of the tables, crockery and lamps, and scattering the food about
the platform. A few slight injuries resulted to some of the com-
mand, and the occurrence suggested what might have resulted if
the accident had taken place the night before when the kerosene
lamps suspended about the tent-poles were lighted. The fallen
tent was quickly cleared away, and the meal finished in the open
air.

The morning report for this day showed a total strength in
camp of 613.
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Monpay, July 3.

Reveille at 5 . M. Company drill from 6 to 7.10 a. m., includ-
ing instruetion in skirmishing, donble step and salutes.

Guard mounting at 8,30 a. M.

Battalion drill from 9.10 to 11.45 a. M., including formation of
battalion (in quick and double time), escort of the color, rear open
order, alignments, marching by flauk and by flank of subdivisions,
manual of arms and firings.

Dress parade at 7 ». M., during which ceremony the good results
of the battalion drill were noticed.

Tattoo at 9.45, and taps at 10.30 p. m.

Morning report for this day showed total strength in camp 654.

Turspay, July 4.

Reveille at 5 a. ». The annnal inspection and muster being
ordered for this day, company and battalion drills were omitted.

Guard mount at 8.30 a. m.

At 9.30 a. M, the Regiment formed for reviéw and inspection by
Colonel Theophilus F. Rodenbough, Assistant Inspector-General,
S.N. Y., Lt.-Colonel John B. Frothingham taking command as the
inspecting officer was junior in rank to the commandant of the
Regiment.

The muster showed 666 present, sixty absent.

A rain storm commencing shortly after 12 M., brought the cere-
monies to a hasty termination, and the inspection of quarters was

postponed.

A national salute was fired at 12 m., by a detachment under orders
from DBrigadier-General D. D. Wylie, Comnmissary-General and
Chief of Ordnance, S. N. Y.

Dress parade omitted on account of storm.

Tattoo sounded at 9.45, and taps at 10.30 ». M.

The storm rendered it necessary to utilize a small platform
covered by a tent, which was intended for the unse of visitors and
guests, and also to set tables in the cook-honse; the Regiment
being fed by detachments.

Morning report this day showed total strength in camp 666.
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WEDNESDAY, July 5.

Reveille at 5 A. M.

The storm continued all day, and company and battalion drills
and dress parade were dispensed with.

Undress gnard mount at 8.30 A. M.

Retreat sounded at 7.35 ». M.

Tattoo sounded at 9.45, and taps at 10.30 p. M. ,

Morning report showed total strength in camp 557.

THursDAY, July 6.

Reveille at § a. M.

Company drill necessarily omitted on account of the wet and
muddy condition of the ground.

Battalion drill from 9.10 to 11.40 A. m., including form to and on
the right or left into line; form column of fours front into line,
march by flank of subdivisions, and again in column of fours and
column of companies and form line ; form column of companies and
march in column at full distance ; change direction ; form column at
tull distance into line ; manual of arms and firing ; column of fours
front into line. In the firings, blank cartridges were used to the
extent of about 3,400 rounds.

Inspection of Quarters at 2 ». m., by Colonel Theophilus F. Roden-
bough, Assistant Inspector-General, S. N. Y.

Dress parade at 7.10 ». M.

Tattoo at 9.45 and taps at 10.30 p. M.

Morning report this day showed total strength in camp 495.

Frivay, July 7.

Reveille at 5 A. M.

Company drill from 6 to 7 a. m., including skirmish manual,
double step, right (and left) by twos and files, single rank move-
ments, wheelings.

Guard mounting at 8.30.

Battalion drill from 9 to 11.40 A. M., including manual of arms
and firings ; break from the right and march to the left in column
of fours; form column of fours 'and column of compaunies into
line by two movements ; double column of fours ; form the double
column front into line in double time and to the right into line in
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quick time; ploymeut of Battalion into close column; change
front ; skirmish drill. About 4,500 blank cartridges used in the
firings.

Dress parade at 7 ». M.

Tattoo at 9.45, taps at 10.30 p. u.

Morning report this day showed total strength in camp 498.

SaTURDAY, July 8.

Reveille at 5 a. m.

Company drill omitted to permit men to pack up.

Battalion drill from 9.10 to 11 A. M., including manual of arms ;
firings by company, wing, rank and battalion, in which about
2,000 blank cartridges were nsed ; alignments; column of fours on
the left and to the right; close column of divisions and compa-
nies; form column of fours from close column ; take wheeling dis-
tance and form line from close column ; form columnn of companies
from line ; form single rank ; form double rank; on right and left
into line in single and double rank; form column of fours from
column of companies; form line from column of companies ; close
column of companies from column of fours; deploy the close
column of divisions into line ; change direction by left flank.

The morning report for this day showed total strength in
camp 498,

At 2.30 the Regiment formed to leave camp.

The Twelfth Regiment arrived at 3 ». m.. The customary salutes
were exchanged, and the camp turned over to Colonel S. V. R.
Cruger, Commanding Twelfth Regiment, N. G. 8. N. Y.

The Regiment embarked vn steamer Long Branch at Roa Hook,
leaving that point at 4 ». M., reaching Jewell’s dock at 7.15 p. M.
The line of march was taken up to the armory, where the Regiment
was dismissed.

During the entire tour of duty, good discipline was observed by
the Command, and strict attention was paid to all duties required.
The health of the men was good during the whole time, there being
but three cases of sickness of a serious nature. The benefits
derived from this encampment were very noticeable, in the increased
steadiness of the men and promptness in execution. If it were
possible and practicable to extend the tour of duty to ten days or
two weeks, still greater improvement would result. In some
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instances the accumulation of water trom the heavy rains of the
fourth and fifth was so great as to rise over the tent floors. It
would appear desirable that some grading should be done to avoid
a continnance of such occurrences, and I would also suggest ditch-
ing around the tents. Firmly believing in State Encampments,
and fully appreciating the benefits my Command has derived from
the limited time spent in camp, I am, General,

GENERAL — I have the honor to submit the following report of
the duty performed by my Regiment at the State Camp of Instrue-
tion at Peekskill, N. Y., from July 8 to 14, 1882.

In compliance with 8. O. No. 83, c. 8., General Head-quarters,
S. N. Y., the Regiment was ordered to assemble at the armory on
Saturday, July eighth, at 10 o’clock a. M. On account of the very
hot weather, I determined to add to the comfort of the men by
abandoning for the week the full dress coat, and ‘substituting the
chasseur jacket, white web waist and cross-belts, blue trousers
tucked in white duck leggings, and the new State helmet. The
blouse and cap were taken for fatigue. 1 annex regimental orders
Nos. 8 and 9, giving detailed information for this tour of duty.

Owing to unavoidable delay in fitting a number of helmets
received the night before, line was not formed until 11 o’clock.
[ was gratified in finding the number reporting for duty much
larger than anticipated. The men had made unusual efforts to be
present, and employers had quite generally responded to the
appeals made to allow their employees to perform this important
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duty. Below is the consolidated morning report July eighth, the
first day in camp:

The line of march was down Seventh avenue to Thirth-sixth
street, to Tenth avenue, to Thirty-fifth street, thence to the pier at
the foot of that street, where the steamboat Long Branch was
waiting. Lines were cast off at noon, and the Roa Hook dock
reached at 2.30 ». m. During the trip up the river a guard of one
gergeant, three corporals and thirty-six privates was detailed, and
immediately upon arrival it was marched, under command of
First Lieutenant Washington Content, Co. H, to the camp to
relieve the guard of the Twenty-third Regiment. Leaving Major
Jones in command, I preceded the Regiment and reported to the
Adjutant-General, S. N. Y., for further instructions ; then received
from Colonel Rodney C. Ward, Twenty-third Regiment, com-
manding Post, all orders received by him relating to the camp.
Colonel Ward then tormed his Regiment in line on the plain
immediately in front of the mess-hall, and presented arms as the
Twelfth Regiment marched past. The gunards of both Regiments
paraded in front of the guard tents. Formal possession of the
camp having thus been taken, the companies were dismissed and
assigned to their respective quarters.

