	DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES
· Supports all aspects of Air Force intelligence operations by discovering, collating, analyzing, evaluating and disseminating intelligence information. Provides intelligence support for the wing tailored to operational mission and base support activities.
· Produces all-source intelligence, situation estimates, adversarial nation, terrorist, insurgent threat studies, and other intelligence reports and studies.
· Performs threat assessments and mission planning in support of deployments, contingencies, and operations. Conducts tailored intel planning, threat analysis, and intelligence expertise necessary to develop detailed mission plans. Includes, but not limited to, battlespace characterization, collaboration and integration, mission planning support, targeting, mission analysis and debriefing. Contributes to the performance of the CIC, MPC and SIE. 
· [bookmark: SEE_REVERSE]Processes, analyzes, exploits, and disseminates intelligence products concerning threat countries or targets of interest via written and/or verbal means. These products provide specificity and knowledge to commanders and national leaders to impact tactical through strategic level decision making processes.
