POSITION DESCRIPTION: 
J2 OIC - J2 serves as the senior intelligence officer for JTF-ES, overseeing the day-to-day management of the J2 section.  This officer is responsible for obtaining, reviewing, and publishing intelligence items of interest and threats for the JTF-ES area of operations. The OIC will produce and disseminate regular intelligence products, while simultaneously serving as the Task Force Liaison Officer/Field Intelligence Officer to agency partners intelligence components. This role demands real time updates regarding intelligence cooperation, threat updates, and intelligence coordination. Due to these demands, hours are irregular and duty locations inconsistent. 

In addition to primary duties, the J2 OIC Serve as JTF-ES Physical Security Officer responsible for conducting inspections of each company, updating/writing the Physical security SOP, and coordinating with the JFHQ Physical Security Officer. This officer also represents JTF-ES as a member of the Fort Hamilton Protection Working Group and serves as an additional duty capacity as the Anti-Terrorism Officer, attending Threat Working Group engagements. Furthermore, the J2 OIC is responsible for managing the JTF-ES Insider Threat Program, ensuring compliance and integration across the organization.

· Permission from Federal Unit Commander to serve on State Active Duty
