Assists the Wing Weapons Safety Manager in maintaining a fully developed weapons safety program and advises key managerial and executive personnel on courses of action that will achieve mission goals with a minimum risk of injury to personnel and damage to property.
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	DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

· Manages weapons safety program elements.

· Develops and recommends weapon safety and policy to higher levels of management.

· Applies weapons safety laws, regulations, principles, theories, practices, and procedures to advise on or resolve technical matters dealing with weapons safety requirements.

· Develops safety standards, regulations, practices, and procedures to eliminate or control potential weapons safety hazards.

· Develops and implements programs to reduce the frequency, severity, and cost of accidents.

· Analyzes and evaluates new and existing jobs, processes, products, or other systems to determine the existence, severity, probability, and outcome of hazards.

· Designs modification recommendations to workplaces, processes, products, or other systems to control or eliminate hazards.

· Inspects and surveys workplaces, processes, products, or other systems for compliance with established weapons safety policies or standards and to identify potential new hazards.

· Trains workers, supervisors, managers, or other ADWSRs in Weapons Safety Matters

· Performs additional Wing Staff duties as assigned.

· Selectee will be expected to attend the 5-week AF Weapons Safety Manager Course at Lackland AFB

· Selectee is not expected to be an expert from the start but is expected to grow into the role