The Quartermaster having come up by rail, had drawn all the
camp equipage and was ready to issue it at once. Each First
Sergeant marched his company to the store-house ot the Commis-
sary-General, when each man received two blankets, one camp
stool, and one tin cup; a pail for each tent and brooms for each
company were also issned. This mode of issue was so expeditious
that when supper call was sounded, at six o’clock, each member of
the Regiment was comfortably settled.
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Each company formed in its street without arms and, conducted
by its First Sergeant, marched to the mess-hall, the company first
arriving being assigned to the tables furthest from the front, the
second company taking the next tables, and so on down to the
front. This plan prevented confusion, and perfect order was main-
tained. Dress parade was held at seven, the ceremony being fairly
performed. Tattoo roll-call was properly carried out at 9.45. At
taps all lights were immediately extinguished and perfect quiet
prevailed.

Suxpay, July 9.

' Promptly after reveille, coffee and bread were served, after
which the camp was thoroughly policed.

Owing to the restriction in paragraph IX, Special Order No. 82,
General Head-quarters, 8. N. Y., Sunday worning inspection was
omitted ; but at my request the order was so far modified as to
permit dress parade on Sundays. In company with Surgeon Curtis,
I inspected all the tents and found them in good order. The first
guard mount took place at 9 4. m., and showed many imperfections.
Divine service was conducted in the mess-hall; at eleven o’clock, by
the chaplain, Rev. Wm. B. Frisby. During the afternoon passes
were freely granted, and the men explored the surrounding country,
returning in time for dress parade. The Regiment made a fine
appearance in its improvised full dress, the clean white leggings
and belts making a pleasing contrast, the helinets giving a more
solid appearance than the old shako. The companies were not
brought on the line with uniformity ; the men, when in line, were,
however, fairly steady ; on the whole, it was a decided improve-
ment. I had a good opportunity of passing judgment on the cere-
mony, as Major Jones was in command.

Guard duty had been fairly performed during the twenty-four
hours, while the sentries in most instances walked their posts
properly, there was many imporfections in the salutes and chal-

lenges. *

Monbay, July-10.
By seven o’clock the camp had been policed and the Companies
formed for drill under their respective Commandants. 1 was on the
field watching the movements, which were mainly in the School of
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the Company. Having a large number of recruits I organized a
recruit class, under the supervision of the Sergeant-Major ; they were
thus drilled daily and the result was so satistactory that I shall con-
tinue this practice in the armory. Guard mount was held at nine
o’clock, the detail having, with the approval of the Adjutant-General,
been reduced to thirty privates; the ceremony was still unsatisfactory
and the First Sergeants were afterwards instructed in their duties ;
allowances, however, should be made for deficiencies, as it is a cere-
mony rarely performed in the armory. Line was formed tor Battalion
drill at 10 A. m., eight companies of twelve files, the movements
were advancing by the flank of subdivisions; change of direction
by companies and divisions in column of fours; to and on the
right and left close column of divisions; on the right and left into
line; advancing and retreating in line of battle; richt and left
front into line; the same faced to the rear. Good attention was
given by officers and men. The novelty of drilling on uneven ground
made the movements less precise than in the armory ; four of my
Captains have had little experience as Company Commanders on
drill. T will remark, in passing, that I never drill my Regiment in
certain previously arranged movements, as I believe it is a bad habit
to get into ; in some instances, a drill may be more perfect, but it the
card is not strictly adhered to, many blunders may be made. With
me an officer cannot study up a few movements just before a drill ; he
should be prepared for any movement in the tactics; he thus after
a while gains perfect confidence in himself. The heat was so
intense that at 11.15 I deemed it prudent to suspend the drill,
as many men began to feel the effect of the sun. No fur-
ther duty was required until dress parade, which took place at
7.05. The manual showed an improvement, and, with the excep-
tion of some unsteadiness in the ranks, the Regiment appeared to
advantage. Tattoo roll-call showed all accounted for, and at taps
perfecy stillness prevailed.

. Turspay, Jyly 11.

I concluded that my programme must be somewhat modified
owing to the extreme heat, and accordingly postponed the Battalion
drill until 5 ». m., utilizing the morning and early afternoon in rifle
practice, which was made most comfortable by putting up wall-tent
flies, just in rear of the firing points, for the men to sit under while
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awaiting their turn. Company drills were held immediately after
coffee had been served and showed satisfactory progress, several of
the companies being exercised in skirmish drill. Many previous
errors did not occur at guard mount; the several details, however,
were not brought on the line to my satisfaction. The rifle practice
for the day had been creditable, the arrangements at the butts
being perfect. The Battalion assembled for drill at 5.30, the
movements of yesterday being repeated, with the addition of ploy-
ments into column, and deployments on the first, fourth acd interior
divisions; more quiet prevailed in the ranks, and many of the
movements were exceedingly well performed. I then marched
the Battalion to the large field west of the mess-hall, and deployed
it as skirmishers “on right four of Fifth Company,” holding two
companies as a Regimental reserve. The line was practiced in the
advance, retreat, rally by fours, and the firings; the bugle calls
were sounded to familiarize officers and men with them, in the
hope that in future skirmish drills the bugle may be entirely relied
upon for giving orders. The drill closed at 6.45, and at 7.10 the
Command assembled for dress parade; companies coming on the
line exceedingly well; the steadiness in the ranks was duly appre-
ciatetl, and it seemed to me that the Regiment never looked better.
The improvised full dress uniform was pronounced by many as a
great success. As previously arranged with General Wylie, supper
call was sounded at 7.30, and permanently changed to that hour,
in order to utilize the cooler hours of the atternoon for drill.

W eDNESDAY, July 12.

Company drills were omitted, and the Battalion formed for drill
at 6 A. ., reveille having been changed to 5 a. ., the formation
and deployment of the double column of fours being added to the
movements executed on previous days. The formation for guard
mount was so poor that the Adjutant dismissed and reformed the
guard ; the lesson was a good one. After the second formation
the ceremony showed decided improvement. Rifle practice was
kept up until 4 P. ., the hour for inspection having, with the
approval of Inspector-General Oliver, been postponed to 5 o’clock.
Line was formed in heavy marching order, with sixteen files front,
and the Battalion at once formed for review, Brig.-General R. 8,
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Oliver, Inspector-General, being the reviewing officer. During
the inspection of the line, the steadiness of the men was delight-
ful, and the passage in review most satisfactory. This ceremony
over, companies were wheeled into column, minutely inspected by
the Inspector-General, and afterwards mustered, with the following
result:

After muster the tents were inspected and found to be in excel-
lent order, the bedding, blankets, knapsacks, arms and equipments
and other articles being in almost every instance arranged in the
same manner. '

At dress parade the companies formed line at a greater distance
in the rear than heretofore, and advanced with excellent fronts,
great promptness and uniformity ; the manual was good, and but
for the error of a few men in coming to ¢ parade rest ’’ at the com-
mand ¢ parade is dismissed,” it might have been considered a per-
fect parade.

TrurspAY, July 13.

Rain fell nearly the whole night, and at reveille roll-call it looked
as if duty would have to be suspended for the day ; shortly after 6
o’clock, however, the rain ceased, and the companies formed for
drill in the manual of arms, loadings and firings in their company

-streets ; before the drill hour expired the sun had sufficiently dried

the grass to manceuvre on the plain. Guard mount, thongh better,
was not as good as it should have been. After the guard had been
marched off, the Adjutant was directed to order the First Sergeants

tobring fresh details for practice. Line was repeatedly formed until
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the ceremony was done to my entire satisfaction. Rifle practice
was continued during the day. At 8.30 p. m., Companies H and
K appeared on the parade ground to compete for a regimental
challenge trophy offered by myself for annual competition.

At my request Gen. Oliver, Col. Phisterer and Major Jones
acted as judges. Company K paraded sixteen files front, Com-
pany H with twelve files ; both’ compabnies gave a very creditable
exhibition in the school of the company, in skirmishing and the
firings ; at the end of an hour and a quarter, the judges awarded
the prize to Company K.

At 5 o’clock line was formed for battalion drill; strange to say
the movements were not as smoothly executed as I had expected ;.
dress parade followed, and was excellent in every respect.

Frivay, July 14.

This being the last day I omitted company drills in order to
have ore by battalion, and to finish the rifle practice. Line was
formed at 6 A. ., with sixteen files front. The first movement
was performed with promptness and precision, every man seemed
anxious that the last drill should be a success ; changes of front,
ployments into close column, deployments on first, fourth and
interior divisions, formation of double column of fours and deploy-
ments from the same, advaucing and retreating in line of battle,
the same by the flank of subdivision, and many others were exe-
cuted in rapid succession with great precision, in fact the drill was
highly satisfactory, and showed how much could be achieved in a
week’s steady work. The guard mount was also well performed
in all its details. Immediately after breakfast three companies
went to the range and completed their rifle practice. During the
morning hours the floors of all the tents were thoroughly scrubbed,
and the camp generally put in order. I think I can safely say that

it was turned over to the Eleventh Regiment in a cleanly condition.

By 2 o’clock all the camp equipage had been turned in by the

‘Quartermaster, and everything was in readiness for departure.

About 3 o’clock possession of the camp was turned over to Colonel

Unbekant, commanding Eleventh Regiment, in the same manner

in which T received it; the regiment boarded the steamer Long

Branch, and was then paid by General Hoysradt in thirty-tive .

8
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minntes. After landing him at Dobbs Ferry, we proceeded to the B

pier at the foot of West Twenty-second street.

The regiment marched up Fifth avenue in column of companies.
with the steadiness of veterans, and received much applause. The
armory was reached at.seven o’clock. :

CoNCLUSION.

I have endeavored, in the preceding pages, to give an accurate
account in detail of what was actually dobe by the regiment,
reciting faults when they occurred and giving praise when deserved.

A camp of instruction has been the dream of the national

_guardsman of New York for years; many doubted the expediency
or possibility of carrying out the measure. The experience of this
summer has proved that it is not only possible at a moderate
expense, but that it is absolutely essential if we would maintain our
regiments in the highest state of efficiency. It gives me great
pleasure to report that the discipline of the command was of the
very best, but one man was placed under arrest ; intoxication was
unknown, and military courtesy was observed to a degree that to
many might seem impossible in a militia regiment. There can
be no question of the great benefit derived from this tour of duty.
The ceremonies, at first imperfect; improved day by day. The
most difficult instruction was in sentry duty, as but few men were
on guard a second time; each day required fresh instruction ; the
men were most attentive to their duty while on post, and showed
an earnest desire to perfect themselves. While in some cases the
tactical phraseology of a challenge was not strictly adhered to, or
a sentinel may have faced the wrong direction while saluting, I will
say that sentry duty was performed in an intelligent manner, and
the spirit of the instructions w ere faithfully carried out.

1 desire to bear testimony to the admirable arrangements made
by Brigadier-General Wylie for feeding the officers and men, and
to his constant and courteons attention in supplying every want.
The food was excellent and abundant; the only suggestion I would
make is, that in future camps more vegetables, oatmeal and
hominy, and less meat be given. To Colonel Frederick Phisterer,
Post-Adjutant, I am.much indebted for the valuable instruction he
gave to the first sergeants as to the manner of making reports.

The health of the regiment was excellent; only two serious
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cases were treated. The location seems to have every requisite for
health. Another year, arrangements should be made to have all
refuse from the camp dumped in one place, and then carted to a
_distance. When I took possession, the whole bank facing the
river was strewn with scraps of paper, tin cans, bottles, and in fact
a little of everything, which gave the camp a decidedly slovenly
appearance ; afterwards the paper was burnt, but there were no
facilities for taking other refuse to a distance.

GenEraL. — Pursuant to General Orders No. 5, General Head-
quarters, S. N. Y., I have the honor to forward the following
report of the recent encampment .of this command, at the State
Camp of Instruction, near Peekskill, N. Y., from July 14th to
19th, 1882, hoth days included.

According to instructions received from Brig.-General D. D.
Wylie, I arranged with the commanding officer of the steamer
‘“ Long Branch” to embark the regiment at the foot of Broome
street, East river, New York, at 11 o’clock, a. ., at which time
the regiment promptly took the boat, numbering about 330 offi-
cers, non-commissioned officers, musiciaus and privates; field and
staff officers mounted. The steamer arrived at Roa Hook about
3.30 ». M. - When the command was about to disembark, I placed
Lieatenant-Colonel Kraeger in command, with instructions to send
the guard, without delay, to relieve the guard of the Twelfth Regi-
ment Infantry, and to march the command in route step after
them as speedily .as possible. I, in company with my Adjutant,

- preceded the guard in order to report to Major-General Frederick
Townsend, Adjutant-General, S. N. Y., for instruction. Having

’ ‘ _“ done 8o, I reported to Colonel Cruger, of the Twelfth Regiment

Infantry, and receipted for properties and orders turned over to
me. In the meantime the guard of the Twelfth Regiment Infantry
‘had been relieved by the detail of this command, and the Regiment
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marched into the camp in very good order. I at once assigned the

different compabnies quarters. The Quartermaster having, by my

orders, preceded the comwand by rail, had received commissary

stores and camp equipage, and receipted for the same, conse-

quently very little delay was experienced in issuing the same.
The tollowing orders for daily routine were duly issued :

T accordingly instructed the field and staff officers every morning
in horsemanship. The companies had drill every morning, except-
ing Sunday the sixteenth. Considering the large number of detail
for guard duty (some eighty officers and men, on and off), the bat-
talion drill was necessarily very limited as to numbers, but all

‘movements, as directed in General Order No. 5, executed. Detach-

ments of companies were ordered for rifle practice every day. Iam
gratified to be able to report, that the entire command had an
opportunity to practice, with a fair result. Every afternoon the
remaining companies were assembled for battalion or skirmish
drill, to profit the utmost during the limited time allotted to the
encampment. Owing to a serious illness I was, to my great sorrow,
prevented from taking personal command at any drill or ceremony,
but notwithstanding orders from the Surgeon-in-Chief and my own
Surgeons to the contrary, I kept on duty throughout the encamp-
ment. Theimprovement in military duty has been very great, show-
ing, I hope, the Commander-in-Chief, and the people of our great
Commonwealth, the wisdom displayed in ordering this encamp-
ment. The behavior of the officers and enlisted men during the

encampment, 1 am happy to say, has been excellent; very little, if

any, shirking of duty was shown by the enlisted men. I am
indebted to my field, staff and non-commissioned staff officers for
their prompt and cheerful obedience to all orders while in camp.
In conclusion I beg to thank you and all the officers of the staff
of the Commander-in-Chiet for their uniform courtesy, kindness

~ and assistance given me and my command. I beg permission to
‘especially mention Brig.-General D. D. Wylie and Colonels T. F.

Rodenbough and Fred. Phisterer. The health of the entire com-
mand appeared to be very good. Too mwuch praise nnot be given

to the quantity and quality of the food and the manner in which
it was served.

The medical department seemed to me the most complete and
best managed that could be desired or wished for ; the same can be
said, without fear of contradiction, of the pay department. Officers
and- men, without exception, are full of praise of the treatment
received at the hands of the staff officers of the Commander-in-
Chief. The only improvement in the permanent camp I would
most respectfully suggest (I have already done so in a private
communication to Brig.-General D. D. Wylie) is, that permanent
sentry boxes be set up about, and the guard established somewhat
nearer the camp, both as a military and sanitary measure.

All of which is most respectfully submitted. '

GenEraL.—I have the honor to report, that in compliance with
Special Order No. 83, Adjutant-General’s office, Albany, June 13,
1882, I issued orders to my command to assemble at the armory,
on Wednesday, July nineteenth, at nine o’clock A. m., fully equipped
in the State service uniform, to proceed to the State Camp of
Instruction at Peekskill. My command assembled promptly on
time, but in consequence of a death in my family I could not
accompany my Regiment. I, therefore, gave instructions to my
Lieutenant-Colonel to take command and proceed to camp. The
Regiment, under his command, left the armory at 10.30 o’clock,
making a short parade, and embarked on the steamboat “ Long
Branch,” foot of Twenty-first street, at 11.20 A. m., and immedi-
ately proceeded to Yonkers, where we took on board the Eleventh
Separate Company, Captain James M. Jarvis, and again started
for Peekskill, arriving there at 2.20 p. M. The gnard, having been

i
|
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previously -formed, immediately marched off the boat and pro-
ceeded to camp and relieved the gnard of the Eleventh Regiment.
The Regiment then disembarked and moved at route-step for

- camp, arriving some thirty minutes later. On marching into camp

the guard was turned out and we were received by the Eleventh -
Regiment, drawn up in line at the left of the guard-house.

Colonel Unbekant formally turned over the camp and existing
orders to Lt. Colonel Schilling, who at once reported to Head-
quarters, after which the different companies were assigned to
their streets, where they stacked arms, unslung knapsacks, haver-
sacks and canteens, and reported by company to the Regimental
Quartermaster for blankets, pails, basins, cups, etc., and by six
oclock every one was supplied and comfortably settled in quarters.

At 6.30 p. M., the Second Scparate Company, from Aunburn,
N.Y., Captain William M. Kirby, arrived by rail and reported for
duty. After supper dress parade was held and continned every
day while in camp. Company drills every morning and battalion
drills after breakfsst. Lt.-Colonel Schilling carried ont the course .
of instruction as laid in General Order Nos. 5 and 12.

Friday’s work was an improvement ; officers and men trying to
correct the errors of the day before. I reported in the afternoon
of this day for duty, and assumed command. I found that my -
Adjutant had been snddenly taken sick, and on informing Colonel
Phisterer of the fact he at once, and in the kindest manner, offered
his services as Acting Adjutant, which I at once accepted. Dress
parade at retreat was a decided improvement upon the day
before.

I found the camp quite clean; no serious cases of sickness, and
found no complaints from officers or men in regard to the rations
or the manner of serving. The guard duty was very well done,

~ considering the men had never done duty in the field before. They

were willing and anxious to learn; in many cases officers, non-

commissioned officers and enlisted men asking to be detailed for

. second duty, which, of course, could not be done, as our time was

too short to give all even one tour of duty.
Saturday, companies drilled in skirmish drill and inspection ;

* Battalion drill of six companies, in order that four companies coald

practice at the rifle range. The day was very warm, and T counld

- not peform all the movements I had hoped to on that acconnt.
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Sunday morning, after breakfast, inspection of tents, mess-hall,
stables, sinks, guard-house, ete., took place. The company tents
were uniformly arranged, and presented a very neat appearance.

Camyp well policed, except servants’ quarters in rear of mess-hall, -

and the sinks at guard-house, where I suggested a change to be
made, by having a pit dug and shaded by brushwood, and filled in
a little each day with fresh earth. Divine service was held in the
mess-hall in the afternoon by my chaplain, Mr. Davis, which was
well attended, although I had given permission to all who desired
to attend any church they chose at Peekskill.

Dress parade at 7.24 closed the work of the day. Monday morn-
ing, drills by company ; after breakfast one company proceeded to
the range for practice. At 10.80 Regiment was formed for review,
inspection and muster, in light marching order; the result was

hetter than I expected, inspecting more men in camp than last

year in our armory at home. Immediately after muster, each
company reported at the range for file and volley firing, and all
but two companies completed their scores. After dinner we pre-
pared to break camp. Promptly on time the Forty-seventh Regi-
ment arrived, and I formally turned over the camp and existing
orders to Colonel Tuttle.

My Command marched to the bogt, and left at 8.10 . ». On

“the boat each man received from General Hoysradt, Paymaster,

pay for each day’s service in camp.

The Second Separate Company remained behind, to take a train
on the Hudson River railroad for home.

The Eleventh Separate Company accompanied my Command to
New York, where we arrived at 6.30 p. M., and were escorted by a
detachment of the Eighth Regiment to the Grand Central depot.
I marched the balance of the Regiment to the armory and dis-
missed.

But very few cases of sickness occurred, and all of a trifling
nature. Drs. Bruce and Hemingway, Surgeon and Assistant Sur-
geon, were both very attentive to all cases needing their care.
Lieutenant Milligan, Commissary, gave particular attention to the
manner in which the rations were cooked and served, and personally
attended to the serving of the regiment at every meal ; he reported
to me daily that the meat was of the best quality and well cooked ;
bread well baked, and butter and milk pure and sweet, and I
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would add that Mr. Windholtz has given’ the officers and men of
the Eighth Regiment entiresatisfaction. Captaip Barker, Inspector
of Rifle Practice, has made the most of the time allowed him for
practice, his whole time being spent at the range. Lieutenant
- Wentworth, Quartermaster, performed his arduous duties to the
satisfaction of all, and his report to me that his accounts with the
Post-Quartermaster are all correct, and that not a piece of baggage
was lost, is suflicient guaranty that he has performed his part in
a faithful manner.
Too much praise cannot be awarded to my Adjutant, Lieutenant
Johnston, for the prompt, able and efficient manner with which he
has performed his many ardvous duties, from the day the order was
received to go into camp until the dismissal of the command on
the eVening of the twenty-fourth, he has been ready and willing to
assist me, and by his untifing energy and his long experience in the
National Guard, he has materially aided in the success of our
command.
I desire to specially mention the services rendered by my Lieu-
tenant-Colonel, F. A. Schilling, who being called upon unexpectedly
to take command of the regiment, and faithfully performed all the
duties of his office in a most satisfactory manner.
In closing this, my report, General, permit me to say that I
speak the sentiments of every officer and member of my com-
mand, in saying that we all have been benefited by this short
! *  encampment, the only cause of complaint we have to make is that

the time was too short, it would have pleased us much better had
: it been for ten instead of five days, in fact we are so well pleased
that I wish now to make an application that if any regiments go
into camp in 1883 my command shall be one of the number, and
not for less than ten days.

GENERAL.— In compliance with General Orders No. 5, c. s.,
General Head-quarters, I have the honor to report that pursuant o
to Special Orders No. 83, this Regiment and the Seventeenth Sep-
arate Company, Captain Thomas Miller, Jr., commanding, assigned ‘
to my command by Special Orders No. 89, c. s., General Head- :
quarters, proceeded, via steamer ‘Long Branch,” to the State N
Camp of Instruction, at Peekskill, on Monday July 24, 1882.

The Command, 365 strong, reached the boat at 10.50 a. m., and .
arrived at the camp at 2.30 p. M., and formally relieved the Eighth
" Regiment, Colonel George D. Scott, Commanding.

All the instructions in General Orders No. 5, c. 5., were thoroughly
carried out, excepting that portion relating to battalion drills,
which were suspended after Tuesday morning, owing to the extreme
heat and on the recommendation of the Regimental Surgeons as -
dangerous to the health of the Command to expose the members
for two hours in the sun, with the temperature averaging ninety-
seven degrees in the shade.

When taken into consideration that a very large per centage of
the Regiment were entirely new as to camp life, and thoroughly
unfamiliar with the duties required of them, the difficulties to be met
and surmounted, as well as the objects to be secured in the limited
time we remained at the camp, will be appreciated. Notwithstand- e
ing these hindrances, I am pleased to report a very marked improve- !
ment in the discipline of the Command; also a decided progress V

- shown in the performance of guard and patrol duty.

The men, in six days’ duty, secured more solid benefit than would

an entire season’s drill within the circumsecribed space of an armory
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accomplish, and I feel that I am warranted in stating that this tour
of duty has been of vast importance.

My only regret is that the time was so limited, for I am fully
convinced that, with a ten days’ encampment, and with weather
more propitious, the Regiment would more than sustained its repu-
tation, gained by the hardest of work under the most discourag-
ing circumstances.

I am more than pleased to testify to the admirable performance of
duty by the Seventeenth Separate Company, under its able officers,

Notwithstanding the intense heat the health of the Command
was all that could be desired.

On Saturday, July 29, 1882, at 2.30 o’clock, p. M., this Oom-
mand was formally relieved by the Twenty- second Regiment
Colonel Josiah Porter, commanding, and returned to its permanent
quarters, arriving at 6,30 o’clock ». m., and was immediately reported
to Brigadier-General William H. Brownell commanding Fourth
Brigade, tor duty.

GeneraL.—I have the honor to report that in pursuance of
Special Order No. 83, from General Hegd-quarters, Adjutant Gen-
eral’s office, dated June 13, (1882, this command marched from its
armory Saturday, July twenty-ninth, at 10.30 a. m., embarked on
the steamboat  Long Branch,” at 11 A. M., and arriving at the
Cawmp of Instruction, relieved the Forty-seventh Regiment, Infantry,
at two o’clock in the afternoon of the same day.

At the camp everything was so thoroughly prepared for our

reception that after having drawn the necessary blankets, tins, etc.,
we were able to enter almost immediately upon the prescribed
course of instruction.

In the course of the encampment the command was exercised in
all the required movements and ceremonies, and it is believed that
it is fairly proficient in them, as well as in all the movements of
the school of the battalion. :

The time consumed in practice at the rifle range materially
limited the number and length of drills, and it is especially to be
regretted that more time could not have been given to battalion
skirmishing ; nevertheless, as the companies were regularly drilled
as skirmishers, not a little was accomplished in that direction.

Careful and constant instruction was given in guard duties, and
this was greatly facilitated by General Order No. 12, General
Head-quarters, copies of which were put into the hands of every
officer and man. While in this respect not everything has been
accomplished that could well be desired, it will not be denied that
good work was done, and the command is in much better form
than it was before it went into camp. ‘

It is largely due to the zeal and efficiency of the officers of the
Department of Rifle Practice, that daily practice was had at the
rifle range (except on the day of arrival and the following day,
Sunday), and with excellent results,

Proper attention was also given to the care and cleaning of arms.
Men were required, without exception, to clean their own rifles,
and were held strictly responsible for their condition.

The most notable improvement made was in guard duty, skirm-
ishing, and the care of arms and equipments, matters in which very
little can be accomplished in an armory.

Both officers and men manifested a desire to improve to the
utmost the opportunities afforded by the Camp of Instruction.
They entered upon their duties with the understanding that they
had gone into camp to work and not to play, and they carried it out
in this spirit, and notwithstanding it was a week of hard work
they left the camp with evident regret.

It is apparent to anyone having a knowledge of military matters
that the Regiment has been greatly benefited by this tour of duty,
and is in much better condition for any duty that may be required
of it than at any recent period of its history. -
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It is due to the officers of the departments to say that in advising
and assisting, as well as in furnishing supplies, they left nothing
undone, and they contributed not a little to the success of the camp.

The location of the camp was admirable, the rations were excel-
lent, and when it is added that the police duty was well done it
follows, almost as & matter of course, that the sanitary condition
was goud.

The Regiment left camp this afternoon and, proceeding by the
“Long Branch” to New York, arrived at their armory about
seven o’clock.

In conclusion I desire to say that this encampment has, to my
thinking, settled many questions, and I have no donbt whatever,
so far as this Regiment is concerned, that it will be of the greatest
advantage if it can be ordered into camp every year, and that even
in' the matter of recruiting it would be a beneficial measure, and
with this opinion I believe the officers and men of the command
agree with me.

GENERAL ORDERS,
No. 4.

I. To secure uniformity and effective instruction in rifle practice, it is ordered:

(@.) Commanding officers of infantry companies, during the course of the
present season of drills, will devote at least a portion of three consecutive drills
to the instruction of their companies in rifle practice.

(8.) These drills will commence with fifteen minutes instruction in position and
aiming, particular attention being directed to the requirements of the kneeling
position, and will be followed by a short drill in the school of the company by
way of relief to men.

(¢.) Ten minutes will then be devoted to the loadings and firings.

(d.) After an interval of rest, ccmmandants will instruct their commands for
some ten minutes in the motions of volley firing, with special reference to
accuracy of aim, and particularly the giving of the commands with such uni-
formity and cadence, as will enable this to be secured. During this portion of
the drill the men will be taught to fire effectively at the word of command, while
standing, kneeling or lying down in ranks.

II. Regimental and battalion commandants will so arrange the company drills
mentioned in paragraph I of this order, that their Inspectors of Rifle Practice
may be able to attend at least the first of these drills in each company, and
report upon the same through the usual channels to Brigadier-General Alfred C.
Barnes, General Inspector of Rifle Practice. In cases of separate companies
attached to division or brigade head-quarters, the division or brigade command-
ants will arrange for such drills so that their respective Division or Brigade-
Inspectors of Rifie Practice may, if practicable, attend at least the first and
similarly report upon the same. But when not practicable —as traveling
expenses and pay will not be allowed — the commandants of such separate com-
panies will make the required report. The Inspectors of Rifle Practice, present
at such drills, will aid the commanding officer in the instruction of his command
whenever so requested to do.

III. Regimental commanders will see that their company officers thoroughly
understand the method of instruction above prescribed, and will cause such of
them as are not familiar therewith to be assembled for instruction by them,
assisted by the regimental inspectors. Regimental inspectors are specially
charged with the instruction of recruits.

GENERAL ORDERS,
No. 5. %

1. The following course of instruction is prescribed for the National Guard of
this State, and will he closely followed and carried out by all concerned, as far
as may be practicable. At the annual inspection of organizations the inspecting
officers, as part of their duty, will require, as time may admit, a selection of the
movements heiein laid down to be executed, and note the proficiency therein in
their reports:

For COMPANIES.
School of the Soldier.

No recruit should be permitted to drill with his company until thoroughly
i nstructed and grounded in the school of the soldier, and especially so in the
setting-up exercises, the principles of the step and wheelings, and the manual of
arms. . Squads of not more than four men each will be organized for this pur-
pose, with competent non-commissioned officers as instructors, under the general
supervision of a company officer. Men already drilling with the company, but
not properly set up and instructed, should be relegated to squads until competent
to turn out with the company. In teaching the setting-up exercises it must be
borne in mind these exercises are intended to develop the chest and muscles of
the arms and body. Too often men are seen going through these exercises by
simply moving the arms and body in the easiest and most comfortable manner;
this does not answer the purpose; in most of them the movement must be exe-
cuted slowly, the arms must always be forced well back to bring the chest out
and raise the upper part of the body on the hips. These exercises should not
only be practiced by the recruits, but the company also should be drilled in them
at least once every month of the drill season for thirty minutes. Bayonet exer-
cise will be omitted.

School of the Company.

The school of the company should be divided in courses in such a manner
t hat a company in its drill, during the drill season, will progressively go through
all the movements prescribed. One or two drills should be allotted to the
explanation and practice, as far as practicable, of the principles of the skirmish
drill; instruction in the duties of sentinels should also be imparted. Theoretical
and preliminary practical instruction in target practice should be taught in such
a manner, that during the year the whole subject will be covered.

The ceremony of inspection, as far as companies are concerned, should be
practiced at least once in every two months; the execution of inspection arms
by the men should be included in every company drill.

Instruction on “ honors to be paid,” in-doors and out-doors, under and with-
out arms, should be thoroughly tanght and clearly explained, and strictly carried
out by all; § 805 of the tactics may be omitted.

Company commanders will hold a school of instruction of their non-commis-
sioned officers at least once every month during the drill season. Battalion
movements will be included in the course of instruction when practicable.

The Lieutenants are the assistants of the Captains, and Captains must give
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them opportunities to learn the management of a company, both as to its field
duties and its internal economy, so that they may become eflicient assistants,

Company commanders will be held responsible for the execution of the fore-
going, and for the efficiency of their commands.

For BATTALIONS AND REGIMENTS.

Commanding officers of battalions and regiments will drill their respective
commands in battalion manceuvres in accordance with Upton’s Infantry Tactics,
in such a manner that all movements prescribed in the tactics will be practiced
in the course of three drill seasons, for which purpose the various movements
are divided as follows:

First Course.

1. Formation of battalion, §§ 378 to 382, 395, 821 ; open order, $§ 388 and 384;
manual of arms and firing, $§ 385 to 394, and alignments, §§ 404 and 405,

2. To march by the flank, §§ 411 to 413, 416; route step, § 459; to form o, and
on the right or left into line, §§ 417, 420 and 421; to form column of fours front
into line, §§ 422 to 425.

3. To form cclumn of companies, §§ 433 to 440, 454 ; to march in column at’

full distance, §§ 441 to 445; to change direction, §§ 446 and 447.
4. To form the column at full distance into line, §§ 448 to 450, 455 to 457,
5. To advance and march by the flank of subdivisions, §§ 460 and 461, 465 ; to

march again in column of fours, § 466 ; marching by the flank of subdivisions

to form line, § 462.

6. Marching by the flank of subdivisions to march in column of subdivisions
and vice versa, §§ 463 and 464; to form column of fours from column of subdi-
visions, and to form again into column, §§ 467 to 470. '

7. To break from column of divisions into column of companies, § 518; to
form column of divisions from column of companies, § 519.

8. Skirmish drill by battalion, §§ 331 to 361.

9. Ceremonies of guard-mounting, §§ 818 and 819; dress parade, § 810 to
814; review, § 815; inspection, § 816, and muster, § 817.

Second Course.

1. Formation of battalion, §§ 373 to 382, 895, 821;.0open order, 8§ 383 and 384;
manual of arms and firing, §§ 883 to 394, and alignments, §§ 404 and 405.

2. To break into column of fours from the right or left, to march to the right
or left, §§ 414 and 415.

3. Formation 'of column of fours into line by two movements, 8§ 426 to 429,
to form double column of fours, § 430; to form double column of fours front,
and to the right or left into line, §§ 481 and 432.

4. Formation of column of companies into line by two movements, § 458.

5. Ployment of battalion into close column, §§ 471 to 480, 490, 491; to march
and change direction in close column, §§ 492 to 497; deployment of close
column, §§ 498 to 504.

6. Ployment of column of fours into close column, §§ 481 to 487; to form
fours from close column, §§ 488 and 489.

7. To close the column in mass, §§ 510 to 513, and to take distances, § 514, to-

form line from close column, §§ 516 and 517.

~
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8. Skirmish drill by battalion, §§ 831 to 861.
9. Ceremonies of guard-mounting, §§ 818 and 819; dress parade, §§ 810 to
814; review, §815; inspection, § 816; muster, § 817.

Third Course.

1. Formation of battalion, §§ 873 to 382, 395, 821; open order, §§ 383 and 384;
manual of arms and firing, §§ 3885 to 394, and alignments, §% 404 and 405.

2. March in line, $§ 896 to 401, 410, 418; to oblique in line, § 402, and to
change direction in line, §§ 406, 407; to halt, § 403.

3. To pass obstacles, §& 408 and 409; to form column of companies at full
distance into line and continue the march, §§ 451 to 453.

4. To ploy the battalion into double column, §§ 505 to 507; deployment of
double column, §§ 508 and 509.

5. To change fronts, §§ 520 to 523.

6. To form single and double ranks and movements of battalion in single rank,
§8 524 to 549.

7. Movements by platoons, § 550.

8. Skirmish drill by battalion, §§ 331 to 361.

9. Ceremonies of guard-mounting, §§ 818 and 819; dress parade, §§ 810 to 814;
review, § 815 ; inspection, § 816, and muster, § 817.

Theoretical and practical schools of instruction of commissioned officers should
be held at least once in three months; for the practical part of the instruction
skeleton formations, made up of the non-commissioned officers of the regiment
or battalion, should be resorted to.

In prescribing this course of instruction it is not to be understood that com-
manding officers are in any manner relieved from the usual duties of instruction
in their commands, nor is it to be understood that instruction in any movements
not laid down in the course being followed at the time may not be given; pro-
vided the command is well grounded and practiced in the movements of the
prescribed particular course.

For SEPARATE COMPANIES.

TIn addition to the course prescribed for companies, the commanding officers of:
separate companies will instruct and frequently practice their respective com-
mands in the ceremonies of guard-mounting, dress parade, review (in platoons),
ingpection and muster.

II. Camp Dury.—When organizations are in camp at the State Camp of
Instruction, the following regulations will be observed :
The calls to be sounded will be arranged and sounded as follows :

REVEILLE.

(a.) First or Musicians' Call.—To be sounded by a musician of the guard; if a
buglar, he will sound ‘‘assembly of trumpeters: 7 if a drummer, “drummer’s
call” 5.30 A. M.

At this call all the musicians, including band, assemble at such place as has
been previously designated by the commanding officer, usually the centre of the
parade ground, or near the flagstaff, where there is one.
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Reveille.— By all the musicians; drummers and fifers first, then buglers, then
the band, 5.45 A. M.

Assembly.— By all the field musicidns, immedialely after the close of the
reveille.  Companies form at the first beat, and roll is called after the last. beat.

Immediately after the call the company quarters and grounds are policed.

Sick.
(b.) Sick Call. — By the musicians of the guard, 6.15 A, M.
First Sergeants form their sick in a squad and march them to the hospital for
medical attendance.
Immediately after sick call a cup of coffee and slice of bread should be issued
to each man.
CoMPANY DRILL.

(c.) First or Musicians’ Call, — By a musician of the guard, 6.50 A. M.

Drili Call.— By all the field musicians, for company drill, 7.00 a. M.

Assembly. — By all the field musicians; companies form for drill and roll is
called; musicians form for practice; immediately after, drill call.

Recall from drill, by a musician of the guard, 8,10 a. M.

BREAKFAST.

(d.) Breakfast Call. — By the musicians of the guard; companies are formed
and marched to breakfast, 8.30 A. M.

GUARD MOUNTING.

(e.) First or Musicians’ Call.— By a musician of the band; all musicians
assemble, 8.50 A. M.
Assembly. — By all the field musicians; guard details fall in and form; the band
marches on, 9.00 A. M.
Adjutant’s Call. — By all the field musicians; followed by a march by them or
the band, 9.10 A. M.
BATTALION DRILL.

(f.) First or Musicians’ Call. — By a musician of the guard, 9.50 A. M.

Drill Call. — By all the field musicians, 10.00 A. M.

Assembly. — Formation of companies and roll call, immediately after drill call.

Adjutant’s Call. — For formation of battalion, followed by a march by the field
music or band, 10.10 A. M.

There will be an intermission of half an hour during the drill.

Recall from Drill. — By a musician of the guard, 1.00 p. M.

ORDERLY HoUER.

(g.) First Sergeamt’s Call. — By a musician of the guard, 1.15 p. M.

When the First Sergeants will repair to the Adjutant’s office to obtain their
morping reports, orders, details, etc. The morning reports should be handed in
the Adjutant’s office before eight o’clock, or as soon as possible before guard-
mounting. ‘
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DINNER.

(h.) First Call. — By a musician of the guard, 1.30 p. M.
Dinner Call. — By all the field musicians, 1.40 p. M.
Assembly.— For companies to form and to march to dinner, immediately after

dinner call.
RiFLE PRACTICE.

(i.) First Call. — By a musician of the guard, 2.30 P. M.

Drill Call, for Rifie Practice. — By all the field musicians, 2.40 P, M.

Assembly. — By all the field musicians, immediately after drill call. Companies
whose turn it is for rifie practice form and roll is called.

Raecall will not be sounded. (ompanies will be returned, when through with
their practice; but in time for supper call.

SUPPER.
(k.) Supper Call. — By the musicians of the guard, at such hour as the com-
manding officer may direct; companies are formed and marched to supper.

DrEess PARADE. RETREAT.

(L) First or Musicians' Call. — By a musician of the guard, forty-five minutes
before sunset.

All the musicians, field and band, assemble.

Assembly. — By all the field musicians; companies form and roll is called; if
there be dress parade the call is sounded at forty minutes before sunset.

If there be no dress parade, it is sounded at twenty minutes before sunset.

Adjutant’s Call. — If dress parade take place by all the field musicians; when
the Adjutant and Sergeant-Major, the companies and band, the latter playing,
march on, thirty minutes before sunset.

Retreat. — By all the musicians, drummers and fifers first; buglers next, and
band last, at such time that the last strain of it will sound at sunset.

When there is no dress parade the band assembles with the field music at the
first call.

At dress parade the retreat is sounded by the drummers and fifers, followed by
the buglers, after the return of the band to its position in line.

TaTTO0O,

(m.) First or Musicians' Call. — By a musician of the guard, fifteen minutes
before tattoo.

Tattoo.— By all the musicians, drammers and fifers, then buglers, closing with
the band, 9.45 ». M.

Assembly.— By all the field musicians; immediately after tattoo companies form
and roll is called.

Taps.

(n.) Taps.—Drum, followed by bugle, 10.30 p. M.

‘When lights must be put out in camp, unless specially permitted by the com-
manding officer,

Supper call, Fatigue cail, Recall from fatigue, and officers’ call will be sounded
by the musicians of the guard, at such times as the commanding officer may
deem it necessary and direct.
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A slight pause is always to be made between a call and the assembly if the
latter is to follow.

The hours herein specified are set forth suggestively, and are susceptible of
alteration as directed by the commanding officer to conform to the period of the
year.

The first drill in the morning will be company drill, and will be in such parts
of the school of the company as cannot be practiced in ordinary company armor-
ies, and in skirmish drill.

The following will be the standing order for battalion drills for each day con-
secutively of a five days’ encampment; commanding officers. of organizations
already sufficiently perfected, may add manceuvers of the more advanced courses
during their period of camp duty for any one year, but the prescribed course for
the year must nevertheless be practiced as laid down :

First Encampment.

1st day’s battalion drill will consist of the movements prescribed in the first
course of drill for battalions in the first and second sections.

2d day’s battalion drill, of the movements prescribed in the fifth and sixth
sections.

3d day’s battalion drill, of the movements prescribed in the third and fourth
sections.

4th day’s battalion drill, of the movements prescribed in the seventh and
eighth sections.

5th day’s battalion dr#l, of the movements prescribed in the ninth section,
guard-mounting excepted.

Second Encampment.

1st day’s battalion drill will consist of the movements prescribed in the second
course of drill for battalions in the first and second sections.

2d day’s battalion drill, of the movements practiced in the third and fourth
sections. ‘

3d day’s battalion drill, of the movements prescribed in the fifth and eighth
sections.

4th day’s battalion drill, of the movements prescribed in the sixth and seventh
sections. .

5th day’s battalion drill, of the movements prescribed in the ninth section,
guard-mounting excepted.

Third Encampment.

1st day’s battalion drill will consist of the movements prescribed in the third
course of drill for battalions in the first and second sections,

2d day’s battalion drill, of the movements prescribed in the second, third and
seventh sections.

3d day’s battalion drill, of the movements prescribed in the fourth and fifth
sections.

4th day’s battalion drill, of the movements prescribed in the sixth and eighth
sections.

5th day’s battalion drill, of the movements prescribed in the ninth section,
guard-mounting excepted.
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TARGET PRACTICE at the State camp will be arranged so that each man will
have an equal amount of practice. Practice will take place in the afternoon by
companies, two or four companies in one afternoon.

Organizations not encamping during a season will be ordered for rifle practice
to the State camp, which will be of such a capacity as to admit thereof in con-
junction with and without interrupting the practice of the details from the
organizations encamped.

Commanding officers, as instructors, will make a report of their encampment
at the close of it, detailing the instruction and results given and obtained in pur-
suance of this order.

208 REPORT OF THE ADJUTANT-GENERAL.

The Board met pursuant to the foregoing order, and at divers times subse-
quently, at which meetings various model garments were submitted and
examined pursuant to the instruction given them.

After extended deliberation and consideration of the matter committed to
them, the Board respectfully submits the following recommendations to the
Commander-in-Chief, as to a suitable undress or fatigue uniform for use by the
enlisted men of the National Guard of the State of New York:

1sv. Hreap COVERING.

A Cap or Képi of dark blue cloth, with falling top, falling crescent shaped
visor and a chin strap of patent leather, the latter fastened with two small State
buttons and fitted with a brass slide; to have the regimental number affixed in
brass block figures, three-fourths of an inch in height, substantially us shown in
the model cap accompanying this report, labelled “A,” and also in the several
photographs herewith submitted.*

2p. UN1rORM COAT.
For Infantry.

A double-breasted dark blue blouse or basque, tunic cut, the skirt to be of a
length to touch a yard stick held horizontally and closely against crotch of legs
in measuring ; eight large State buttons in two rows of four buttons each on the
front; top buttons to be placed not less than seven and three-fourths (7%) inches
apart horizontally, and four and one-half (43) inches apart at the bottom; top
pair on line of points of shoulders; bottom pair on line with point of hip bone;
two large State buttons at height of hip behind ; stand-up collar of Nicholson
twilled blue cloth, not more than one and one-half inches or less than one inch
high, cut square to hook up close in front, with two hooks top and bottom;
number of regiment on yellow metal ornament placed in the middle of the collar
one-half of an inch from the front; plait in the skirt of the coat on each side of
an opening behind, to be faced with Nicholson blue cloth, ornamented with large
State buttons; two straps of dark blue let into the waist seam at point of hip bone,
and buttoned above the hip, with dark blue lasting button to sustain the waist
belt; shoulder straps of light blue let into the shoulder seam and stiffened with
heavy Aberdeen canvas, and to button at the collar with small State button, to be
two and one-half inches wide at the shoulder seam, and one and one-half at the
collar seam. Slashes on the sleeves of light blue cloth five and one-half inches
long, and two and one-half inches wide, and ornamented with three small State
buttons; coat to be lined with Farmer’s satin, with shallow breast pocket in left
side, and to be substantially as shown in model coat accompanying this report,
labeled “ B,” and also in the several photographs herewith submitted.

For Artillery.

The same as for infantry, except that shoulder straps, slashes in sleeves, plaits
in skirt, and collar to be of scariet cloth.

* While not within their instructions, the members of the Board desire to express their indi-
vidual opinions in favor of & helmet, to be used with the uniform recommended herein, on occa-
sions of ceremony, and to be gimilar in form to that in use by the army of the United States,
with such ornaments as the Commander-in-Chief shall prescribe,
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For Covalry.

The same as for infantry, except that shoulder straps, slashes in sleeves, plaits
in skirt, and collar to be of orange colored cloth.

3. UnmrorM TROWSERS.
For Infantry.

Sky blue kersey, cut straight, two inches turn up; canvas under, with dark
blue side stripe one and ene-quarter of an inch wide: waist band to be three
inches wide and fastened with two buttons; front pockets opening at bottom of
waist band to be not more than five inches deep; watch pocket on right; strap at
back below waist band seam, with buckle, and to be substantially as shown in
model garment accompanying this report, labeled *‘C,” and also in the several
photographs herewith submitted.

For Artillery.
The same as for infantry, except that the side stripes shall be of scarlet cloth.

For Cavalry.

The same as for infantry, except that the side stripes shall be of orange colored
cloth.

Photographs of a soldier uniformed as contemplated herein, taken in four posi-
tions, are herewith transmitted, for the purpose of showing the uniform recom-
mending as a whole, and to serve as guides in making up the respective garments.

On motion, the Board adjourned subject to the call of the President.

GENERAL ORDERS, %
No. 8.

1. Under the existing military laws it is prescribed that before certain officers
shall be commissioned, or non-commissioned ofticers warranted, they shall pass a
satisfactory examination before a Board of Examiners. In order that there may
be uniformity and consistency in these examinations, the following suggestions
in the direction of advancing the standing and efficiency of the National Guard
of this State are promulgated as suggestions, merely for the information of those
concerned therein.

(a.) Preliminarily to the required examination, the Board of Examiners should
be satisfied, as far as practicable, that the candidate is physically fit for the serv-
ice, and is a respectable citizen, sustaining in the community a good reputation
for sobriety and integrity.

ExAMINATION OF NON-COMMISSIONED OFFICERS.

(b.) All non-commissioned qfficers should be able to read and write the English
language with a reasonable degree of ease and correctness; they should under-
stand all points of military etiquette, so far as it concerns themselves and the
enlisted men, and be tamiliar with the ordinary routine of military duties; and in
tactics they should be well posted in the school of the soldier, especially so in the
setting up exercises.

(c.) Corporals should clearly understand the duties of sentinels; their own duty
when on guard, in charge of patrols or small parties in camp or active service,
and as assistants to their respective chiefs of squads.

(d.) Sergeants should be familiar with the duties of corparals; their own duties
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as chiefs of squads, sergeants of the guard, and when in charge of detachments
in camp or active service. They should also have acquired the ability to explain
movements in squad and company drill in a lucid manner, and have a knowledge
of the duties of file closers and guides.

(e.) Quartermaster-Sergeants of companies should not only know the duties of
Sergeants of companies, but should also understand clearly, as required by the
regulations, the manner of taking care of property, issuing, receiving, storing and
transporting it, and the method of accounting for it properly.

(£.) First Sergeants, besides understanding the duties of the preceding grades,
must have a proper knowledge of their tactical duties, and of the sedentary work
in connection with the papers and returns, required to be kept and rendered by
companies; they should possess a natural or acquired faculty of managing men
generally, and especially when organized into a company, and be able, promptly
and understandingly, to assist their company commanders on all necessary
occasions.

(g.) Non-commissioned Staff Officers who are required by law to be selected
from members of the regiment, should have a knowledge of the duties of the
preceding grades, and in addition should be well up in a knowledge of the duties
pertaining to their own respective positions, as laid down in tactics and the regu-
lations; in this connection it must be remembered that the Sergeant-Major is the
assistant of the Adjutant; the Quartermaster-Sergeant of the Quartermaster; the
Commissary-Sergeant of the Commissary of Subsistence; the Ordnance-Sergeant
of the Inspector of Rifle Practice; Hospital Stewards, Drum-Majors and others
allowed to be appointed from civil life should be competent in their professional
duties at least, and should make it a point to acquire a knowledge ot the military
duties connected with their respective offices.

EXAMINATION OF COMMISSIONED OFFICERS.

(b.) All candidates for commidssioned officers should possess the ability to read
and write the English language with facility and correctness; they are expected
to possess something of a knowledge of the geography of this State and of the
United States; a fair knowledge of the four ground rules of arithmetic; a more
specific knowledge of the principles of target practice, and of the tactics of their
arm of service, commensurate with the positions to be held by them.

(i.) Lieutenants should be
